      [World][SpringGreenUnderBrokenHeartedBridge]: Look at Reed, so
      broken hearted to the point of speechlessness.

      [World][RiceStraw520]: The other woman (of an
      affair)…over a beautiful woman…there is no need

      showing off so much? Of course, she needs to present herself after
      stealing someone else’s husband.

It is said that he’s been killed many times, but
      the more times he’s killed, the braver he is. When he gets banned,
      he just registers again. It is said that the number behind his ID
      represents how many times he’s been banned.

      Whenever that person comes out, LittleRainYaoYao’s friends and
      family group also cannot keep it in anymore.

      COMMENTS

      Like always, we try to make our translations both flow well and
      be as true to the original meaningas possible. But, some
      times it needs a bit of help, so pleasenote that we have
      switched to making our translation comments italicized to
      differentiate from the thingsthat the author adds in
      parenthesis.

      For those whohave never played an online game or this type
      of game (mmorpg), this chapter might have been a bit confusing. Let
      me give a brief generalized explanation about the group system that
      will appear frequently in this novel.

      There are a fewdifferent chat channels/groups of people in
      the game:

      World : The world means anyone playing in that
      “world” or server. In the chat context, all players in the game on
      that server at the time will be able to see the messages written to
      the world.

      Guild : A guild is a generally a group of people,
      whether they are online or offline, who regularly play together.
      Similar to a club. There are officers and different positions
      players can take. In most games, only when guild members are online
      can they see messages written to the entire guild.

      Clan : A clan and guild are frequently used
      interchangeably. In this novel’s context, a guild is like your
      friends and extended relatives, while a clan is your immediate
      family, the ones you hang around withcommonly, and are
      generally part of the same guild. The chat visibility for this type
      of group depends on the game. An example is the LittleRain clan. As
      you might have noticed, they all have their clan name in their
      username (handle/id) at the beginning.

      Party: A party or team is a small group of
      people that can change depending on quests, such as a group of four
      people going off to fight a monster or two people going to search
      for an item.

      Local : The people in your avatar’s (character’s)
      vicinity on screen. Only those then and there are allowed to see
      the messages typed to local.

      In addition to these groups, players can also receive direct
      messages from their friends and other players.

      Hopefully, this was a little bit useful for those who never
      played these types of games. Welcome to online gaming 101.

The players on Vermillion Bird Bridge become
      excited and, immediately, rush up. In a blink of an eye, they drown
      out the heroine in red’s small figure.

      The marriage sedan comes and the marriage sedan quickly leaves.
      For some reason, the marriage sedan that has been slowly proceeding
      the entire time, suddenly speeds up as it reaches Vermillion Bird
      Bridge. In a flash, it disappears at the other end of the
      bridge.

      In the scramble for them, Wei Wei’s medicine is also sold out in
      a flash.

      ASmileNaiHe makes an “mmm” sound, and then the system bot
      prompts Wei Wei: “ASmileNaiHe added you as a friend.”

      Wei Wei quickly clicks accept and, conveniently, adds
      ASmileNaiHe. It isn’t this easy to add ASmileNaiHe. The friend list
      of top-notch masters is usually closed all year round. Sometimes,
      when Wei Wei adds too many people, she also closes it.

      After a moment, ASmileNaiHe sends a message over: “What did you
      think about the wedding ceremony?”

      Wei Wei feels a little embarrassed. Can it be that Great Master
      is also here to gossip? Wei Wei replies diplomatically, “It was
      very grand.”

      ASmileNaiHe: “Then do you want an even grander wedding
      ceremony?”

      Wei Wei is stupified.

      Speaking of this, ASmileNaiHe needs to be mentioned. His profession
      is that of a (Stringed Instrument) Musician. The Musician
      profession in “Dream Voyage in Rivers and Lakes” is a bit awkward.
      They are those who can do a bit of everything, but are not experts
      at anything. Simply put, he can cut, can perform AoE (Area of
      Effect aka multiple target) attacks, can assist attacks, and
      can heal. But his attacks are not as good as a Swordsman, his
      assists and healing are not as good as specialized support
      characters. Honestly, they are weak and of little value.

      But with Great Master NaiHe, it is different.

      Great Master Naihe’s healing ability is not the least inferior
      compared to a specialized healer. And he has great speed and
      accuracy in his APM (actions per minute), none of his
      teammates have a need to worry, nor do they have to look after him.
      Once, when the boss they were fighting was close to dying,
      ASmileNaiHe, who had been playing the healer position, suddenly
      took out a sword from the middle of his guqin and, using the Sword
      Within the Guqin pierced the boss with a fatal blow. Atop the
      boss’s head huge red words appeared, and then with a loud bang, it
      fell to the ground.

      Wei Wei laughs with two hehe sounds and feigns modesty, “I can’t
      help it, after so many times, it comes with practice.”

      After that, someone was definitely beaten for being a perfect
      embodiment of annoying.

      Wei Wei walks up to ASmileNaiHe: “How come there are so many
      people?” Wei Wei didn’t call any of her friends to come
      because she didn’t take this wedding seriously, as well as feeling
      a little embarrassed to tell others that she is getting married
      again so soon.

      [World][MonkeyWine]: “Come PK come PK come PK come PK come PK
      come PK come PK come PK!”

      Wei Wei laughs her head off.

      The parade is very slow. Wei Wei works on her mock exam
      while being distracted; she peeks at the game every once in a
      while, and she suddenly sees the following messages on the world
      channel.

      Wei Wei bites on her ballpoint pen subconsciously.

      Although they are getting married for PK battles, if both her
      ex-husband and current husband have been in a relationship with the
      same woman before, then that’s quite an entanglement. Wei Wei
      doesn’t like to keep things inside, so she asks NaiHe: “You and
      LittleRainYaoYao know each other?”

      NaiHe responds: “No.”

      Wei Wei hesitates a little before typing: “Someone said that
      they saw you two battling a monster together before.”

      NaiHe: “That counts as knowing each other? YuGong added
      her to the team once, but her skills were awful, so I kicked her
      out.”

      Wei Wei: “……”

      Although she shouldn’t……Wei Wei can’t help but feel great ==

      It’s time for the wedding banquet after parading the streets in
      the marriage sedan for over ten minutes. Wei Wei still feels
      pain in her heart about it; she went with NaiHe to make
      reservations at the restaurant, which was when she saw NaiHe paid
      for the highest priced package—–the kind that will give all guests
      a 20% boost to their stats for that day……

      Why is he letting so many people eat for free? Wei Wei
      just doesn’t get it; she has never eaten for free at other people’s
      weddings herself……

      It’s not bothering her just a little bit~~~

      The whole wedding banquet is basically a bunch of people come
      eat and go, another bunch of people come eat and go, and then
      another bunch of people come eat and go……the wedding banquet ends
      at about 9pm or so. Wei Wei and NaiHe enter the bridechamber
      while their friends send them off.

      When Wei Wei and RealWater got married, “Dream Voyage in Rivers
      and Lakes” did not have the “wedding night” part yet, this was
      recently added after the latest system update.

      As long as the gaming couple stays in the groom’s bedroom for
      fifteen minutes, the wedding night is considered complete and their
      intimacy level will increase by N percent. After that, the
      couple can play it again once every day for ten minutes, which will
      continue to increase their intimacy level, but the percent of
      increase will not be as high as the wedding night; but the increase
      will also be higher during anniversaries (one month in the
      game).

      “Dream Voyage’s” wedding night is very torturous; gamers cannot
      leave the room, meditate to increase their inner powers, or make
      medicines etcetera. They can only do two things——

      One, stand and chat.

      Two, sit and chat.

      Therefore, many people call the wedding night as “pure chatting
      without going under the blanket” – –

      As for Wei Wei’s wedding night, even chatting has been omitted
      because the moment they enter the bridechamber, ASmileNaiHe says:
      “Please wait, got a phone call.”

      Although they’re now married, this is how Wei Wei thinks of
      their relationship.

      The Great Master and his follower.

      = =

      Of course, NaiHe is the Great Master while she is the follower
      who rushes to the front when monsters appear and runs all kinds of
      errands……As to why Wei Wei feels this way, it is without a doubt
      due to that set of divine items.

      After all, she can’t just accept free items from somebody
      without giving back >o<. Therefore, Wei Wei decides to
      work hard to pay him back the debt!

      Not much has changed after getting married; Wei Wei still spends
      most of her time with YuGong and the others to complete quests to
      level up. She and NaiHe only leave the team once in a while
      to have some time together as a couple.

      And spending time together as a couple actually just means
      completing couple quests.

      In “Dream Voyage in Rivers and Lakes,” after a male and female
      player get married, they will gain three couple abilities. If
      they attack together, these three abilities will automatically
      boost their impact. Levelling up these three abilities will
      depend on the couple’s intimacy level. In order to increase
      their intimacy level, other than wasting time in the bedroom, the
      most efficient way is to complete couple quests.

      Male and female players can actually get married after reaching
      level 30, so for Wei Wei and ASmileNaiHe who married late, the
      beginning quests for couples are simply a piece of cake. The
      battles are so easy that Great Master NaiHe doesn’t even have to
      fight; Wei Wei can handle them all by herself.

      As a result, the most common image is the heroine in red
      slashing her saber in the front, while the white robed musician
      sits under a tree by the riverside playing his guqin
      poetically.

      ……

      No matter what you say, the imagery is very beautiful and makes
      others envious.

      Wei Wei and NaiHe head out for a quest again today;
      YuGongClimbsAMountain and MonkeyWine decide to join them to kill
      some time, but after watching a few fights, they find out that Wei
      Wei is the only one killing monsters while NaiHe walks around to
      enjoy the scenery and only helps Wei Wei restore her blood level
      every now and then. The two of them points at NaiHe in anger:
      “You’re so shameless, how can you hide behind sister-in-law and
      obtain experience level without doing anything!?”

      NaiHe doesn’t feel any shame at all as he sends a sighing smiley
      and responds: “After you live off a woman long enough, you’ll
      gradually get used to it.”

      YuGongClimbsAMountain and MonkeyWine burst in outrage, so they
      quickly form a team to PK NaiHe, but unfortunately, they still lose
      to him despite it being two against one.

They must have been bullied
      by NaiHe again, so now they’re teasing her; once they start,
      there’s no end. Since the quest is complete anyway, Wei Wei
      quickly says: “I’m going to pick some herbal ingredients.”

      She ditches NaiHe and flees.

      Picking herbal ingredients in the game is very boring; you
      simply choose an area to collect from, stand there, and do nothing.
      Wei Wei continues doing her mock exam again as her avatar
      collects the herbs. Wei Wei applied for the level 6 exam this
      year; someone in the dorm had actually applied for it last year,
      but Wei Wei wasn’t confident in getting good marks on it at the
      time, so she didn’t apply then.

      After collecting for a while, an avatar on her friends list
      starts blinking. She clicks to open; it’s a message from
      NaiHe: “Come to the west side of the Celestial Mountains Snow
      Basins.”

      Wei Wei quickly goes over there.

      Celestial Mountains Snow Basins is one of the highest leveled
      locations to date; the monsters there are vicious, so not many
      players go. Wei Wei immediately spots ASmileNaiHe on the west
      side of the snow basins; another male player stands beside him.
      However, the male player is emitting a green glow, as if a
      “body freeze” curse has been put on him.

      The body freeze curse is a very high level and torturing spell.
      Once you have been cursed, you can’t run away and can only
      stand there while getting beat up until the spell loses its effect.
      NaiHe’s kitty has this ability. Just as she thought,
      NaiHe says once she walks over: “I used my pet to make him
      standstill. You can take your time to slash him slowly.”

      Wei Wei understands the slashing part, but: “Slowly?”

      “Mm, switch to your dullest weapon and slash him slowly bit by
      bit.”

      Bit by bit……::sweat:: Does the Great Master hold a grudge
      on this person? Wei Wei takes a look at the player’s ID,
      EvilBloodOath, and feels that it sounds familiar.

      At this moment, EvilBloodOath starts to scold: “Holy!
      ASmileNaiHe! Old man here only laughed at you for
      picking up someone’s old shoe. If you’ve got the guts, just
      kill me off. Why ask your woman to come torment me?”

      Dumbstruck!

      Wei Wei remembers. No wonder the ID sounds familiar; it’s
      the player who laughed at ASmileNaiHe for picking up
      RealWaterIsScentless’s old shoe on the world channel on their
      wedding day. She especially remembered his ID for it,
      thinking that she would beat him up every time she saw him.
      But she has been too happy playing in the game and forgot
      about it.

      Wei Wei shifts her gaze to ASmileNaiHe whose white robe is
      swaying by the gentle breeze. She didn’t think he would
      notice; not only did he notice, he even remembered it. He
      didn’t even let her know beforehand, as if it wasn’t anything
      serious……

      Wei Wei notes to herself that she must never offend the Great
      Master, and starts searching in her bag.

      Seeing how Wei Wei still hasn’t made any move, EvilBloodOath
      begins to feel hopeful, believing that women are softhearted and
      won’t do anything to him. But in the next instant, he sees a
      big smiley face above her head with the line of words: “Haha, I
      found it. Good thing that I didn’t throw away my beginners’
      gear!”

      EvilBloodOath can’t believe it; he watches the heroine slash him
      with a dull sword, and a red colored damage level number floats
      above his head —— [1].

      One point!

      With his blood level that’s over a couple thousands, this means
      that he’ll be slashed a couple thousand times!

      Wei Wei turns on auto control and watches her heroine in red
      slashing left and right happily. EvilBloodOath shouts at them
      non-stop; more or less asking ASmileNaiHe to give him a quick
      end.

      “I have a bad mouth. Just kill me once and for all.
      Just give me a quick end!”

      ASmileNaiHe says as a matter of fact: “Don’t worry, you won’t
      die. When your blood level is close to zero, I’ll help heal
      your wounds.”

      Wei Wei feels a bit weird about this; if EvilBloodOath wants to
      die, why doesn’t he just log out? When a player logs out, the
      game will determine whether to help the player flee or make the
      player die depending on the situation. Since EvilBloodOath
      isn’t afraid of dying, why bother standing here and letting them
      slash him?

      Wei Wei sends NaiHe a message: “Has he become dumb from anger?
      Why doesn’t he just go offline?”

      NaiHe quickly responds: “He’s in the process of completing a
      continuous quest.”

      Wei Wei is astonished.

      Great Master, you sure know how to hit where it hurts!

      Continuous quests are the most painful kind of quests in “Dream
      Voyage.” What makes it painful is that regardless of which
      stage you’re at, if you don’t finish it till the end, your
      experience level will not get any increase; if you are able to
      finish it to the very end, your experience level and reward is
      spectacular. However, a player must not die or log out during
      a continuous quest, otherwise, he/she will have to start over from
      the beginning again. But a lot of gamers complained about it,
      so the game made an adjustment; depending on the quest’s difficulty
      level, the player can die up to three times, but they still cannot
      log out in the middle of it; they must complete the continuous
      quests in one go.

      Wei Wei has completed many of these continuous quests before.
      She recalls that the continuous quest requiring one to go to
      Celestial Mountains Snow Basins is the ultimate quest; one that
      contains ninety-nine stages. Furthermore, if she remembers
      correctly, Celestial Mountains Snow Basins is the very last
      stage……

      Thinking about this quest’s miserable experience, Wei Wei is a
      bit sympathetic towards him. But while she might be sympathetic,
      this person’s speech is, honestly, detestable. Whatever, let me
      slash him a couple more times first. In any case, this is done by
      the computer automatically; her hand will not be sore.

      Thus, Wei Wei goesto steep tea and drink water. She chats
      a few lines with NaiHe, but it seems like NaiHe is also doing
      something else. His replies are not very fast. Wei Wei simply bows
      her head and starts working on problems.

      After doing a page of reading, she lifts her head and sees that
      there are three more female players by the Celestial Mountains Snow
      Basins. Their IDs are LittleRainQingQing
      (LittleRainForeverYoung), LittleRainFeiFei
      (LittleRainSnowfall), LittleRainMianMian
      (ContinuousLittleRain.)

      LittleRain clan?

      Why are they here?

      LittleRainQingQing is currently saying: “Hey, why are you
      ignoring us?”

      

      Wei Wei frowns and opens the chat history window: (The game’s
      chat history window will save all the conversations of the players
      at the current scene.)

      [Local][LittleRainQingQing]: It’s ASmileNaiHe
      (WhyNotJustSmile.)

      [Local][LittleRainMianMian]: That woman is here too. So
      despicable, bullying a lower level.

      [Local][LittleRainFeiFei]: That’s right. And purposely
      tormenting him, slashing him one point at a time.

      [Local][LittleRainMianMian]: Aiya (exclamation), it’s
      EvilBloodOath.

      [Local][LittleRainQingQing]: You know him?

      [Local][LittleRainMianMian]: The one who gave me the Immortal’s
      Shoe before. He’s helped me on a few quests.

      [Local][LittleRainQingQing]: Should we do something about
      it?

      [Local][LittleRainFeiFei]: Probably can’t beat them.

      [Local][LittleRainQingQing]: Then let’s reason with them.

      [Local][LittleRainQingQing]: Hey, ASmileNaiHe, you are the
      expert of experts (smiley face emoticon), what kind of righteous
      hero are you to bully a lower level?

      [Local][LittleRainMianMian]: That’s right, and it’s 2 vs 1.

      [Local][LittleRainQingQing]: Hey(angry emoticon), why are you
      ignoring us?

      All the “shouting” was said towards ASmileNaiHe, idling on the
      side. Wei Wei who is the one doing the slashing is ignored. NaiHe
      is either not there or doesn’t want to put up with them; didn’t
      answer. Even though WeiWei feels that they are inexplicably
      sticking their noses in other people’s business, she still tampers
      her temper and explains: “We are settling a personal grudge. Will
      those passing by please continue passing by.”

      LittleRainMianMian: “Are there grudges that need to torment
      someone like this? It’s just a game.”

      Great Master, are you sure you are resolving this? Aren’t you
      provoking them = =

      Sure enough, LittleRainQingQing and the others explode. In
      actuality, even though they are under the banner of helping out the
      unjust while they are passing by, they can’t help but admire and
      fantasize about an expert like ASmileNaiHe. But these words of
      ASmileNaiHe has immediately crushed their admiration and
      fantasies.

Does their use of “that
      woman” to talk about someone mean that they have courtesy and
      manners? Wei Wei happily uses their words against them, “It’s just
      a game, why are you getting angry.”

      LittleRainFeiFei: “Just because it’s a game means you can
      randomly scold someone?! Just because it’s a game means that a
      higher level can bully a lower level at their whim?! I’m angry
      now!”

      Wei Wei is speechless. This is a classic example of having
      double standards. Speaking with these types of people is really a
      torment for someone who studies science and is good at logic.

      Wei Wei dreads speaking with self-contradictory and unreasonable
      people the most, so she simply says: “Rivers and Lakes rules, let’s
      PK.

      The white robed musician takes a step forward and stands
      gracefully in front of the heroine in red.

      EvilBloodOath flips through the chat history and can’t help but
      get a headache. He is quite familiar with that LittleRainMianMian.
      They have played together many times, but he’s never seen her so
      readily to resolve injustices before. Looks like she’s giving him
      quite the honor?

      If a few experts had come, then settling the grudge quickly like
      this isn’t a bad option. But what can these few women help with?
      Plus it they are of the LittleRain clan. EvilBloodOath can’t help
      but think about LittleRainYaoYao (LittleRainEnchantress).
      Even though she isn’t here, as soon as you speak of LittleRain
      clan, you will definitely think of LittleRainYaoYao. It’s said that
      LittleRainYaoYao dumped ASmileNaiHe and then stole ReedWeiWei’s
      husband…

      WTF! He still wants to play the game in peace. He doesn’t want
      to be, inexplicably, dragged into the most gossiped about grudge on
      their server. Plus, ASmileNaiHe and ReedWeiWei, this pair of
      resentful couple who keep grudges and are twisted, are really not
      to be pushed around. If they remember you, then it’s definitely not
      a good thing. Especially that ASmileNaiHe. At noon, he had
      seenhim. At the time, ASmileNaiHe seemed like he didn’t see
      him, but then he was actually waiting at Celestial Mountains Snow
      Basins at night…

      Can he have known that he is doing a continuous quest, so
      purposely waited for him at the last stage?

      That’s impossible, how can he know?

      The more he thinks about this, the more EvilBloodOath cold
      sweated. The quest is definitely the most important in his eyes
      right now. In order to do this continuous quest, he’s been online
      for 8 or 9 hours already. Nothing must go wrong. It’s okay if he
      dies once since he hasn’t died while doing this yet anyway.
      Thinking like this, he quickly says: “There’s no need. Resolving a
      small grudge is a good thing. Plus, beautiful ladies are for
      loving, hahahaha, how can I have you ladies take up arms. My
      reputation will take a hit.

      These few women, filled with righteousness, didn’t think that
      the “victim” would not be grateful, and are rendered speechless.
      LittleRainQingQing makes a hmph sound and the three angrily
      leaves.

      EvilBloodOath says: “Older sister, continue. There’s only two
      hundred health points left. I’ll go wash my clothes. You should
      have finished by then.”

      Wei Wei can’t help but laugh. It turns out the three of them
      just now were all doing two things at once; doing their own things.
      While this person is loathsome, he is also a bit amusing. It’s just
      that he has a really bad mouth. Wei Wei puts away her sword,
      “Forget it, I won’t slash anymore.”

      Wei Wei: “It wastes electricity and internet bills, might as
      well go collect herbs>o<”

      ASmileNaiHe: “Okay, let’s go.”

      The two quickly disappeared together. Yet, EvilBloodOath, even
      though no one is slashing him anymore, still stands in the same
      place, continuing to flash green…

      In a frozen body state…

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      Part 8: Passing by

      Wei Wei quickly puts those three LittleRain clan members to the
      back of her mind after returning to the area where she was
      collecting herbal ingredients. But there’s one particular
      thing that she’s curious about, so she asks NaiHe while collecting:

      NaiHe: “Mm, but the NPCs (Non-player characters) are different for
      each of the quests.

And saying that even though they are indifferent to
      the reward, he hopes to get that exclusive
      rainbow-coloredlovers outfit because his wife really likes
      it.

      Wei Wei gets angrier and angrier the more she looks at it. What
      is this! If you want to show the real thing, then fine. Why do you
      have to pull someone else in to be the butt of a joke? She closes
      the forum and goes online. RealWaterIsScentless isn’t online.
      Filled with ire, Wei Wei angrily types a message over.

      “Is it fun to smear someone like this? I never thought you were
      this type of person!”

      After sending the message, she is still feeling furious, but the
      good child, Wei Wei, can’t think of anything malicious to say to
      scold others, so can only close the game and head to sleep, even
      more depressed.

      The next day, Wei Wei has a whole day of classes and only can go
      online at nine at night. As soon as she gets online, her friend
      chat starts jumping madly. She opens it, it is
      RealWaterIsScentless’ message.

      “Ok, I’m not skilled enough, I accept the loss. I will take off
      the video and record another one with LittleRain. But even if it’s
      like this, I have to explain first, that LuWeiWeiWei wasn’t set up
      by LittleRain and me. We didn’t even notice it at first and thought
      that someone was trying to stir up trouble. We also didn’t
      associate it with your name. Also, you must have noticed, the
      things that this character said had nothing to do with the plot. It
      was only after we finished filming that we found out it was a joke
      by a few of LittleRain clan’s friends. But the video was already
      filmed and it would have been too bothersome to re-film it, so we
      didn’t redo. I will apologize to you for this. Now that my level
      has dropped, counting as compensation for you, our grudge has been
      settled.”

      Wei Wei stares blankly, and then replies: “What accept the loss?
      What happened with your level dropping?”

      RealWaterIsScentless is online, but doesn’t reply.

      Wei Wei looks at her friends list. ASmileNaiHe’s name is
      flashing and Wei Wei types over: “Great Master, did you kill
      RealWater?”

      NaiHe: “At the Bottom of Verdant Mountains. Come. Boss.”

      Wei Wei rushes to Bottom of Verdant Mountains. As soon as
      YuGongClimbsAMountain sees her, he shouts, “Sister-in-law, come and
      add a slash.”

      Wei Wei speechlessly slashes the boss’s body once. The boss,
      that had only one bar of health left, loudly falls to the ground.
      Without doing anything, Wei Wei gets a bunch of experience.

      A bunch of items fall out of the boss. After everyone splits
      everything, Wei Wei asks NaiHe: “Did you kill
      RealWaterIsScentless?”

      NaiHe: “Uh-huh.”

      Eh…Wei Wei doesn’t know what to say either. Looks like she had
      to trouble the Great Master again. Even though they are married,
      Wei Wei feels that that Great Master and her are just in a
      collaborationrelationship, so she should take care of her
      things by herself.

      Wei Wei: “Sorry for troubling you >o<”

      NaiHe: “It wasn’t. I’ve wanted to kill him for a long time.”

      Wei Wei: “…Why @@”

      It doesn’t seem like the Great Master and RealWater had met
      before, how can there be animosity between them?

      NaiHei: “He’s unpleasant to the eye.”

      Wei Wei: “……”

      As expected, it is the Great Master’s typical response.

      YuGongClimbsAMountain interrupts: “Sister-in-law, you know about
      the video?”

      Wei Wei: “Uh-huh, none of you were on yesterday, so I got bored
      and visited the forum.”

      MoZhaHim (Don’tHitHim): “We originally wanted to conceal
      it from you.”

      Wei Wei: “>o<”

      Wei Wei: “That’s right, how come RealWaterIsScentless’ level
      dropped? PK can’t cause level dropping.”

      PK is classified as a skill improvement interaction, even if one
      loses, one’s level doesn’t drop.

      MonkeyWine: “It wasn’t PK, it was a duel.”

      Like this:
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      Sinister, too sinister

      Du…Du…Duel?!

      Wei Wei is so alarmed, her tongue nearly ties into a knot. After
      a long time she says: “Why would RealWater agree to duel?”

      No matter how you look at it, RealWater isn’t that type of
      impetuous person.

      In “Dream Voyage in Rivers and Lakes,” there are two types of
      official one vs one competitions. One is skill improvement
      interaction, commonly known as PK. The other type is dueling. It’s
      okay if you lose at a skill improvement interaction; you don’t lose
      experience or levels. Only your battle ranking will not be as good.
      A duel is different, every time you lose a duel, you drop a level.
      If you are at a low level, then it’s alright. You can get back the
      level you dropped very easily. If you are at a high level, like Wei
      Wei and RealWaterIsScentless, losing a level means half a month of
      your time was wasted.

      Not to mention, RealWaterIsScentless is also someone who spends
      real money to play the game. His equipment and stuff are all
      top-notch. But to compete with the same top-notch equipment as
      Great Master NaiHe in a duel…

      Basically means you’re seeking death!

      Wei Wei has partnered with both of them before, so she
      understands their strengths very well. She can’t help but say that
      the disparity between their micromanagements is just too huge. Great Master
      NaiHe is a heavenly immortal and no longer on a human level, while
      RealWaterIsScentless at most almost on par with Wei Wei.

      Therefore, Wei Wei highly suspects that perhaps
      RealWaterIsScentless is taking things too hard.

      YuGong answers her: “It’s not a question of whether he was
      willing. Third brother sent an invitation to battle with him on the
      world channel. That battle invitation was cruel. If he didn’t come,
      then he wouldn’t dare to show his face again on the server.”

      He even sent a battle invitation? So formal…Shocked, Wei Wei
      asks: “What were the terms?”

      MonkeyWine says: “NaiHe invited RealWaterIsScentless to three
      rounds of battle, saying that, as long as RealWaterIsScentless won
      one of the rounds, then RealWaterIsScentless would be the winner
      and he will not continue pursuit of the video stuff. Plus, NaiHe
      wouldn’t bring his spirit pet. Tell me, if RealWaterIsScentless
      doesn’t even accept this type of battle challenge, then can he even
      be considered a man?

Unfortunately, NaiHe wanted
      to play like this. The guy clearly knew that he was going to lose
      the third round, but still had to continue onto the third round to
      defend his honor.”

      YuGongClimbsAMountain: “Sinister, really sinister.”

      NaiHe says: “You guys are thinking too much. I just didn’t want
      to waste time arguing.”

      Wei Wei thinks about it and agrees. If it was a fair battle
      invite, RealWater will have found an excuse not to go onto the
      battlefield. Going back and forth would have really been a waste of
      time. This battle invitation of the Great Master’s was really a one
      shot strike.

      MoZhaHim: “RealWaterIsScentless also has a considerably good
      attitude. He didn’t bring a pet onto the field either. Did you
      already consider this point before?”

      NaiHe dismisses it saying: “What would I consider that for?”

      >o<, that’s right! Wei Wei silently reflects in her mind,
      the Great Master doesn’t need to consider what other people do.
      After reflecting, Wei Wei finally discovers a crucial word: “Three
      levels?”

      In shock, the heroine in red runs over to the white robed
      musician and asks in shock: “You killed him for three levels?”

      NaiHe: “Uh-huh.”

      Wei Wei: “……”

      No wonder RealWaterIsScentless didn’t reply to her message. He
      probably wants to die right now. Three levels. That will probably
      take two months to get back.

      MoZhaHim says: “You should have left yourself some leeway just
      in case you lost a round. For instance, if your house lost power or
      your internet suddenly died, then would you have let the video
      issue go?”

      ASmileNaiHe simply said: “It’s fine if I lose. If I lost, I
      still have my wife.”

      MonkeyWine approved, “Hehehe, that’s right, that’s right. NaiHe
      said that he wouldn’t pursue it, but didn’t mention sister-in-law.
      Sister-in-law’s abilities are even better than third brother’s.
      Don’t you see sister-in-law always having to deal with the
      monsters, NaiHe is just there to live off of her.”

      Wei Wei: “You’re flattering me. You’re flattering me.
      >o<”

      YuGongClimbsAMountain says again: “Sinister, too sinister.”

      Having just finished beating a boss, MonkeyWine and the others
      didn’t really want to move. They lazily sit on the grass on Verdant
      Mountain, meditating and chatting. Since Verdant Mountain is also a
      place to gather herbs, Wei Wei starts gathering.

      After gathering for awhile, Wei Wei discovers that the system
      bot has refreshed it’s news.

      [System Bot]: The frightening gargantuan thief Mengdongxing has
      broken out of the heavenly prison. He entered the imperial palace
      at night and stole Princess Fragrant Snow’s makeup box. Such a
      daring act is an unpardonable offense, will the heros of this world
      catch Mengdongxing and hand him over to the authorities for a
      generous reward.

      Wei Wei says: “Boss Meng has fled again. Want to go catch
      him?”

      Mengdongxing is one of the harder bosses of “Dream Voyage.” He
      escapes from the heavenly prison once a day. As soon as he escapes
      prison, he will immediately go and commit a robbery. And then the
      system bot will release an order of arrest for the numerous players
      to chase and catch. After catching him and delivering him to the
      authorities, he will be placed into the heavenly prison. The next
      day, Boss Meng will continue to break out of prison. But Boss Meng
      is also the most welcomed boss because when you do catch him, the
      item that he stole will become the reward and be given to the
      player who caught him. And the items that Boss Meng usually steals
      under these circumstances are always pretty good.

      Once, Wei Wei got lucky. Boss Meng had stolen a chest of silver
      and Wei Wei met him by chance and single handedly, with a narrow
      escape, captures Boss Meng. The chest of silver became hers. Of
      course, there are unlucky times. For example, one time the system
      bot said that Boss Meng stole the sword that Dongfang Bubai carried on him at all times. As soon as
      the announcement was made, the world went into an uproar. Dongfang
      Bubai’s sword. It must be a top-notch spiritual weapon. So all the
      players, whether low level or high level, put down what they were
      doing and went to catch the boss. Finally, Boss Meng was caught by
      someone on the level leaderboards. The high level player got the
      sword and took a look, he was so angry that he nearly stopped
      playing the game.

      Because that sword’s description was —-

      The sword that Dongfang Bubai used to castrate himself.

      
      MonkeyWine says: “Princess’ makeup box? Not interested.”

      MoZhaHim: “Don’t want to move.”

      YuGongClimbsAMountain: “I am browsing the forum, the video has
      already been deleted.”

      MonkeyWine: “Sigh~~why is that fellow so obedient.”

      Wei Wei: “>o<, why do I feel like you seem somewhat
      regretful?”

      MonkeyWine: “You mean completely regretful!”

      YuGongClimbsAMountain: “If he didn’t delete it, then we would
      have… hehehe.”

      MonkeyWine: “Hacked his computer.”

      YuGongClimbsAMountain: “Taken over his handle.”

      MoZhaHim: “Then what would I do? Sell his wife?”

      YuGongClimbsAMountain: “Now that he’s deleted the video, we have
      no excuse to act.”

      Wei Wei: “= = You guys are too awful.”

      YuGongClimbsAMountain modestly says: “Too flattering, too
      flattering. Compared with NaiHe, we’re just a drop in the
      ocean.”

      Wei Wei is speechless, you can use a drop in the ocean like
      this?

      NaiHe: “Wei Wei, let’s go.”

      “Ok, where to?” Wei Wei asks as she joins his party.

      “Somewhere without them.”

      

      She just joins the team when the scenery changes and, in the
      blink of an eye, Wei Wei finds herself standing on Sunset
      Summit.

      Watching the sunset on Sunset Summit.

      This is the game’s most beautiful and most desolate location
      since there are no monsters or quests to be done here, and no
      experience to be gained. But since knowing NaiHe, this is a place
      that Wei Wei has come very often.

      The setting sun hides half of itself behind the clouds. The
      dazzling red beams radiate all around contrasting with the heroine
      in red, standing still on the summit, becoming increasingly
      gorgeous with brilliance, while the white robed hero becomes
      increasingly proud and aloof.

      Wei Wei watches for a long time while supporting her chin with
      her hands, and then slowly types: “It is truly beautiful.”

      NaiHe: “Mmm.”

      The two have nothing to say. After a short while, NaiHe says: “I
      should have waited for you to come and deal with this situation,
      but there were too many people following it in the world. So I
      thought that it was better to duel it out quickly.”

      The Wei Wei sitting in front of the computer blinks. After
      staying for a long time, she finally realizes that he is explaining
      the reason he did this.

      Actually…he doesn’t need to explain to her. But for some reason,
      Wei Wei’s heart slowly starts feeling a trace of being touched.

      This type of feeling didn’t come about when he gave her a grand
      wedding. It didn’t come about when he helped her take revenge. Yet,
      at this time, in such a setting, because of his ordinary and plain
      explanation, it has comeabout.

      Wei Wei suddenly doesn’t know what to say. Her fingers stand
      still above the keyboard for a long time. Then she finally sent a
      smiley face emoticon.

      NaiHe didn’t speak anymore. Wei Wei also quietly stands next to
      him without controlling the character, and didn’t leave. Looking at
      the still scenery, she can only feel seclusion and serenity at this
      moment.

      Like this:
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      Part 11: Video

      If it weren’t for StormGoddessNiNi’s (StormGoddessGirl’s)
      bombshell of a message, Wei Wei would simply think that she is
      standing at the end of time.

      Of course, the so-called end of time is —- lights out in the
      dormitory >o<

      StormGoddessNiNi: “WeiWei, send me the video. Send me the
      video.”

      Wei Wei: “What video?”

      StormGoddessNiNi: “The one of your husband beating up RealWater
      single-handedly, the video of the duel! Even though I bought a
      ticket to go see it, the audience wasn’t allowed to record it.”

      Single-handedly beating up…Wei Wei is embarrassed by her
      description: “Our (family’s) NaiHe is very refined…”

      As soon as she types out this sentence, Wei Wei becomes
      embarrassed by her own doing. Why did she add “our” in front of
      NaiHe?!!! How come she subconsciously typed out that word?

      >o<, it must be due to the influence of YuGong and them.
      They often thrown in words like “Our (family’s) third
      sister-in-law”, “Your (family’s) NaiHe.” Wei Wei
      speechlessly deletes the sentence and types up a new sentence: “You
      actually bought an admissions ticket!”

      Buying an admissions ticket to see a duel is one of the twisted
      features of “Dream Voyage in Rivers and Lakes.” After purchasing an
      admissions ticket and clicking on the bodyguard in front of the
      gates of the imperial palace, the player will be sent to the
      battlefield. Generally speaking, the higher the levels of the two
      opponents, the more expensive the admissions ticket. Of course,
      people don’t go and see every duel.

      StormGoddessNiNi: “RealWater was defeated so badly, even if he
      did record it, he wouldn’t put it out. Your husband must have
      recorded it.”

      Wei Wei: “…he didn’t record it.”

      She doesn’t even have to ask this question. With her
      understanding of the Great Master, the Great Master would never
      record such an insignificant battle.

      StormGoddessNiNi: “Darn it, it was so intense that I forgot to
      take screenshots while watching. Hell, hell, I want to drop dead.
      Also, I came on too late and only saw the duel announcement made by
      the system bot. I didn’t even see the actual legendary battle
      invitation. So much regret.”

      Wei Wei: “That’s better than me. I’m the female lead in the
      legend, and I didn’t even see anything.”

      StormGoddessNiNi: “Hahaha, then I’m at peace. Do you want the
      screenshot of the system bot announcement? I’ll send it to
      you.”

      Wei Wei: “Okay.”

      Wei Wei sends her “Dream Voyage” email address to her and, soon,
      she receives her email. The email contains just one picture, the
      system bot duel announcement.

      Wei Wei clicks on the picture to enlarge it. The first line is
      the system bot’s announcement after NaiHe’s battle invitation.
      Then, every five minutes after, the system bot announces the
      response by the invitee.

      [System Bot]: ASmileNaiHei (WhyNotJustSmile) invites
      RealWaterIsScentless to duel at the Top of the Forbidden City.

      [System Bot]: RealWaterIsScentless has yet to accept the
      challenge.

      [System Bot]: RealWaterIsScentless has yet to accept the
      challenge.

      ……

      After five of these, [System Bot]: RealWaterIsScentless accepts
      the challenge.

      [System Bot]: The duel of ASmileNaiHe and RealWaterIsScentless
      will commence at 20:00 o’clock at the Top of the Forbidden
      City.

      Those are just a few lines of text, just cold and formal
      announcements, yet Wei Wei reads them over and over again. Reading
      and reading and reading and reading. She gradually starts feeling a
      bit angry.

      She is unable to hold back the moodiness inside. Looking at the
      lightly floating white robe of NaiHe, Wei Wei hesitates again and
      again, feeling embarrassed, and then opens her mouth to break the
      mood, “Great Master…PK with me once without bringing your spirit
      animal >o<”

      NaiHe, however, misunderstands her and thinks that she is bored.
      He starts a party and says: “Let’s go and kill a boss.”

      “Which one?”

      “Mengdongxing. YuGong is calling us over.”

      MonkeyWine and the others have had great luck today. They were
      just meditating at the bottom of the mountain when, unexpectedly,
      the Boss Meng, that can only be found after some difficulty,
      brought himself to the door carrying a dowry.

      When Wei Wei and NaiHe return to Verdant Mountain, MonkeyWine
      and the others are already in battle. NaiHe goes up and casts a
      Miracle Cure to give them health. Wei Wei, however, hesitates for a
      moment and doesn’t immediately join in the battle.

      YuGong calls out: “Sister-in-law, don’t just watch while others
      are dying.”

      Wei Wei knows that the three of them can actually handle it with
      ease. She’s being called over so that she can gain experience.
      Thus, she sends a smiley face, saying: “You guys fight. If I join,
      his attacks will immediately become stronger.”

      In this regard, Boss Meng is quite clever. If female players
      attack him, then he will reduce his attack power by half because of
      “being kind to women.” That’s how Wei Wei was able to
      single-handedly take him down before. And if male and female
      players attack him together, then his attack power will increase by
      half due to“jealousy.” Only when male players take him on
      will his strength stay normal.

      YuGong and the others have mainly been in completely male
      parties and have never seen this happen before. When hearing about
      this from Wei Wei, they become more interested instead.

      “I hear this guy will even take liberties with female players. I
      haven’t seen it before. Sister-in-law, take a slash with your sword
      and let us witness this.”

      When Wei Wei hears this, she is completely speechless.
      Nevertheless, she still complies and joins the battle. Sure enough,
      as soon as her sword goes down, Boss Meng’s attack power clearly
      goes up and even uses his “Raging Fire of Envy” skill, burning
      MonkeyWine and them so that their health continuously drops.

      At the same time, above Boss Meng’s head pops up some words:
      “What’s a beauty doing out here walking the rivers and lakes,
      waving and dancing with swords, instead of staying in her chambers.

      YuGongClimbsAMountain: “He actually dares to take liberties with
      sister-in-law, finish him!”

      As a result, the poor Boss Meng is violently finished off…

      As soon as Boss Meng falls to the floor, the imperial guards
      immediately appear and take him away, leaving behind the princess’
      makeup box as reward. MonkeyWine is curious and scrambles to pick
      it up. He opens it to look and nearly falls to the ground.

      YuGong questions: “What is it? Give it to sister-in-law if it’s
      equipment.”

      MonkeyWine: “If I give this to sister-in-law, NaiHe will kill
      me.”

      NaiHe: “What is it?”

      MonkeyWine: “A man’s hair.”

      YuGongClimbsAMountain: “……”

      MonkeyWine: “The hair of the princess’ lover. Has no
      attributes.”

      Everyone is speechless. They never expected to chance upon such
      a thing themselves.

      YuGongClimbsAMountain: “At least it’s better than Dongfang
      Bubai’s sword.”

      MoneyWine: “It’s also better than the cloth used to bind the
      feet of the old lady of Emei.”

      MoZhaHim (Don’tHitHim) tries to review: “Can it be that
      we were too violent just now?”

      Noticing that Wei Wei hasn’t said anything yet, MonkeyWine says:
      “Sister-in-law didn’t get blown away did she?”

      Wei Wei: “>o< No, I’ve been voyaging through the rivers
      and lakes for so many years, I no longer care about fame and
      fortune…”

      MoZhaHim: “Why do I feel like her tone is quite familiar?”

      MonkeyWine: “Like NaiHe’s?”

      MoZhaHim: “No, NaiHe never talks about his narcissism, he only
      thinks it on the inside.”

      NaiHe sends a sighing emoticon: “One takes after one’s
      surroundings. I’ll have to not allow her to hang around you guys
      anymore in the future.”

      Wei Wei: “That’s right. It is you guys who have influenced
      me…Oh, that thing, I was just thinking about the video stuff.”

      Wei Wei: “I want to make a video too.”

      MonkeyWine: “……”

      Wei Wei: “Boss Meng gave me inspiration….”

      Since it is inspired by Boss Meng, then of course it has to do
      with thievery.

      Wei Wei’s script is like this.

      ReedWeiWei (HumbleReed) is a female thief who lords over
      the mountains.

      ASmileNaiHe (WhyNotJustSmile) is a weak literary
      musician.

      One day, ASmileNaiHe passes by some mountain and catches the eye
      of the female thief. Thus, he is snatched into a mountain
      stronghold and forced to be a husband.

      “I haven’t thought of what happens next. I just thought of this
      while fighting Boss Meng. We can directly use Boss Meng’s
      lines.”

      MonkeyWine says: “Is it also to enter into that event?”

      Wei Wei: “Uh-huh, I suddenly felt that it will be really fun. I
      only wanted to play around, I just got carried away on a whim.”

      NaiHe doesn’t say anything, just going over what Wei Wei said:
      “Forced husband.”

      Wei Wei believes he is upset and is just about to say that it’s
      all right if they don’t film anything when she sees him ask: “Does
      that mean when the robbery happens, all I have to do is lie down on
      the ground.”

      >_<

      Looks like she severely underestimates the Great Master’s
      nerves. Wei Wei: “Pretty much like that.”

      Actually, she isn’t too sure herself. It was just a foolish
      thought.

      However, NaiHei says: “Let’s film it.”

      NaiHe: “Verdant Mountain isn’t bad. Havethe robbery
      here.”

      The Great Master agreeing and settling it so quickly, and then
      putting it into action so rapidly, causes the female thief, Wei
      Wei, to suddenly feel like she’s the one being forced to commit a
      robbery.

      In the blink of an eye, the Great Master has already started
      setting up the overall plan: “I’ll come down from this side of the
      mountain. You’ll ride out from the forest over there. We’ll each
      record our own parts and edit it later.”

      Under NaiHe’s director baton, Wei Wei light-headedly gets on a
      horse.

      YuGong jumps out, “Director, we also want to be in the
      play.”

      MonkeyWine says: “How can the female thief not have henchmen.
      We’ll be sister-in-law’s henchmen.”

      Wei Wei refuses: “Don’t want.”

      MonkeyWine grieves, heart-broken: “Why not!”

      Wei Wei: “>_< It’ll seem more awesome single
      handedly.”

      YuGong says: “No. No. You guys can’t be like this. There must be
      a fighting scene. How about we be NaiHe’s bodyguards? Then,
      sister-in-law, you can defeat the three of us one by one. This way
      it will be exciting.”

      This proposal of YuGong’s finally gets the approval from
      everyone; most importantly, NaiHe’s approval. These few people are
      all action oriented. With extreme efficiency, everything
      isdiscussed. Instead, it is the one who suggest the filming,
      Wei Wei, who becomes confused. The one who drove the ducks onto the
      bridge ends up being chased away to the woods.

      In the forest, while riding on the horse, Wei Wei suddenly
      becomes nervous.

      When NaiHe walks up to the point where the robbery is to happen,
      she becomes even more nervous.

      leave the man behind!” *

      After the opening lines, YuGong is supposed to jump out and
      swear at her, and then they start fighting. However, YuGong’s
      character doesn’tmove at all. Wei Wei waits for a long time
      before being baffled and asking, “Where’s YuGong?”

      MonkeyWine very serenely says, “He fell down from his
      chair.”

      

      * The lines are from the “Romance of Sui and Tang Dynasties”
      written way back in the Qing dynasty. The last part of the original
      is “leave the money behind.”

      Like this:
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      YuGong comes back on and says weakly: “I’m hurt.”

      MoZhaHim (Don’tHitHim) despises him: “A guy like you
      can get hurt from falling on your butt?”

      YuGong says angrily: “I’m hurt inside! I’m talking about
      inside!”

      Wei Wei: “>o<, you guys are roommates?”

      Wei Wei has suspected that they know each other and live
      together in real life from their speech; they’re probably also
      fourth year students because she has seen them talking about
      graduation internship work. But Wei Wei has never been
      interested in how other players in the game are in real life, so
      she never asks, but she blurts it out this time.

      MonkeyWine: “We are in the same dorm.”

      As expected!

      Wei Wei looks at NaiHe subconsciously; so the Great Master is
      also a university student like herself? Why does it feel
      surreal? The Great Master should be…….

      >_<

      She can’t think of how he should really be……

      YuGong says: “Third sister-in-law, NaiHe often doesn’t come home
      at night. You should keep an eye on him.”

      MoZhaHim: “He doesn’t come home in the morning either!”

      Wei Wei is dumbstruck.

      NaiHe explains: “I will come back immediately when the dorm room
      is not filled with half a month’s worth of your socks.”

      MoZhaHim talks back immediately: “You might as well continue to
      stay outside.”

      Wei Wei is speechless. She has heard stories of guys
      washing their socks together after they have scattered over ten
      dirty pairs each. She can’t believe the guys here are exactly
      like this. She suddenly remembers YuGong and the others
      talking about hacking into other people’s computers, so she asks
      curiously: “Could it be that you guys are in Computer Science?”

      “Bingo!”

      What a coincidence = =

      Wei Wei replies: “……Me too.”

      “……”

      “You’re our junior (female) classmate then!”

      YuGongClimbsAMountain: “It’s over. The
      ratio of guys and girls in Computer Science is 9 to 1. Seeing
      how tough and valiant she is, could she actually be a junior male
      classmate?”

      Wei Wei: “>o<”

      Wei Wei feels a little embarrassed: “Am I really that tough?
      As in my intro……”

      Her words shock YuGong.

      YuGong responds: “No, no. It’s good. It’s definitely
      rousing the apathetic (so loud that even the deaf can
      hear).”

      Rousing the apathetic……

      Wei Wei feels as if she’s been hurt inside; if YuGong’s literacy
      teacher found out that he used “rousing the apathetic” this way,
      would the teacher cry out loud?

      MonkeyWine suggests: “It’s good, but I think it’s better to
      change the phrase ‘leave the man behind.’ There are four guys
      here, so how will people know whom you’re abducting? The
      audience will be confused.”

      NaiHe says: “They won’t be confused. There’s no need to
      change it.”

      MonkeyWine: “???”

      NaiHe: “There is no value in abducting you guys.”

      Therefore……

      They PK vigorously again; it’s three against one this time.

      Wei Wei stares at the sky speechlessly. She hasn’t even
      abducted anyone yet, and those who are supposed to be abducted are
      already in a quarrel with each other.

      Nonetheless, after joking around countless times and Classmate
      YuGong working while he’s hurt, the initial filming for the video
      is completed after two days.

      Wei Wei also writes the plot after the abduction. For the
      sake of prolonging the video’s time length, Wei Wei writes a super
      melodramatic storyline, borrowing from many TV series.

      The below is a brief summary:

      The white robed musician is abducted and taken back to the
      mountain stockade (the game has a thieves’ nest location).
      The female thief admires his refined and handsome looks, so
      she tries all kinds of ways to make him happy. The white
      robed musician doesn’t get moved by her; he keeps his silence every
      day and only plays his guqin dispiritedly by the lotus pond at the
      back side of the mountain.

      The female thief finally decides to let him go, but she secretly
      follows after him as she can’t bear to see him leave. The
      white robed musician encounters a monster on his way; seeing how he
      is about to lose his life, the female thief jumps out to save him.
      The musician is touched by it and accepts the female thief.
      They get married happily, but on the wedding night, imperial
      guards show up at their door (YuGong and the others shouted outside
      the thieves’ nest saying that he will teach new gamers, so a bunch
      of newbies came and became free extras) and charges inside.
      The thieves (NPCs originating from the thieves’ nest, who are
      only at level 20) turn to fight the musician; the female thief
      stands in front and protects the musician, but the musician
      suddenly pulls out a sword from his guqin and stabs her heart from
      behind without hesitation.

      It turns out that the musician is an imperial envoy. The
      thieves have had a great advantage from living at a complex
      landscape making it hard to extirpate them. Therefore, the
      musician goes undercover.

      The ending is the essence of the melodramatic storyline.

      After the female thief dies, the white robed musician suddenly
      realizes that he has already fallen in love with her; he embraces
      the female thief’s dead body and jumps off the cliff of Sunset
      Summit.

      ……

      Alright, Wei Wei admits that she is being mischievous
      >o<

      Wei Wei thought that everyone would bash the script, but
      everyone actually felt that it was not bad after reading it.
      However, if she thinks about it more thoroughly, Great Master
      NaiHe probably thinks that it’s not bad because——he doesn’t have
      many lines.

      YuGong and the rest of them is probably because——they didn’t
      think that they would have another scene appearance near the end
      and that it would be roles on the protagonist side, so they can’t
      help but cheer in joy!

      Wei Wei can’t help but be speechless again; Computer Science
      students truly lack artistic senses……

      But when NaiHe sends Wei Wei the completed video after post
      production, she terribly regrets and takes back her criticism on
      them for not having “artistic senses.”

      She, YuGong, and the rest are the ones who don’t have artistic
      senses; it definitely doesn’t include the Great Master!

      Great Master, oh, Great Master, there is nothing that you can’t
      master!

      On the day that Wei Wei receives the video, she has night
      classes, so when she goes online after returning to the dorm room,
      NaiHe has already gone offline. He leaves her a message.

      “Something has come up. I need to go offline now.
      I’ve sent the video to your inbox.”

      Wei Wei hurries to open her inbox.

      Post video production includes editing, music, subtitles,
      aesthetics, and etcetera. Wei Wei originally thought about
      doing it herself by trial and error; she thought that she probably
      has more free time as a second year student than fourth year
      students. But Great Master NaiHe said that he would do it.
      Since Wei Wei never doubts the Great Master, she agreed to
      it.

      The video takes over ten minutes to download. Wei Wei
      opens it anxiously; she is stunned from just watching the first few
      seconds of it.

      It’s incredibly beautifully crafted.

      You could say that it’s simple; it’s no more than red words on a
      black background, but NaiHe found a great typeset for the words
      from somewhere, which makes it look majestic, powerful, and
      unrestrained. The words are graphically written stroke by
      stroke, and a glowing effect is used that strikes across the words;
      it’s simple yet magnificent; a great introduction.

      Wei Wei re-watches the beginning a couple of times before
      continuing.

      It’s obvious that the Great Master spent a lot of time on it.
      Whether it’s the editing, the subtitles, or the music, they
      all match well with the video, especially the music to Wei Wei’s
      surprise; unlike other participants who are using pop music, the
      Great Master uses music performed with ancient folk instruments;
      the abduction at the beginning is accompanied with a light tempo
      flute music, the rest of the scenes use mainly music played with a
      guzheng, matching the white robed musician’s image
      perfectly.

      Mm, this sound of running water must be the guzheng. Wei
      Wei is not familiar with musical instruments; she spent most of her
      time in music classes secretly doing homework when she was in
      middle school. Today is the first time that she is focusing
      on listening to music like this.

      There is nothing to nitpick about the music, so Wei Wei simply
      sits back and enjoys it.

      Although it’s a tragic story ( ? ), Wei Wei watches the video
      happily; probably because she had mischief in mind when writing the
      storyline and they had many laughs during the filming. But
      when the scene of the white robed musician pulling out his sword
      comes, the guzheng music plays a murderous sound. The sword
      stabs into the back of the female thief’s heart and at the note of
      the guzheng, the music comes to a halt.

      Wei Wei’s heart pounds in pain.

      Wei Wei is still engulfed in the feeling of sadness when the
      story suddenly changes.

      The next scene should be the white robed musician embracing the
      female thief and jumping over the cliff at Sunset Summit, but the
      video is suddenly showing the white robed musician and General Qing
      Shan (played by Classmate YuGong) standing together in front of a
      grave, silently gazing at it.

      General Qing Shan says: “You didn’t have to kill her.”

      The white robed musician keeps silent, but after a while, he
      says: “Instead of letting her live and hate me, it’s better for her
      to die.”

      Wei Wei is shocked.

      From the start of their speech, she realizes that the white
      robed musician is no longer the same character from her script.

      He has become a stranger separated from her by fog.

      The white robed musician lives quietly by himself in a small
      house at the foot of the mountain. Wei Wei recognizes that it
      is No Man’s Land at the bottom of Sunset Summit. Around the small
      house are a few clusters of jade green bamboo. The white robed
      musician sits within the bamboo forest, all day long, quietly
      playing the guqin, only getting up to walk to Sunset Summit;
      standing at Sunset Summit serenely watching the sunset.

      General Qing Shan appears again.

      “You’ve done a great service, and hereditary peerage (rise to
      nobility status) is at your fingertips, so why live in
      seclusion at an abandoned place like this?”

      The white robed musician doesn’t answer. He continues to
      play his guqin while his spirit pet kitty runs around him
      cheerfully.

      The scene changes with a ripple effect. A blurry image of
      the pond behind the mountain appears as if it is the musician’s
      memory; the white robed musician caresses his guqin while the
      female thief sits beside him. Wei Wei hears her voice at this
      moment.

      NaiHe told her to record this the day before, saying that he
      might use it. The dialogue is for the part where the female
      thief lets the musician leave; totally melodramatic. Wei Wei
      felt super embarrassed while saying them; she recorded them quickly
      once and sent it to him. She didn’t think it would be
      used.

      A sound filter seems to be used as her voice sounds muffled,
      from afar, and hollow.

      “My grandpa was a thief, my dad was a thief, so I was born to be
      a thief. Other than being a thief, I don’t know what else I
      can be. I don’t know anything else except the people of this
      mountain stockade.”

      “You hate me so much, but I have never killed anybody. I
      can’t be the worst, right? But I guess I’m still no
      good.”

      “I also want to be like the girls at the bottom of the mountain
      and raise little chicks and ducks, work when the sun rises and go
      home when the sun sets, and live a quiet life. But it’s just
      a dream. It’ll never come true.”

      “Leave. I’ll let you go.”

      The scene changes back; General Qing Shan asks: “You have a
      great future, so why waste your life in this abandoned town?”

      A clear and soft voice says: “This is my dream as well.”

      All the dialogues in the video is shown in subtitles; only the
      last few are voice overs that come like thunder and disappear like
      lightning; the guzheng sounds again, playing mournfully before it
      fades away.

      The last scene is the red clothed female thief and the white
      robed musician sitting by the pond side. The musician plays
      on the guqin while the female thief dances with her sword; the two
      of them radiate in happiness as the image slowly dims until it
      turns into black and white.

      The scene pauses.

      The musician’s sleeves from his white robe continue to sway from
      the breeze.

      But the red clothed female thief’s face has already become
      pale.

      Wei Wei’s heart is moved by it; her eyes suddenly become
      watery.

      Like this:
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      Part 13: He isn’t me

      The video player is set up to play the video on loop. While Wei
      Wei is still entranced, the player has already started playing it
      again, the lively flute music starts, the figure of the heroine in
      red dazzles on screen, and is just about to charge down the
      mountain on her horse in matchless grandeur.

      Wei Wei quickly closes it. Now that she knows the ending, it is
      a bit depressing to watch the spoof in the beginning. She doesn’t
      have any desire to watch it again.

      Wei Wei opens the minimized game and sends NaiHe a message: “I
      finished watching it. It was really good.”

      After she insipidly types out these words, Wei Wei has nothing
      else to say. Actually, her mind is clearly filled with thoughts,
      but she doesn’t know how to verbalize them. Can she actually say
      that it almost drew her to tears?

      That seems pretty foolish, sigh = =

      Looking for something to say, she asks: “You changed the
      ending?”

      Just as she sent the message, NaiHe’s name lights up and with
      great speed, his reply comes back. “Uh-huh, I changed it.
      Otherwise, the length would not have been long enough.”

      “You’re back ^_^~~length? What length?”

      Wei Wei is a bit puzzled. Is he talking about the length of the
      video? But from her recollection, there isn’t a length
      requirement.

      NaiHe: “In the detailed rules and regulations for the
      competition, it says that, if the length of the video exceeds half
      an hour, the experience and other rewards will multiple if it
      wins.”

      NaiHe: “Since we already made it, then we should take all that
      there is.”

      Wei Wei feels silly. Indeed, she didn’t notice this rule,
      but….classmate Great Master, how are you so certain that we will
      win…

      But, but, this isn’t the main point. The main point is,
      according to what the Great Master said, can it be that the plot at
      the end that almost made her cry is actually added on because he
      wanted to increase the length of it?

      As she gets to this point in her thinking, Wei Wei can’t help
      but open the video to check. Sure enough! The video isn’t too long
      or too short. It is exactly 30 minutes, not even a second more.

      ……

      Even though the cruel facts are now placed in front of her, Wei
      Wei Still carries a bit of hope: “Then…how did you think up the
      ending? It’s a lot better than the old ending.”

      NaiHe: “The old ending was also fine, adding flashbacks during
      the walk to the jump off the cliff can also make 30 minutes. But it
      made it too obvious.”

      Playing flashbacks? He means to play the previously played,
      ready made parts? How come this sounds like what you call adding
      extraneous padding…Wei Wei remembers that there seems like there is
      still a lot of these flashbacks in the current ending. With much
      difficulty, she asks: “Then the current ending…is actually made for
      showing flashbacks?

      “Pretty much.”

      Wei Wei has nothing to say.

      So the great master didn’t just add to the length, but to add to
      the length, he inserted a ton of flashbacks. The Great Master’s
      ending is completely the result of procrastination and laziness.
      What’s that about being touching, what’s that about life and death
      being boundless, they are all fleeting clouds on the horizon…

      Wei Wei suddenly feels that the her who was extremely moved was
      truly too idiotic…

      Presently, with a complicated feeling, Wei Wei puts up the video
      on the official website. As to why she is putting it up and not the
      Great Master, it is of course because the Great Master is too lazy
      to register >_<

      After posting up the video, Wei Wei and NaiHe goes to do quests.
      After doing the quest, she browses the forum post and is
      immediately shocked by the number of views and replies.

      How can there be so many replies?!

      Some replies were actually written within a second of her
      posting it up. In such a short time, they, simply, could not have
      watched the video. But once she sees the contents of the replies,
      Wei Wei understands.

      In the end, it is still affected by LittleRainYaoYao
      (LittleRainEnchantress) having to take down her video and
      refilm, and ASmileNaiHe (WhyNotJustSmile) challenging
      RealWaterIsScentless. These two things not only set their own
      server abuzz, it was also an extremely hot topic on the forum. Even
      now, it is still a hot topic. So as soon as Wei Wei’s video came
      out, a whole bunch of people immediately came over to check out the
      excitement and surprise — Unexpectedly, ASmileNaiHe and ReedWeiWei
      (HumbleReed) also entered the competition! Is it to compete
      with LittleRainYaoYao? Clearly it is! Some people even guess that
      there will be LittleRainYaoYao’s character in the video, of course,
      she will appear as a villainous character.

      After Wei Wei sees all this, she can’t help but make a silent
      “tsk” sound in her mind! Some people are really narrow minded,
      commenting randomly before even watching the video. A random,
      inexplicable third (romantic) party wouldn’t appear in her
      video!

      Besides, her and the Great Master are such a magnificent and
      brilliant image, who needs a third party to set things off

      Wei Wei flips through the pages. When she reaches the fifth
      page, she finally sees a comment on the actual video itself. It is
      a female who replied. She put a few crying emoticons one after the
      other, wailing that she actually cried from watching.

      Hehehe, she cried. Wei Wei is happy now.

      That’s great, she isn’t the only one who was tricked by the
      Great Master!

      After seeing a succession of replies with people saying they
      were crushed, Wei Wei happily returns to the game and tells NaiHe:
      “Have you seen the forum replies? Many people say they cried from
      watching it. But I’ve been made the scapegoat by you. In the video,
      you wrote that I am the screenwriter. Everyone’s saying I’m very
      twisted…”

      Indeed, if a story filled with laughter in the beginning,
      hilarity in the middle, and tragedy at the end, is not called
      twisted, then it must be called infuriating.

      NaiHe: “I didn’t look. Tell me when the results come out.”

      >_<

      It is obviously his work, how can he not be excited at all? Wei
      Wei says: “Kkk, I will look at it every day and report it back to
      you ^_^”

      In the following few days, whether she is busy or not, Wei Wei
      keeps watch on the computer, browsing the replies.

      The video became more and more popular, this time isn’t because
      the power of gossip. Instead it is because of the video itself.
      Some people praised the high quality of the production. When they
      discover that the producer is ASmileNaiHe, they are even more
      amazed. One player says: “The quality of this video! ASmileNaiHe is
      truly too formidable. He not only can fight, his skills are also
      this formidable. He is truly an all-around skilled person.”

      Even more people discuss the plot, discussing the ending and the
      white robed musician’s choice.

Oh right,
      you’ve met ASmileNaiHe, haven’t you? Is he handsome, is he
      handsome?”

      Wei Wei is stunned in front of her computer. She quickly
      replies with “no, I haven’t,” but she can’t help but wonder if
      Great Master NaiHe asks to trade photos, would she be willing
      to?

      It seems like……

      She would.

      What if NaiHe asks to meet her?

      It seems like…….she also would.

      Ah~~

      Wei Wei is shocked from her “willingness” for both scenarios,
      but when she considers NaiHe’s personality, she doubts that he
      would ask, therefore, these two scenarios will never happen.
      After realizing this, she feels a bit sad.

      She is able to forget anyone she has met in rivers and lakes,
      but as for NaiHe……

      Wei Wei refuses to think further.

      *** *** ***

      Wei Wei didn’t tell NaiHe about the bribery; it’s such a small
      matter that it’s not worth mentioning, therefore, there’s no need
      to worry the Great Master.

      A day later, Wei Wei and NaiHe are announced winners of the
      video contest. They receive the rewards right away; due to
      the two times experience increase reward, Wei Wei immediately gets
      bumped up a level.

      Wei Wei is elated. After all, it’s not easy for someone at
      her level to get bumped up to the next; her last level up has
      already been from two weeks ago. Of course, she also receives
      the rainbow-colored outfit as part of the reward. She puts it
      on right away; it sure is very pretty, dazzling, exquisite, and
      shining with brilliance. It can even change colors; red,
      orange, yellow, green, blue, violet, and indigo; all seven colors
      of the rainbow. Wei Wei tries out the colors.

      YuGong says to NaiHe: “Put it on for us to see.”

      Wei Wei nods her head and sends two drooling smileys with
      heart-shaped eyes.

      Although NaiHe doesn’t like these complicated and exquisite
      clothing, seeing how much they anticipate it, he clicks to change
      his avatar’s wardrobe. The pure white robed musician changes
      into a dandy purple clothed nobleman. Under their requests,
      he changes the color one by one, but stops after six of them.

      MonkeyWine says: “Six? There’s one color missing.”

      MoZhaHim shouts: “Green, it’s green!”

      NaiHe ignores them, keeping his thoughts to himself. He
      instantly changes his wardrobe back to being the white robed
      musician.

      YuGong and MoZhaHim “hehehehe” laugh wickedly at the same
      time.

      Wei Wei suddenly realizes what they’re laughing at.
      Green……

      The Great Master’s hair accessory is a white jade hairpin, but
      the rainbow outfit comes with a hat instead, so when it’s
      green……

      It’s a green hat (made a cuckold)……

      >o<

      MoZhaHim says purposely: “Third brother, what’s wrong? Why
      are you not wearing the couple outfit with third sister-in-law?
      Is it because……”

      NaiHe says: “We’re an old married couple. We don’t need to
      mind so much about these things.”

      Wei Wei is dumbstruck.

      Oh Great Master, if you don’t want to wear it, just don’t wear
      it then. Why come up with an excuse and even saying that
      we’re an old married couple……

      In the next few days, Wei Wei continues to wear the
      rainbow-colored outfit; not that she likes it a lot, it’s just that
      she doesn’t want to let it go to waste after spending so much
      effort on the video and winning it. It’s actually quite a
      hassle to wear it because the outfit has no attributes; it doesn’t
      boost your defense or attacks. She’ll be beaten to death if
      she wears it while fighting monsters. Therefore, she always
      has to change her wardrobe before battles.

      However, one time, after Wei Wei forgets to change her wardrobe,
      she is killed by a low level boss with one strike. Wei Wei
      gets upset and from then on, she tosses the outfit into the trunk
      and never wears it again.

      Interestingly, although Wei Wei only wore the outfit for two to
      three days, she bumped into LittleRainYaoYao a few times. She
      usually doesn’t bump into her for at least ten days to half a
      month, but when she bumped into her for the third time, Wei Wei
      felt a bit awkward. Wei Wei hopes that she doesn’t think that
      she was showing off on purpose…….

      Anyway, she can think however she wants. Whatever!

      The couple PK competition is also announced at the same time as
      the winner of the video contest. After a month of waiting,
      the rules and schedule for the PK competition are finally here.
      Wei Wei reads them and feels that they’re reasonable.

      The PK competition is to commence on Friday of next week, and it
      will last for a month. The first half of the month will be
      local servers’ competitions starting with points accumulation
      battles; the top sixteen of each server will compete for top spot,
      and then the top couple of each server will compete against each
      other for the finals.

      Wei Wei takes note of the final competition, which is on June
      14th at 8pm. Her level 6 exam (College English Test) is in the
      afternoon on June 21st, which means that even if they make it to
      the finals, she will still have a week left to concentrate on
      studying English.

      Very good. It’s perfect.

      Wei Wei nods in satisfaction and starts to plan her time for
      playing and studying next month. NaiHe is rather relaxed
      about it; after he and Wei Wei goes to the NPC to sign up, he says
      to her: “If there’s a competition, just let me know the day
      before.”

      Wei Wei, his follower, nods immediately: “Mm, no problem.”

      MonkeyWing: “I’m taller than you.”

      YuGong: “I’m heavier than you.”

      ………

      ……

      The two of them argues childishly for a moment, and then ends up
      PKing each other when they can’t settle it……

      Wei Wei looks at NaiHe in admiration. Great Master, oh,
      Great Master, you defeat others without even needing to shed
      blood.

      Anyway, since YuGong and MonkeyWine can’t decide who’s husband
      and who’s wife, they didn’t get any practice. Their main
      activity before going to the competitions is to go fight
      bosses.

      Wei Wei and NaiHe continue to leave the team every now and then
      to do couple quests. They’re almost done with the advanced
      level couple quests; only the last one is not complete, which is
      the legendary and most torturous out of all torturous quests,
      “The Return of the Condor Heroes.”

      How torturous is the quest? It’s so torturous that since
      the creation of the game, no one has ever successfully completed
      it. Wei Wei and NaiHe begin working on it and realize that it
      is indeed torturous; every stage of the quest is difficult and
      tedious.

      Take fighting monsters as an example. In the quest, there
      is a monster that shamelessly voids all non-attack type spells;
      whenever its blood level drops to a certain threshold, it will
      always perform a Miracle Cure and replenish all of its health.
      It also prevents profile lookup, so players cannot see how
      much health it has……NaiHe finally kills it after estimating its
      health and frequency of performing Miracle Cure.

      As a result, Wei Wei worships the Great Master even more.
      She also tried estimating the monster’s health, but wasn’t
      able to estimate it so quickly. He’s so quick that he’s not
      even human, not human at all.

      Besides the traditional fighting monsters and collecting
      ingredients parts in “The Return of the Condor Heroes” quest, it
      also torturously sets a time limit on players to complete riddles,
      mazes, and etcetera. There’s even a game of chess……Although
      players can choose to play either Xianqi
      (Chinese Chess) or Go and
      only need to make a few moves, there are definitely players who
      don’t know how to play either of them…….

      Like Wei Wei ==

      Thank goodness for Great Master NaiHe who knows everything.

      They pass each stage successfully, but when they get to the very
      last stage, Wei Wei finally sees what is more tortuous than
      torturous.

      After talking to the NPC of the last stage, the system bot
      suddenly sends Wei Wei to a mysterious place that is not on the
      map; NaiHe must find her within the next 16 hours. If he
      doesn’t find her, the quest is deemed incomplete.

      Wei Wei now understands why the quest is called “The Return of
      the Condor Heroes”; it is a complete mock of Yang Guo and Xiao Long
      Nu’s storyline of being separated for 16 years.

      With that said, could this pitch black place that she is in
      right now the same as the place in the novel? Could this be
      the bottom of the cliff? Wouldn’t this mean that NaiHe would
      need to jump off the cliff to find her?

      >o<

      Thankfully, the system is not so crazy as to shut off their chat
      windows. They are still able to contact each other.

      NaiHe: “What is the surrounding like?”

      Wei Wei: “It’s very, very, very dark……”

      Wei Wei is embarrassed of her description, but NaiHe is quite
      calm about it: “You can’t see anything?”

      Wei Wei: “Nope.”

      NaiHe: “Any noises?”

      Wei Wei pays close attention for a minute: “I think there’s
      water.”

      NaiHe: “Mm, I know where it is.”

      They didn’t talk after that. Wei Wei can’t simply just sit
      and wait for NaiHe to find her, so she starts searching around in
      the dark to see if there’s any information that she can give to
      NaiHe. She also goes online to search, but as mentioned
      before, since no one has ever passed the quest, there are no guides
      available. As for the official site, their description of the
      final stage is only in one line — “couples must rely on their
      telepathy to pass the stage.”

      This is truly insane – –

      Ten minutes pass and Wei Wei receives a new message; she thought
      that it was NaiHe, but when she opened it, it was from Guild
      Master, BattleTheWorld.

      BattleTheWorld: “Reed, why did your party steal the boss fight
      of someone in our guild?”

      The guild that Wei Wei belongs to is called, Sound of Blue Ocean
      Tides Pavilion, which is one of the top four guilds on the local
      server. The creator is a female player named
      UnawakenedButterflyDreams. Wei Wei knew ButterflyDream when
      she first started playing, so she joined the guild when it was
      first established; she is also considered one of the senior leaders
      of the guild, even though she has never really taken any
      authoritative positions.

      UnawakenedButterflyDreams switched jobs two months ago, so she
      got busy and transferred her Guild Master position to her husband,
      BattleTheWorld. Wei Wei doesn’t know BattleTheWorld well, but
      RealWaterIsScentless is rather close with him.

      Wei Wei is a bit puzzled from receiving the message.

      “What boss fight?? I’ve been in a couple’s quest all this
      time.”

      BattleTheWorld: “YuGongClimbsAMountain and MonkeyWine, aren’t
      they from your party?”

      Like this:

      Like Loading...
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      YuGong and MonkeyWine? It’s true, they were going to go kill a
      boss, but how can they snatch someone else’s boss? Wei Wei still
      has faith in them for something like this. It is probably a
      misunderstanding.

      With this in mind, thinking to clear up the misunderstanding,
      Wei Wei calmly says: “Can you please provide more details on what
      happened?”

      BattleTheWorld: “Reed, shouldn’t you give me an explanation? You
      are a part of our guild after all. Your team snatching a guild
      member’s boss cannot be explained away. Plus the items that the
      boss dropped were things the guild member needed urgently. I leave
      it to you to resolve this.”

      The other party is persistently condemning her and still can’t
      clear it up after so long. Wei Wei doesn’t feel like asking him
      again, so she says: “Which guild member’s team was it? Tell me the
      name and I will go ask YuGong.”

      After a pause, BattleTheWorld replies with four words:
      “LittleRainQingQing.”

      Wei Wei: “……”

      Extremely frustrated doesn’t even come close to describing Wei
      Wei’s current feelings. She looks at her friends list,
      StormGoddessNiNi (StormGoddessGirl) is online; she sends a
      message to her: “When did LittleRainQingQing join our guild?”

      Wei Wei knows about LittleRainYaoYao
      (LittleRainEnchantress) joining Sound of Blue Ocean Tides
      Pavilion and wasn’t surprised about it. After marriage, it is
      common for the wife to join the guild of the husband or the husband
      to join the guild of the wife. But how come LittleRainQingQing also
      joined? When did the standards for joining Sound of Blue Ocean
      Tides Pavilion get so low?

      StormGoddessNiNi quickly replies: “It was last week. WeiWei you
      didn’t know?”

      Wei Wei: “I didn’t know. Who accepted her?”

      StormGoddessNiNi: “The Guild Master. She was accepted because of
      her relation to RealWater and YaoYao. Oh, that’s right, you weren’t
      online when they joined the guild. The entire LittleRain clan has
      joined our guild.”

      Wei Wei: “……”

      StormGoddessNiNi: “I was wondering why you didn’t have a
      reaction to it. I was afraid to bring it up myself. *sigh*,
      actually LittleRainYaoYao isn’t that bad as a person, but that
      LittleRainQingQing is extremely annoying. She always acts
      coquettishly towards the men in the guild. It’s disgusting. WeiWei,
      I’ll tell you this in secret, I’ve seen LittleRainQingQing and
      Guild Master Battle (BattleTheWorld) alone together many
      times. They even rode on the same horse together…”

      With Wei Wei’s one question, her gossip craving is induced and
      starts talking non-stop. Right now, Wei Wei isn’t in the mood to
      gossip with her and isn’t interested in that hideous mess. She
      sends a message to YuGong: “YuGong, you guys saw LittleRainQingQing
      when you were killing a boss?”

      YuGong: “I think so. Didn’t really pay attention. There were
      five or six parties waiting for the boss to appear. I was fast and
      got the kill. Hehe, the boss dropped really good equipment. I’ll
      give them to you later. Are you and Third Brother done with your
      quest?”

      There is no need to ask anymore after what YuGong said. Of
      course, Wei Wei didn’t think that they would go and snatch someone
      else’s boss. Now that her thoughts have been confirmed, she replies
      back in a relaxed manner: “Not yet.”

      YuGong: “What crap! Third Brother is too crappy, too
      crappy.”

      Wei Wei quickly defends NaiHe: “It’s the quest that’s
      twisted!!!”

      Don’t slander the Great Master so casually, okay? >o<

      Wei Wei describes the twisted nature of the quest, on one end,
      to YuGong, while on the other end, she sends a message to
      BattleTheWorld: “Guild Master Battle, why don’t you ask
      LittleRainQingQing what happened again and then, you had better
      give me a good explanation.”

      BattleTheWorld: ”What do you mean by this? Reed, I know that you
      have objections towards QingQing and the others, but I hope that
      you can judge the matter as it stands.”

      Receiving such a reply. Wei Wei can only speechlessly face
      BattleTheWorld.

      Judge the matter as it stands. When was she not judging the
      matter as the stands? Just who is it that’s trying to cause
      problems!

      Before, she had always felt that the way this BattleTheWorld
      handled things were always a bit muddled. Now, it looks like
      something’s just muddled with his mind. Wei Wei doesn’t spend more
      time wasting words on him. She opens the guild chat channel and
      ‘yells’ out to LittleRainQingQing.

      [Guild][ReedWeiWei (HumbleReed)]: LittleRainQingQing.

      [Guild][ReedWeiWei]: I’d like to ask you to explain to Guild
      Master Battle what the actual circumstances were in the so-called
      my party snatching your boss.

      Her one sentence stirs up thousands of waves. Those originally
      lurking in the guild comes out one after another.

      [Guild][StormGoddessNiNi]: WeiWei, what boss snatching?”

      [Guild][RealWaterIsScentless]: (blank emoticon)

      [Guild][BrightSunlight]: What happened?

      [Guild][ReedWeiWei]: Guild Master Battle suddenly interrogated
      me just now about why my party stole LittleRainQingQing’s party’s
      boss. I’ve been in a quest with ASmileNaiHe
      (WhyNotJustSmile) and didn’t go kill the boss. After asking
      YuGongClimbsAMountain and MonkeyWine, I discovered that there was
      some discrepancy. Now I want LittleRainQingQing to come out and
      clear it up face to face.

      [Guild][StormGoddessNiNi]: Eh, Wei Wei you weren’t even in the
      party. What does it have to do with you?

      [Guild][ReedWeiWei]: Be that as it may, but if YuGong and them
      stole it, I will still take responsibility. But, from what YuGong
      says, they were all waiting for the boss to appear and his party
      was just faster. Of course, this is just what he says and I won’t
      just hear what I want to hear, so I’m waiting for
      LittleRainQingQing’s explanation.

      [Guild][reyo]: Where is LittleRainQingQing?

      [Guild][MengHaoRan]: LittleRainQingQing, come out and
      say whether they really stole it or not.

      The guild chat is really lively, but LittleRainQingQing does not
      come out. After a bit, LittleRainYaoYao came out.

      [Guild][LittleRainYaoYao]: QingQing is currently not on. She
      probably got disconnected and left.

      Disconnected?

      BattleTheWorld isn’t saying anything anymore either, did he also
      get disconnected? Can there be such a coincidence to get
      disconnected at the same time? Wei Wei isn’t an idiot, so she says
      immediately: “LittleRainQingQing, if you don’t want to say, then
      I’ll go ask on the world channel. There were many parties there at
      the time, I’m sure someone will be willing to say what
      happened.”

      This time, LittleRainQingQing quickly came out.

      [Guild][LittleRainQingQing]: I went out just now, what
      happened?

      [Guild][LittleRainQingQing]: Oh, that thing. I was just saying
      boss snatching. I didn’t manage to snatch it, so I said that they
      snatched it away. Was I wrong in saying this? I didn’t know that
      TheWorld (BattleTheWorld) would misunderstand and go ask you
      about it.

      With this, she has actually put all the blame on BattleTheWorld.
      Wei Wei, who already didn’t like this LittleRainQingQing, now
      despises her for not taking responsibility. If she really just said
      it like that, would BattleTheWorld come and interrogate her with
      such conviction like that? Even suggesting that she hand over the
      equipment?

      BattleTheWorld isn’t an idiot.

      [Guild][ReedWeiWei]: So according to you, it was Guild Master
      Battle who purposely distorted what you said to come and slander
      me? Then Guild Master Battle should give me an explanation? It’s
      not very pleasant to be slandered.

      [Guild][RealWaterIsScentless]: Looks like it was just a
      misunderstanding. There’s no need to bicker about it.

      Misunderstanding? Wei Wei sneers on the inside.

      StormGodessNiNi sends over a private chat message: “I bet
      LittleRainQingQing threw a tantrum towards BattleTheWorld shrewdly
      speaking bad about you, but didn’t think that BattleTheWorld would
      actually go and ask you about it, getting it exposed. But then
      again, it’s hard to say, she’s always like this. *sigh*, calling
      for the men in the guild to help her take revenge and stuff. She
      probably wanted to get someone else to do her dirty work (lit.
      borrow another’s sword to kill someone)?”

      Wei Wei bluntly replies: “Then the sword she borrowed was really
      too blunt.”

      BattleTheWorld still hasn’t said anything. Wei Wei says: “Guild
      Master Battle has also disconnected?”

      After waiting a while, there is still no reply. Wei Wei isn’t
      worried either; her fingers gracefully types out: “Even though
      Guild Master Battle misunderstood me earlier, I admire Guild Master
      Battle’s conduct of trying to bring justice for an ordinary guild
      member. But why is he not speaking now, does the sense of justice
      vary from person to person?

      BattleTheWorld is finally forced out.

      [Guild][BattleTheWorld]: It was me who got it wrong. It’s great
      that it’s a misunderstanding. An united guild is very important.
      But, there is another thing that Reed needs to take note.

      He wants to ride it through that easily?! And even has another
      move?

      Wei Wei is already in a bad mood from being blamed, but since
      getting angry isn’t the best way to solve things, she has been
      patiently bearing with it. But seeing his attitude now, she can’t
      help but really get angry. The more angry she gets, the more
      cool-headed she is. At a pace neither too fast nor too slow, she
      typed out: “What is it, please say it.”

      BattleTheWorld: “When RealWater and YaoYao got married, the
      medicine that you sold on Vermilion Bird Bridge were made from the
      materials of the guild, right? Normally, you don’t sell it by
      yourself. Of course, doing it once in a while is alright. Just take
      note of it next time. Haha.”

      Wei Wei is disgusted by the last “haha” of his. She understands
      that he had been embarrassed just now and is now looking for
      something else to get his self-respect back. If it was someone with
      a softer temper, then it would be left to allow him this, but how
      is Wei Wei going to let it just slide. She sharply says:
      “Substitute Guild Master still bothers to remember such a thing
      that happened so long ago. These medicine were, indeed, made from
      the herbal material from the guild’s warehouse, but the herbs to
      make these medication were max leveled. How many max leveled
      gatherers are there in the guild?”

      The guild chat channel becomes completely silent.

      When the Guild Master and a senior leader quarrel, the average
      guild member, naturally, can’t cut in. Those who are susceptible
      realizes that ReedWeiWei’s address of BattleTheWorld has already
      changed from “Guild Master Battle” to “Substitute Guild Master”,
      and are even less inclined to speak.

      No one replies to her. Wei Wei continues: “If my memory serves
      me, there are two, including me. The other is HuanHuanXiXi
      (Happily), but HuanHuanXiXi is a senior in high school and
      needs to take the college entrance exam, and hasn’t been online for
      many months.”

      Wei Wei: “So all the herbal material in the guild’s warehouse
      are all actually gathered by me. What objection does Substitute
      Guild Master have in me selling medicine made from the herbal
      material that I gathered myself?”

      BattleTheWorld becomes angry and says: “Reed, don’t be so
      satisfied with yourself. Even though max level medicine requires
      high level herbs, low level herbs are also needed. Those low level
      herbs has to be from the guild’s warehouse, right?”

      The composed Wei Wei answers: “Alright, since Substitute Guild
      Master wants to settle the accounts. Then let us calculate it. What
      is the price of high level herbs on the market? What is the price
      of low level herbs? How much medicine have I made for the guild for
      free?”

      The price difference between high level herbs and low level
      herbs are like night and day. And max level medicine isn’t
      purchasable. BattleTheWorld would be foolish to respond.
      Originally, he had just meant to pick at something casually to get
      himself off the hook; He didn’t think that this ReedWeiWei would
      actually be this aggressive.

      BattleTheWorld: “It goes without saying that contributing to the
      guild is a necessary responsibility of the members.”

      Wei Wei gives him measure for measure: “But don’t take my free
      labor for granted! Since I’ve always made medicine for the guild
      for free, I don’t even have the freedom to sell some of my own
      medicine?!”

      Wei Wei: “And after I give my contribution, in spite of it all,
      what I get is all sorts of slander?!”

      At this time, a lower healer in the guild timidly speaks: “Even
      though WeiWei jie (older sister) uses the low level herbs
      that we gather, we also use the high level herbs that WeiWei jie
      gathers to increase our levels.”

      Seeing the situation becoming more and more deadlocked, and
      afraid that it will be hard for Wei Wei to stay in the guild later,
      StormGodessNiNi quickly came out to mediate: “Forget it, forget it.
      We’re part of the same guild. Amiability makes you rich
      (idiom).

      After she speaks, the others of the guild all start saying
      things, trying to mediate the situation.

      Wei Wei sends a smiley face emoticon; everyone relaxes, thinking
      that the mediation has worked. Unexpectedly, immediately
      afterwards, a line of text pops out, shocking them to silence.

      [Guild][ReedWeiWei]: LittleRainQingQing, you and I are well
      aware of what actually happened. Either you apologize to me right
      now, or don’t let me catch you trying to kill a boss. Else I’ll
      make the charge you accuse me of today become reality.

      Forget it? Before BattleTheWorld brought up the medicine deal,
      that might have been possible. She isn’t someone who pursues
      something hot headedly anyway. But it is impossible now. Handling
      things in real life might require meticulous consideration of the
      consequences, but that’s not needed in a game. If one can’t even
      quickly end a grudge in the game, then what’s the point of playing.
      She is here to play, not to be bullied.

      Almost immediately.

      [Guild][LittleRainMianMain (ContinuousLittleRain)]:
      ReedWeiWei! You’re being too much of a bully!

      Those LittleRainXXs who have been silent due to being in the
      wrong start coming out, some defending, some attacking. Seeing
      these various things, one after another, Wei Wei’s anger actually
      starts cooling off instead. She suddenly feels that this is all of
      no interest.

      It already no longer is the old Sound of Blue Ocean Tides
      Pavilion anymore.

      Those friends that she had struggled and fought with together,
      some has disappeared and others have quit. The few that are left
      have also become less talkative. Even former Guild Master
      ButterflyDream comes and goes in a hurry. And now there’s the
      addition of the LittleRain clan…

      They will just make things even more unbearable in the
      future.

      How can just a pandemonium reigning place be Sound of Blue Ocean
      Tides Pavilion, neither the objects nor the people are it anymore.
      Is there any need to leave reluctantly? Being spurred on by some
      kind of impulse, barely without any thinking, Wei Wei leaves this
      speech behind.

      [Guild][ReedWeiWei]: I’ve said what I needed to say. To my
      fellow friends, when we meet again in Rivers and Lakes (the
      world), we will still be friends.

      After saying this, without looking at the everyone’s reaction,
      Wei Wei opens the guild interface and clicks on the lower right
      corner —- Quit.

      Do you really want to quit from Sound of Blue Ocean Tides
      Pavilion?

      Yes.

      [Guild]: All good things must come to an end. ReedWeiWei quits
      from Sound of Blue Ocean Tides Pavilion.

      Immediately afterwards, the system bot makes a new
      announcement.

      [System Bot]: Rivers and Lakes skilled master, ReedWeiWei has
      quit from Sound of Blue Ocean Tides Pavilion.

      Usually, when a player quits from a guild, the system bot
      doesn’t make an announcement. But it is different for the top one
      hundred players on the Overall Leaderboard. The system bot will
      announce their movements within guilds. As soon as the announcement
      is made, the world channel immediately started discussing it.

      [World][NotWearingUndiesIsVeryRefreshing]: ReedWeiWei has left
      Blue Ocean?

      [World][DreamPoolEssay]: LittleRainYaoYao went to Blue
      Ocean, Reed probably can’t stand them being lovey dovey to each
      other.

      [World][NeMo]: Don’t make unfounded remarks. Reed’s husband,
      ASmileNaiHe is much more awesome than RealWaterIsScentless.

      [World][PinkBubbles]: So what if he’s awesome in game.
      RealWaterIsScentless and LittleRainYaoYao are a genuine handsome
      man and beautiful woman couple. I’ve seen the pictures.

      [World][EmptinessAfterMist]: Another skilled master has left
      Blue Ocean. Looks like Blue Ocean is completely dying. It was
      already in imminent danger when ButterflyDreams left. Now that
      ReedWeiWei has left, it’ll soon fall down from it’s place in the
      top four.

      [World][RighteousWorld]: ReedWeiWei, come to our RighteousWorld
      guild. You will definitely be treated better here than in Blue
      Ocean.

      [World][RighteousWorld]: ReedWeiWei, come to our RighteousWorld
      guild. You will definitely be treated better here than in Blue
      Ocean.

      [World][RighteousWorld]: ReedWeiWei, come to our RighteousWorld
      guild.

      [System Bot]: For maliciously flooding the screen, player,
      RighteousWorld, is banned from speaking for an hour.

      Compared to the world, Wei Wei’s friends chat is even more
      lively.

      StormGodessNiNi: “WeiWei, how come you’ve quit the guild.
      Don’t!!!!!!”

      Wei Wei isn’t feeling talkative, and only says, “It’s nothing.
      Just want some peace.”

      StormGodessNiNi: “Then you will still come back, right?”

      Without the slightest hesitation, Wei Wei replies with one word:
      “No.”

      YuGong and MonkeyWine also sends messages over. YuGong is a
      smart person and immediately associates it with Wei Wei’s
      questioning earlier. “You leaving the guild has to do with the
      LittleRain clan? Has to do with me, too?”

      Wei Wei says: “>o<”

      YuGong: “It really does?”

      Wei Wei: “Eh, no. I wanted to say that you aren’t that important

Suddenly, countless dots of light appear, they connect
      together into lines and slowly flow through. The darkness is
      dispersed, the entire surroundings can be seen perfectly. Wei Wei
      finds that she is indeed underneath a precipice, surrounded by
      precipitous mountain walls.

      Only after quite a while does Wei Wei remember to speak, and
      very unconsciously types out: “You found me?”

      As soon as it’s sent, she becomes embarrassed…that sentence is
      so stupid. It’s simply asking something one already knows the
      answer to. But, in the instant she saw the Great Master just now,
      the only thing that jumped into her head was that sentence.

They are rewarded
      with 1,000,000 player experience points, the title of Rivers and
      Lakes Number One Divine Immortal Couple, and the first flying mount
      in ‘Dream Voyage in Rivers and Lakes’, ‘Divine Condor.’

      Of course, the world channel becomes ebullient again. A flying
      mount; ‘Dream Voyage’ actually also has flying mounts!

      [World][GoodRain]: Flying mount!!!!

      [World][BigCitySmallWrongs] There can’t be just one of them. Is
      ‘Dream Voyage in Rivers and Lakes’ going to start having a flying
      system?

      [World][NotWearingUndiesIsVeryRefreshing]: I want one
      too~~~~

      [World][SkywardAvenue]: Refreshing bro, it won’t be very decent
      for you to ride a flying mount, right? When you fly, those beneath
      you will see everything.

      [World][NotWearingUndiesIsVeryRefreshing] Psh, I
      (arrogant) am not afraid of being seen. It’ll be even more
      refreshing when flying.

      The discussion on the topic of riding rockets. In addition,
      there is also discussion on the people.

      [World][yoyo1212]: I find that whenever everyone feels that
      ReedWeiWei is tragic, with matchless speed, she will come out with
      something impressive. It was like this with the wedding last time
      too.

      [World][RapeseedFlower]: That’s right. When RealWaterIsScentless
      and her got divorced last time, I thought she was tossed away. In
      the blink of an eye, she gets married to ASmileNaiHe in the end.
      Powerful!

      [World][AYing]: Don’t tell me RealWaterIsScentless is the one
      who was tossed aside?

      [World][YuGongClimbsAMountain]: Young lady, AYing, you are so
      smart. Come, older brother will take you to kill bosses.

      [World][AYing]: Ah, blushing.

      [World][MonkeyWine]: Hehe, someone’s shameless.

      [World][MoZhaHim]: Hoho, someone’s jealous.

      [World][AYing]: MonkeyWine ge ge (older brother), I am
      AYing di di (younger brother), really embarrassing.

      [World][MoneyWine]: Hahahahahahahahahaha~~

      Wei Wei knows nothing of the lively clamor on the world channel.
      She has blocked out that screen and is now admiring the large bird
      with a type of explosive happiness.

      “This is a Divine Condor?”

      The large snow white bird currently has its neck raised in a
      spirited manner for Wei Wei to size up. Wei Wei makes two rounds
      around it, filled with pleasant surprise. Suddenly she recalls
      something: “That’s not right.”

      NaiHe: “What?”

      Wei Wei: “I clearly remember that Yang Guo’s (main
      protagonist in Return of Condor Heroes) condor is black. Why is
      this one white? It must be a bug!”

      ASmileNaiHe says: “Comes, let us go roam around.”

      Carrying the two of them, the white condor slowly flies towards
      Chang’an.

      While Wei Wei is enjoying the fresh new view, she curiously asks

      At this time, their Divine Condor flies through Chang’an and
      towards the mountains and rivers past the city. Wei Wei gazes at
      the vast and boundless landscape, her mood gets better and better.
      She is a bit ashamed as she recalls how she was actually depressed
      for so many minutes after quitting the guild just now.

      It is really not worth it to get upset over that kind of person
      and that kind of thing. It is simply a waste of life. Might as well
      use that time to stroll around with Great Master and see the game’s
      scenery!

      Even though she’s used to the scenery, it’s different from the
      skies and the feeling is also different. Like in this current
      moment, she has an unprecedented feeling.

      Her train of thought drifts. Gradually, the scenery fades from
      her eyes. Wei Wei’s sight falls on her own character. In the
      picture, she and NaiHe are sitting intimated on the large condor.
      She is leaning into his embrace, his arms surrounding her. The
      white condor, the red shadow and the white robe is currently flying
      past the endless mountain ranges covered in snow in the sunset.
      They actually look a bit like a heavenly couple among the
      scenery.

      Finally, Wei Wei’s gaze falls upon the title that NaiHe had
      previously added–

Although Wei Wei and
      BattleTheWorld aren’t on good terms, she won’t let this get in the
      way of her friendship with ButterflyDreams; it looks like
      ButterflyDreams also feels the same way.

      10 is Yu Ban Shan, the other is Qiu Yong Hou.” (Hou means
      Monkey)

      In game, on the banks of the lotus pond, the white-robed
      musician has already sat down and is pensively playing the zither:
      “My wife, please be at ease. I have not been confessed to since I
      was young.”

      Wei Wei’s expression becomes awkwardly embarrassed. If you
      haven’t been confessed to, then you haven’t been confessed to. Did
      you have to deliberately emphasize the four words “since I was
      young”? The Great Master definitely did it on purpose.

      Wait!

      After this sentence of his hovered in her mind two or three
      times, Wei Wei suddenly senses that there is something wrong about
      this. The Great Master actually says he’s never been confessed to?!

      She’s done for. The more is said, the messier it gets. Wei Wei
      promptly says: “No no, actually these types of things are very
      annoying when there’s too many.”

      Ah, that’s not right. This sentence might be misunderstood by
      him as her showing off.

      Wei Wei hurriedly changes her wording: “I mean, for these types
      of things, it’s about the quality and not the quantity. It’s enough
      that you have me.”

      She is the only one in the dorm. Wei Wei runs over and picks it
      up.

      “Hello?”

      “It’s me.”

      Great Master…he actually goes as far as calling. Wei Wei becomes
      awkward, “…you also got off?”

      “I didn’t come off.” Xiao Nai says pensively, “The internet on
      campus isn’t good today. I also got disconnected.”

      Wei Wei >_<. Great Master, if you don’t make me feel
      awkward a bunch of times a day, you can’t sleep, can you?

      As if he sees that Wei Wei has become so awkward that she can’t
      even speak anymore, Xiao Nai gently laughs.

      “Wei Wei, I am very happy.”

      His low voice echos in the empty hallway. Xiao Nai holds the
      cellphone with his back leaning against the wall; thinking about
      the way his dorm mates heckling him just now when he took his
      cellphone and walked out of the dormroom.

      “Are you going to go call our beautiful lady Bei!”

      They all know what he came out to do; probably because at the
      time he was unable to conceal his expression at all.

      Even though he has always been someone who never exposes himself
      to others.

      Is the Great Master saying he’s happy…because of those words of
      hers?

      Wei Wei’s fingers subconsciously start winding the phone cord.
      Only after a long time does an extremely quiet “mm” sound come
      out.

      Both sides on the phone become quiet as if there is no need to
      speak. After quite a while, Wei Wei finds a different topic, “For
      the video contract, I asked the game company for spirit pets.”

      “Hao Mei has already told me.”

      “I asked for four of them, none for you.” Actually there is
      something for him, but she isn’t sure it will succeed.

When
      her eyes sweep across the alarm clock Si Si has placed on her
      table, something that she had already tossed to another galaxy
      finally appeared again in her mind.

      Wei Wei, “Do you have time right now?”

      “Mmm?”

      “Go on the game again, help my friend kill a boss.”

      This is the third time Wei Wei has gone online today. As soon as
      she went on, she receives StormGoddessNiNi’s anguished wailing:
      “Wei Wei, how come you went off!”

      In cold sweat, Wei Wei replied: “I suspect my connection
      dropped…”

      StormGoddessNINi: “Oh, I thought you were standing me up.”

      With a guilty conscience, Wei Wei, “No…how many positions do you
      have? I’ll bring an expert over.”

      StormGoddessNiNi: “I haven’t called anyone yet, come over with
      your friend first.”

      By the time she finishes speaking with StormGoddessNiNI, NaiHe
      has already appeared next to her. Wei Wei calls to him. There is no
      response. Only after a minute or so does the white robed musician
      say: “I’m here. I was just disposing of the crowd watching.”

      Crowd watching…

      Without saying anything, Wei Wei pulls him into a party. The two
      rapidly got to the tunnel entrance to the underworld.

      StormGoddessNiNi is already waiting there for them. When she
      sees that the expert Wei Wei brought is actually ASmileNaiHe, it
      throws her into a mess. She madly shouts out to Wei Wei in private
      chat: “ASmileNaiHe is going to help me pass the boss?!!!!!!”

      Wei Wei beams: “Uh-huh, it’s awesome fighting monsters with him.
      I’ll have him be the leader later.”

      StormGoddessNiNi sends a salivating emoticon.

      Wei Wei: “I’ve never battled the underworld boss before. Have
      you, NaiHe?”

      ASmileNaiHe: “No.”

      Wei Wei: “Then I’ll go take a look on the official site.”

      Even though Wei Wei doesn’t like to look at guides when she’s
      fighting monsters by herself, this is helping someone else pass the
      boss. Having a little more security should be good.

      “There’s no need to look.” NaiHe says: “Call over another ranged
      attack character. It’ll be faster for killing.”

      StormGoddessNiNi takes his advice: “Okay, I’ll call for people
      in the guild. There must be others who need to pass him.”

      As she speaks, StormGoddessNiNi opens the guild channel to call
      for people.

      [Guild][StormGoddessNiNI]: “Does anyone want to come and pass
      Underworld Demoness together? There are two spots in the party for
      an archer and a random one.

      She only calls once and someone answers. It’s just that the
      candidates are a bit unexpected.

      [Guild]RealWaterIsScentless]: Two spots? YaoYao and I will go
      over. Wait a moment.”

      StormGoddessNiNi is stunned. She doesn’t even have enough time
      to think of something to nicely reject them before
      RealWaterIsScentless appears with LittleRainYaoYao at the tunnel
      entrance to the underworld.

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      Part 30: The Demeanor of an Expert

      StormGoddessNiNi wants to die when adding the party.

      After setting it up, StormGoddessNiNi suddenly feels a surge of
      HP (energy) just from looking at the list of
      IDs in her party.

      Just like the old saying: when one NiNi is struck by lightning,
      tens of thousands of NiNi’s will stand under the sound of thunder
      and lightning! It’s all for the sake of gossip! Fists
      up!

      StormGoddessNiNi stares at her computer screen with eyes burning
      at a million watts. Her left hand presses the print screen
      button firmly as she thinks inside her head: come! Let’s see
      some sparks fly!

      Unfortunately, as the clock ticks by, the “sparks” that she
      hopes for never comes.

      The Underworld Cave is actually a six stage tree cave. The
      Underworld Cave boss, more precisely—–is the Underworld Demoness
      and her boy toys >_<. Besides the first stage, which
      consists of Nie Xiao Qian calling out for help, triggering
      a cut scene and starting a warmup fight, the rest of the stages are
      guarded by the Underworld Demoness and her boy toys. They can
      only get to the final stage after fighting and scaring away her boy
      toys——a huge final fight against the Underworld Demoness and all
      her boy toys who fled from the fight in the previous stages.

      It must be mentioned that the setup of this quest is very
      twisted. But it gets even more twisted later——if a female
      player dies attempting the Underworld Cave quest, the system bot
      will simply announce that the player is dead, but if a male player
      dies, the system bot will announce: “Player XXX disappears forever
      in the deepest end of the Underworld……”

      Those suggestive dot, dot, dots along with the fact that the
      Underworld Demoness loves to find boy toys, it’s pretty obvious
      what happened to those male players. Therefore, whenever a
      team is defeated, others can’t help but make a few comments on the
      world channel.

      “Sigh, another has been sucked out of his ‘essence’ by the
      Demoness.”

      “Brother XX, how does it feel to be a boy toy?”

      In the beginning, some players couldn’t stand having their names
      associated with the Underworld Demoness, so they argued that they
      died in the first couple of stages, but the reactions on the world
      channel were——

      “Holy! The beginning stages? You were raped by other
      men?”

      Or——

      “You couldn’t even defeat little Nie Xiao Qian? Are you
      still a man?”

      In comparison, they’re better off being a boy toy >_<

      Their party passes the first few stages smoothly, but Wei Wei
      still feels that it’s taking too long to get through them.
      Since they’re in the same team as RealWater and LittleRain,
      Wei Wei just wants to get this over with and leave with the Great
      Master; she doesn’t want to waste time fighting the little bosses.
      However, LittleRainYaoYao is just too rotten at playing;
      she’s always attracting the little bosses to chase after them, so
      they have no choice but to waste time fending them off.

      After defeating the little bosses in the second last stage,
      StormGoddessNiNi stops in front of the warp hole to the final
      stage. She says hesitantly: “Who will take lead in the last
      stage?”

      The leader should have been decided before even entering the
      cave, but StormGoddessNiNi was too afraid to ask. The
      previous stages weren’t a problem because just having Wei Wei and
      NaiHe alone were enough to get by. But this won’t do for the
      last stage; there needs to be a main leader when facing a tough
      opponent.

      StormGoddessNiNi naturally believes that the leader should be
      ASmileNaiHe; she has long wanted to see the legendary number one
      expert’s manner of planning strategies. But since
      RealWaterIsScentless and LittleRainYaoYao are here, it’s not as
      easy for her to make this suggestion.

      Wei Wei knows that she’s in a tough position. Just as she
      wanted to say that the highest level player should be the leader
      like usually, she sees that RealWaterIsScentless is actually on the
      same level as the Great Master. Wei Wei is in a little bit of
      shock. How did he climb back up so quickly? It’s normal
      for others to catch up since she and the Great Master hasn’t been
      online for a while, but to catch up this much? Did he play
      non-stop day and night without eating or drinking?

      While she is feeling doubtful, NaiHe says: “It doesn’t matter.
      This quest’s difficulty is average.”

      Wei Wei wants to fall on her knees.

      Oh Great Master, aren’t you being too evil? Now that you
      say this, even if RealWater wants to lead the stage, he can’t.
      Otherwise, it will appear as if he’s picking up something
      that you threw out.

      RealWater, LittleRain, and NiNi are all silent……

      for a long time.

      Wei Wei: “……Since the difficulty is average, I’ll lead.”

      When Wei Wei used to partner with RealWater, she was the leader
      in quests most of the time. After she married NaiHe, she
      passed the task over to the Great Master. Now that she’s
      picking it up again, she actually feels a bit unaccustomed to
      it.

      Especially when there is a member in the party who can’t keep up
      with everyone’s pace.

      The Underworld Demoness is powerful and has many twisted
      skills:

      “Yin-Yang Chaos” spell, doctors cannot use their abilities.

      “Blow Deflection” spell, a certain proportion of your attack
      backfires at everyone in the team.

      “Couple Feud” spell, an attack that only occurs when there are
      couples in the party, and its effect is similar to the “blow
      deflection” spell.

      “Collect from males to nourish females” spell is very twisted.
      A male player’s blood level will be decreased, which will
      then be multiplied and added to the Underworld Demoness.

      To conclude, this boss is a big test for doctors. Due to
      this, the boss is not that difficult for ASmileNaiHe’s team; the
      Great Master is very strong at dodging attacks.

      After battling to a certain point, the Demoness calls for her
      boy toys who ran away from their fights in previous stages; they
      start to group fight.

      Wei Wei wants to get rid of one of the boy toys first because he
      has a very annoying skill called, “Divine Path at Turtle Speed,”
      which slows down attacks. Just as she changes her position,
      NaiHe reminds her.

      [Party][ASmileNaiHe]: “Master.”

      Wei Wei knows that he is telling her to fight the Underworld
      Demoness; leave the little boss immediately and focus on attacking
      the Demoness.

      NaiHe quickly explains: “After defeating the quest, the rewards
      will be in the same ratio as the number of survivors.”

      Wei Wei remembers now. When they were talking to Nie Xiao
      Qian, she did mention that it was the Underworld Demoness who
      ordered her to lure the boy toys to her. Since their mission
      is to save them, they obviously can’t kill them.

      Wei Wei can’t help but feel embarrassed. She has been
      living off of him too much, causing her decision making skills to
      decrease~~ Wei Wei starts to think seriously while fighting the
      boss; between her and the Great Master, who is really living off of
      whom?

      Of course, she doesn’t forget to lead the team.

      Before Wei Wei finishes her sentence, the Underworld Demoness
      interrupts her with an attack. Although she hasn’t found an
      opening to type the remainder of her sentence, RealWaterIsScentless
      seems to have understood.

      [Party][RealWaterIsScentless]: “OK.”

      Wei Wei is a little surprised. She then sees
      RealWaterIsScentless take position and attack like how she had in
      mind.

      [Party][StormGoddessNiNi]: “Haha, you guys collaborate quite
      well.”

      StormGoddessNiNi sure is the queen at causing awkward silences.
      Every time she speaks, everyone stays silent.
      Thankfully, they’re almost done fighting the boss, so they
      can leave soon. But before they know it, they’re faced with a
      new situation. LittleRainYaoYao, who has locked focus on
      RealWaterIsScentless to help replenish his blood level, suddenly
      starts replenishing ASmileNaiHe’s blood level instead.

      As the main doctor in the party, NaiHe has been the Underworld
      Demoness’s target of focus. Now that LittleRainYaoYao is
      replenishing his health, the Underworld Demoness shifts her hatred
      and charges towards her. LittleRainYaoYao obviously can’t
      compare to the Great Master’s dodging skills, so she dies after one
      attack.

      RealWaterIsScentless also falls to his death for losing all his
      health and not getting replenishment.

      Wei Wei is dumbstruck from the chain of events. She just
      can’t figure out why LittleRainYaoYao would replenish NaiHe’s blood
      level all of a sudden. Does she not even know how to lock her
      focus on RealWater?

      Her fingers can’t help but slow down. If she sends out her
      big attack now, the Underworld Demoness will die immediately, but
      then RealWaterIsScentless and LittleRainYaoYao won’t have enough
      time to come back to life. Although Wei Wei doesn’t really
      care about whether they’re dead or not, she’s the leader
      nonetheless. If half of her team dies from this, it’ll seem
      like it’s a problem with her leadership skills.

At the same time, a pure white
      healing glow brings RealWaterIsScentless and LittleRainYaoYao back
      to life.

      In the speed of lightning.

      Time stops.

      The Underworld Demoness collapses to the ground.

      The white robed musician stands carrying his guqin; his clothes
      swaying in the breeze.

      Everything happened too fast. In the midst of being dazed
      and confused, Wei Wei feels her heart stop. StormGoddessNiNi,
      who is usually talkative, also seems to be stupefied, but then she
      explodes.

      [Private][StormGoddessNiNi]: “Oh my God, Wei Wei, your husband
      is too cool!”

      [Private][StormGoddessNiNi]: “How did he do all this in such a
      short amount of time?!”

      [Private][StormGoddessNiNi]: “He actually brought RealWater and
      YaoYao back to life. He has such a top expert demeanor, so
      benevolent and manly!”

      Wei Wei’s hands pause on the keyboard; her heart shivers.

      Executing an attack and bringing members back to life in
      lightning speed is close to being impossible and an extravagant
      miracle. The musician, who is usually calm and composed,
      suddenly looks as if he is shrouded in silent arrogance.

      ……

      A long, long time later, when Wei Wei remembers this, she asks
      the Great Master why he brought RealWater and LittleRainYaoYao back
      to life. After all, the Great Master doesn’t seem like a
      person who would repay evil with good (idiom).

      Wei Wei is speechless and remembers YuGong and the others’
      tradition of hacking into someone’s computer and selling his
      wife. They are indeed of the same dorm room with such identical
      styles.

      Xiao Nai looks askance at him, “One must conduct oneself with
      style.”

      Seventh brother becomes angry, “What do you mean by that!”

      MonkeyWine hurriedly strikes while the iron is hot, “He’s saying
      you have no integrity.”

      Seventh brother becomes gloomy, “Then you’re just going to let
      the forum thing go like that?”

      YuGong sneers at him, “It’s not like you’ve known third brother
      for just one or two days. How can you still not understand his
      character?”

      Seventh brother slurs as he asks, “What character?”

      YuGong, “He’s often not human.”

      Xiao Nai sighs and lowers his head to explain to Wei Wei,

      Wei Wei nods, continuing to show respect. Inside though:
      Actually, that’s what I think too….

      Eating together with this group of people is really a very happy
      thing. It’s just that it is quite exhausting to stifle her
      laughter. Furthermore, from the way the Great Master and his dorm
      mates interact, Wei Wei seems to have come to understand him a bit
      more.

      As a result, oldest brother and seventh brother’s admiration of
      Wei Wei rises sharply, “Skills are skills, she has potential.”
      Oldest brother pats Xiao Nai on the shoulder, “When we play again,
      in the future, remember to bring brother’s wife.”

      Xiao Nai looks at Wei Wei’s perfect posture and discovers he has
      been careless; making a great miscalculation. In his mind, he
      crosses oldest brother’s suggestion out over and over again — I
      definitely won’t bring her!

      Wei Wei says, “I have something to give you.”

      Wei Wei flies upstairs, turns on her computer and logs into the
      game. She had already finished making the equipment item yesterday.
      Originally, she was worried about giving it to him, but, now, she
      actually really wants to give it to him.

      The heroine in red stands on top of Sunset Summit waiting for
      ten minutes. The white-robed musician appears and the heroine gives
      him the equipment.

      “For you.” She types out a smiley face and the heroine in red
      courageously says, “I said before, I will make up for the
      dowry.”

      “The hairpin that you had is one of the best, but I wanted to
      see if I could make one even better.”

      She really did end up making one that was extremely
      valuable.

      In “Dream Voyage in Rivers and Lakes,” the high level equipment
      offered by the System Bot are called Divine Immortal Weapons, while
      the ones that are made by players themselves are called Mortal
      Weapons. But that doesn’t mean that the stats on a Mortal Weapon
      can’t surpass Immortal Weapons. The hairpin Wei Wei made is one of
      those that have better stats than general Immortal Weapons.
      However, it’s extremely difficult for a player to create a Rare
      Mortal Weapon; besides requiring precious materials and the player
      having high stats, it’s also based on probability.

      “^_^, my luck’s not bad, right?”

      Wei Wei nervously types over. There’s a lot more things she
      wants to say now. It’s as if the more she talks, the less she feels
      pressured.

After
      tidying up both the kitchen and the bedroom, even the brilliant and
      graceful Xiao Nai has a bit of dust on his face, and the paper hat
      that Wei Wei made is tilted onto one side. Despite so, he’s
      still so handsome and refined——

      Wei Wei looks at him and lets out a giggle; the itsy bitsy
      feeling of awkwardness she had before has been completely swept
      away by the sound of laughter.

      Wei Wei pushes him into the bathroom, “You go take a shower.
      I’ll treat you to a roast duck.”

      A roast duck restaurant is very close by Xiao Ling’s place.
      It’s famous for great food at a low price. For just
      twenty-dollars, you can have three different roast duck dishes;
      with half a duck, duck skin for one dish, stir fry sliced duck meat
      as another dish, and duck bones boiled in a soup. By adding
      two more dishes and a fruit platter, it’s more than enough for two
      to eat.

      Wei Wei is super hungry after all the cleaning up, so she wipes
      out all the food on the table in full force. She walks out of
      the restaurant with her stomach full, but the moment she steps out
      of the door, the sky is covered with grey clouds and rumbling
      noises. Very soon, rain starts pouring after a loud sound of
      thunder.

      They have no choice but to wait inside the restaurant until the
      rain stops.

      The rain doesn’t last for too long and stops after ten minutes,
      but it dissipates all the heat for the day. Wei Wei is
      refreshed walking on the streets after the rain as the air feels
      fresh, clean and lovely.

      Xiao Nai lifts his head and looks up into the sky. He lets
      out a laugh.

      Wei Wei knows that she has already done many embarrassing things
      today, so she suspects that he is laughing at her. She sways
      his arm and asks, “What are you laughing about?”

      Xiao Nai turns to gaze at her; the smile in his eyes deepens,
      “Nothing. It just feels like the moment you come, the sky is
      clear.”

      Hey!

      There’s no need to be so emotional, okay?!

      Wei Wei glares at him with her face red and her heart pounding.
      But being emotionally affected, it doesn’t look like she’s
      glaring at him at all; it seems more like she’s seducing him.
      Xiao Nai can’t stand it any longer; he lowers his head and
      kisses her.

      Wei Wei immediately feels as if the sound of thunder has come
      back. We’re, we’re on the streets right now, *faint*, what if
      someone sees us? Just as she is worrying about “someone
      seeing them,” Wei Wei senses someone watching her.

      She turns her head subconsciously and sees two identical looking
      four to five year old little girls. With their hair tied in
      pigtails, they stare at Wei Wei and Xiao Nai with their eyes wide
      open with curiosity.

      Oh Lord! Wei Wei wails inside her heart and pulls Xiao Nai
      with her to run away.

      Xiao Nai has never been pulled away in such an undignified
      manner in his life. He doesn’t know whether he should cry or
      laugh.

      “Wei Wei.”

      “Let’s hurry and leave. I’m embarrassed.”

      Wei Wei is out of breath after sprinting for a while. She
      pants heavily, but still doesn’t let go of Xiao Nai’s hand and
      continues to drag him with her. When they arrive at a clean
      and dry area of grass that hasn’t been dampened by the rain, Wei
      Wei finally lets go, drops to the ground, and doesn’t move.

      Xiao Nai takes a seat beside her.

      Both of them don’t talk for a moment.

      The night breeze is filled with a light scent of grass and trees
      after the rain, making you be engulfed in its freshness. But
      perhaps it’s more so due to the scent of the person sitting beside
      her. Wei Wei suddenly realizes that she has an urge to sit
      even closer to him, so she quickly turns her head away and pretends
      to brush some of the grass beside her.

      After a while, she remembers something, “How come you’re not
      asking why I’ve suddenly come back?”

      Is it necessary to ask? Xiao Nai looks at her in
      question.

      Stop being so full of yourself, okay? Just ask! Wei
      Wei pressures him with her gaze.

      Xiao Nai gives in and asks, “Alright. Wei Wei, why did you
      suddenly come back?”

      Wei Wei answers in satisfaction, “I’m here for an internship.
      I couldn’t find a suitable job at home. Your company
      hires interns, right?”

      Xiao Nai says in a serious manner, “We have very high standards
      in hiring.”

      “……I’m only working as an intern, who doesn’t need to get
      paid.”

      “Mm, we have to be even more cautious when it’s free.”

      Wei Wei picks up two strands of grass and throws them at him,
      “What exactly do you want then?”

      Xiao Nai murmurs, “Bribe me?”

      Can he be more shameless?!

      But since beggars can’t be choosers, Wei Wei has no choice but
      to submit, “I’ll treat you to a midnight snack?”

      Xiao Nai rejects like a gentleman, “I’m sorry, other than the
      loveliness of my charming wife, I will not accept any other form of
      bribery.”

      Wei Wei, “…”
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      It doesn’t matter whether Wei Wei did use her lovely charm or
      not, or what the process was. In short, on Monday morning, Xiao Nai
      punctually appears at the foot of Xiao Ling’s building to take Wei
      Wei to the company together.

      Today, Wei Wei is wearing a white blouse paired with a black
      skirt bottom. The description makes it seem very professional, but
      that’s not actually the case. The blouse is a bit childish in
      style. The two sides of the skirt are sewed with folds with a bow
      strapped around her slender waist. She looks both cute and
      classy.

      By chance, Xiao Nai, also, actually has on a simple white shirt
      with black pants. With the two of them walking side by side, they
      look as if they had deliberately wore a couple’s outfit. They look
      both energetic and relaxed, continuously drawing the gaze of those
      passing by.

      Since Bao Gui Garden is quite near to Xiao Nai’s company, the
      two of them walk over. Wei Wei pulls on Xiao Nai’s hand, being both
      excited and nervous the entire way, “What will I be doing once I
      arrive?”

      “What do you like doing?”

      “Eh, I don’t know. It’ll be fine long as I’m doing something.”
      It’ll be even more awkward if she just sits there foolishly.

      Xiao Nai ponders a bit before saying, “You can first go to the
      QA (quality assurance) department for a few days. Once
      you’ve familiarized yourself with Dream Voyage 2, you can go to the
      product management department. YuGong has work in both of these
      departments. You can tail him.”

      “Okay.” Wei Wei nods. After all, she’s still only an university
      student and is completely unaware of the process in a company.
      Whatever Xiao Nai says goes.

      When they’re almost at the company, a thought comes to Wei Wei,
      “You go in first in a bit. I’ll go find YuGong by myself.”

      Xiao Nai looks down at her, “Why?”

      “No reason!” Wei Wei brings out her newest catchphrase and says
      very calmly, “I’m shy, okay?”

      Xiao Nai suddenly understands what it means to shoot oneself in
      the foot.

      However, Wei Wei’s plan of dividing the troops very quickly
      fails.

      When they are 200 meters away from the company building, just as
      Wei Wei is about to part ways with Xiao Nai, a young man with stud
      earrings, wearing black framed glasses, and in very post-modern
      clothing runs by the two of them. After passing them for ten meters
      or so, the young man raises his head and runs back while looking
      back and forth between Wei Wei and Xiao Nai. He has on a look of
      shock, “Boss (usually used to address the leader of a gang),
      I’m not seeing things am I…Can, can this be a new employee of our
      company?”

      Xiao Nai nods, “An intern.”

      Wei Wei smiles at him courteously, a bit curious. Why did this
      person call the Great Master, boos? Can this be how the Great
      Master is addressed in the company?

      Wei Wei has fixed herself up a bit today and is quite
      eye-catching. Thus, her smile has an even more killer appeal to it.
      The post-modern youth is stunned by her smile, his heart
      flickering. However, he quickly sees the beauty’s hand…

      is curled into the crook of the boss’ arm.

      “Boss, can it be, can it be that you two…”

      Xiao Nai takes a glance at him and doesn’t even want to bother
      saying anything.

      The youth quickly grasps the situation, takes two exaggerated
      steps back, turns around, and quickly runs towards the building.
      Wei Wei sees him take out his cell phone from his pocket as he
      runs…and can vaguely hear his voice…

      “…An ultra-beauty has arrived…unfortunately, it’s Boss’
      wife…might as well not have come…”

      Wei Wei is completely speechless. Xiao Nai consoles her, “He’s a
      part of the art department. Keep your distance from them in the
      future.”

      “…He’s clearly a part of the acting department.” Wei Wei
      whispers quietly.

      Thanks to the post-modern youth, before Wei Wei even reaches the
      company, the news of Xiao Nai bringing the future boss’ wife to
      work has already completely spread though the company. Wei Wei’s
      secret infiltration plan has completely failed.

      Even though Xiao Nai has brought Wei Wei to the company, he
      doesn’t actually have the time to take her to familiarize herself
      with the environment. As soon as they arrive at the company, he is
      called away by someone. In any case, Wei Wei has already been
      branded with the “Possession of Xiao” seal — he is quite at
      ease.

      Instead, the relatively lax YuGong takes on the task of bringing
      the new employee around.

      Under the jealous gaze of everyone else, YuGong proudly takes
      Wei Wei towards the QA department. As they walk, he introduces the
      situation at Zhi Yi Technology, “The strength of our company is
      currently concentrated in development. That’s why QAing is quite
      easy. There’s only five departments: product management,
      engineering, art, QA, and executive departments.”

      “That section is the art department,” YuGong nods towards the
      eastern side, “They have the most people and are also the most
      abnormal. Third sister-in-law, you must not go near them. Recently,
      they’ve been catching people to become their NPC (non-player character) models. They didn’t
      even let the looks of someone like me go. Third sister-in-law, you
      must be careful.”

      Wei Wei curiously asks, “Did they base an NPC off your
      looks?”

      YuGong nods.

      “That sounds quite fun.”

      With an expressionless face, YuGong says, “What if that NPC is a
      female brothel keeper?”

      “…”

      “And her name is RuHua (flowery).”

      “…”

      YuGong concludes, “Anyway, they are recently working on NPCs for
      the brothel scenes. You…”

      With unparalleled resoluteness, Wei Wei says, “I will definitely
      stay far away from them!”

      After a few more steps, YuGong says, “That’s the product
      management department over there. The main product manager is your
      husband. There’s also storyline product managers (designer)
      and data product managers. You’ll understand after more
      interactions with them in the future. There are two in there who
      are of our school’s math department.”

      Wei Wei is frozen by the word “husband,” suddenly thinks of a
      question, and interrupts, “I just heard someone call the Great
      Master, Boss?”

      “There are people who calls him that in the company. There are
      some who call him Big Brother Xiao too.”

      “…crime syndicate?”

      “*Sigh*, those of us online aren’t too different from a crime
      syndicate. We rise early and sleep late. Plus, everyone’s age is
      pretty similar. Calling him CEOXiao or Director Xiao is quite
      uncool.”

      Wei Wei recalls her shout of “CEO Xiao” at a certain place the
      day before…and can’t help but shoot two small daggers towards
      YuGong with her eyes.

      Being thick-skinned, YuGong misses it completely, and points
      towards the second on the west side, “The engineering department is
      over there. The engineering department consists of a pile of
      awesome people, especially those on Team A. They’re known as our
      company’s three greatest masters.”

      Masters?

      Wei Wei’s eyes sparkle, “Great Master?”

      “He doesn’t count.” YuGong waves his hand, “There are only four
      people on Team A. Besides your husband, the other three make up the
      great masters. See the one wearing the brown t-shirt?”

      Wei Wei follows along with his gaze.

      YuGong lowers his voice and says mysteriously, “You know of the
      famous hacker, KO?”

      Wei Wei nods. Even someone like Wei Wei who doesn’t really pay
      attention to hackers has heard of the great KO’s name. Saying that
      he is either the top or second best hacker in the country isn’t a
      far stretch.

      “That’s him. Here, he’s called Lao K (Old K).”

      “You, you must be kidding. KO?” Wei Wei is at a loss for
      words.

      “He was brought in by third brother. Seems like they dueled a
      few times. In short, he’s now at our company. Not many people know
      that he’s KO. Don’t tell anyone. I’m only telling you since you’re
      family.”

      …actually, you’ve probably already told this to a lot of people,
      haven’t you?

      “Speaking of which, I still don’t know what that guy is actually
      called. Third brother pays his salary directly in cash. He’s quite
      an expert at playing cool.” YuGong says sourly, “But I think the
      reason he doesn’t say his real name is because…”

      Wei Wei looks at him expectantly.

      “His name is too embarrassing.” YuGong nods with great vigor as
      if to reinforce his credibility.

      “…”

      Wei Wei maintains her silence.

      Then, YuGong points to another person, “The person next to him
      is called Shuang, he’s another master on Team A. But you must
      detour around this person when you see him. Try not to appear in
      front of him.”

      Wei Wei is baffled, “Why?”

      “Third sister-in-law, haven’t you noticed that our company is a
      monastery. Even the front desk receptionist is a man? It’s all
      because of that guy!” YuGong’s face is clearly filled with anger.
      He says while gnashing his teeth, “That guy says that when he sees
      woman, he can’t write any code.”

      So formidable! Wei Wei is mind-blown.

      “But don’t mistake him for some upright gentleman.” YuGong
      continues to issue his own take on it, “In my opinion, it’s because
      that guy is too horny, and doesn’t have enough self control. When
      he sees a woman, his mind becomes confused and tangled, so he can
      only cut women off completely.”

      For a second, Wei Wei feels like she’s in Rivers and Lakes.
      These people seem like the martial art experts in legends each with
      their own eccentricities.

      Wei Wei can’t help but investigate further, “What about the
      other person?”

      “The other one…” YuGong’s face becomes miserable, fixing his
      gaze in a certain corner, “The other one, is that pretty boy.”

      Wei Wei follows his gaze over and says with doubt, “There’s no
      one there.”

      YuGong says, “Look more carefully.”

      Wei Wei takes another careful look and still doesn’t see anyone,
      “There’s no one there, just Senior Beau-…”

      Wei Wei suddenly pauses and turns to look at YuGong in
      surprise.

      YuGong sighs deeply, “I know this is hard for you to accept,
      but, yes, it is him.”

      “Even though he looks like a pretty boy, his character isn’t
      that awesome, and is often very vulgar, as they say, if God gives
      you a shortcoming in something, He’ll definitely give you a strong
      point in something else. That pretty boy’s only strong point is
      that his brain is not too bad.”

      “He was once the top scorer of the sciences in province Z.”

      Wei Wei is thunderstruck. Senior Beauty is actually also a part
      of the Great Master’s core team, a legendary programming master?
      Okay, she also knows that there are a lot of awesome people from
      her school, but, but, MoZhaHim…

      It’s hard to imagine this!

      Can you imagine your usual cheerful boy next-door suddenly
      transforms into a Shaolin master?

      YuGong asks, “Have you become disillusioned?”

      “I’m alright…actually Senior Beauty has quite good manners…” Wei
      Wei says with difficulty.

      YuGong nods his head in acknowledgement, “But, not having good
      manners is also sometimes being a master of manners.”

      “That’s right,” YuGong suddenly remembers something, “you can
      still call me YuGong at the company. That’s what everyone calls me.
      But don’t call Hao Mei, MoZhaHIm.”

      “Then what is he called?” He can’t be called “Hao Mei (Very
      Beautiful)” can he….

      YuGong says indifferently, “He is called Big Brother Mei in the
      Rivers and Lakes.”

      “…”

      “What’s wrong?”

      “Nothing,” Wei Wei also says indifferently, “It’s just that I
      suddenly want to perform breaking stone on chest (Ref. to
      Shaolin master analogy, skillfully trained street
      entertainer).”

      In a paralysis state, Wei Wei continues following YuGong
      forward.

      There isn’t anything to introduce about the admin department.
      YuGong only solemnly warned her, “You must be polite to those in
      the admin department, they determine whether the lunch box you get
      is 3 parts meat, 1 part veggies or 3 parts veggies,1 part
      meat.”

      Wei Wei nods with a solemn expression indicating that she’s
      taken note of it.

      At the end is the QA department. YuGong makes the introduction,
      “There’s not enough people on the QA team right now. We’ll probably
      have a large scale hiring around September. Third sister-in-law,
      you’ll be here for now.”

      After reaching the QA department, and making introductions to
      the manager and staff of the department, YuGong completes his task
      and departs.
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      The QA (quality assurance) department is the least
      technical department in the company compared to others. The
      minimal requirement for a position here is to have experience and
      passion for gaming. Wei Wei is an expert in online gaming
      nonetheless, therefore, she is more than qualified for the job.

      The job of a QA is rather dull; you may need to converse with
      the same NPC continuously to see if there are any bugs, or you may
      need to traverse the same map over and over again……it’s definitely
      not what outsiders think where you only need to play the game
      casually and that’s it.

      The QA department is scheduled to run a few tests on a major
      quest today. Since the department has always been low in
      manpower, they’re more than happy to accept a helping hand.
      The members of the team were originally worried that their
      Boss’s rumored beautiful girlfriend was only here to pass the time.
      Who knew that she only needed to learn the new controls for
      Dream Voyage 2 and she was off to be a pro?

      The manager of the QA department can’t help but feel that he has
      struck gold; he immediately feels approval towards Wei Wei, his
      boss’s future wife.

      Wei Wei is addicted to Dream Voyage 2 the moment she starts
      playing. Even when “Big Brother Mei of rivers and lakes”
      comes and watches her excitedly, she doesn’t respond to him,
      causing MoZhaHim to leave in loneliness. During lunch with
      Xiao Nai in the afternoon, Xiao Nai asks casually, “What did you do
      in the morning?”

      Wei Wei’s eyes gleam as she says, “I tested the water disaster
      quest.”

      Since Dream Voyage 2 has made its biggest effort in imitating
      real weather conditions, the sun will rise and the moon will set in
      the game; there are thunderstorms, bright and breezy days, and
      there are of course, also cloudy and rainy days. Obviously,
      if there are rainy days, some areas may end up being flooded,
      therefore, there is a water disaster quest as a result.

      The system announces that a town has been flooded and asks
      players to help save NPC kids and the elderly, as well as retrieving their
      belongings, which players will be rewarded for. Players must
      have obtained the skill of swimming in order to rescue NPCs to a
      safe place within the specified timeframe. A player’s blood
      level will continuously drop while in the water, so if he/she is
      unable to rescue a NPC and make it to safety, the player will die
      and lose in the quest.

      There will be an after-disaster reconstruction quest; some of
      the tasks include delivering water to places in a drought and
      etcetera. Although Wei Wei has played a lot of online games,
      it’s the first time that she has seen one with so many special and
      interesting multiplayer type quests.

      While she is testing the quests, she overhears people of the QA
      department talk about other quests that involve feeding babies at a
      daycare, performing on the streets, farming and knitting for
      married couples, and more. Even though she has only gotten to
      experience the tip of an iceberg, the intricate and thoughtfully
      constructed quests in Dream Voyage 2 have already wowed Wei
      Wei.

      But what surprises Wei Wei the most, today, is Dream Voyage 2’s
      scenery.

      Elegant and beautiful mountains, vast rivers, dense lush green
      bamboos, and deep secluded valleys; these ordinary and common
      sceneries seem more ethereal and distant in Dream Voyage 2.

      Of course, it’s not only the scenery, but also the smooth and
      elegant actions, and the realistic and wide variety of expressions
      from the characters……

      Wei Wei knew long ago that the 3D engine of Dream Voyage 2 is
      written by the Great Master and not a pre-existing one directly
      purchased from abroad. Therefore, the quality of the
      illustrations and actions are extraordinary. But before she
      got a chance to see the game, she didn’t think the Great Master’s
      engine would have such beautiful sceneries and elegant actions.

      But then again, knowing that it’s the Great Master and his great
      team, Wei Wei feels that it’s only normal……

      Speaking of the engine, not only will Dream Voyage 2 rake in a
      good amount of money with it, just by selling the engine itself to
      other gaming companies will make the Great Master’s company
      rich.

      She and Xiao Nai return to the office after lunch. In
      order to avoid being taken back to the “scene” by the Great Master,
      Wei Wei proactively and enthusiastically goes to visit Senior
      Beauty whom she neglected in the morning.

      Xiao Nai smirks and doesn’t stop her. He doesn’t like to
      be glued to someone in public places. But when a bug was
      found in the game in the afternoon, he showed up at the QA
      department and conveniently did some troubleshooting for them.

      The members of the QA department felt very vexed at the time;
      they were basically saying in their hearts: We can actually resolve
      this ourselves! Boss, you don’t need to come do this
      yourself!

      After a few days of testing, Wei Wei can’t help but feel that
      Dream Voyage 2 is very different from other games that she has
      played in the past; not only because of its intricate and detailed
      artwork, its profound historical background, and other things.
      However, she can’t pinpoint the overall experience until one
      day when she reads the details on Dream Voyage 2’s proposal, where
      she finally realizes what it is.

      Dream Voyage 2 gives a sense of liveliness.

      Dream Voyage 2’s world is ever changing and never static;
      flowers bloom and wither, the moon may be bright or dull, and
      characters are lucky sometimes or not so much at other times.
      A pot of peony in the garden may be full of buds, and when
      you go back a few days later, it may already be in full bloom.
      A pub in the city may be crowded with customers yesterday,
      but be out of business the next day. A girl from the West may
      be waiting for her special someone to appear, but she could be
      married to someone in the East on the next month. Even the
      NPCs working at the shops change shifts and take vacation.

      Even with such little changes to the NPCs and the environment,
      it gives players a sense of dynamism; getting rid of the stagnant
      and programmed feeling in the majority of online games.

      Dream Voyage 2 has taken care of every aspect; like the gameplay
      for stealing the bride/groom; or the martial arts technique
      designs; or the career development of a character (study, become an
      official, increase rank, and call upon armies for war battles–you
      may reference western games)…

      Many magnificent and wonderful ideas can be seen in the game,
      but Dream Voyage 2’s most unique aspect is that it places daily
      life simulation and engaging in the martial arts world in parallel;
      players in Dream Voyage 2 can venture in quests and battles of the
      rivers and lakes, or they can stay far away and live their own
      lives.

      This is very uncommon in online video games. Online games
      are usually defined; war games will be war games, daily life
      simulation games will stay as daily life simulation games.
      Even if a war game has daily life simulations, they are only
      subpar to the main gameplay.

      It’s not that the gaming companies don’t want to make them, they
      just can’t. In order for local companies to save money, the
      majority of them will buy engines written by other companies from
      abroad; and these imported engines either focus mainly on battles
      and make daily life simulations as supporting gameplay, or they
      focus mainly on daily life simulations and make battle gameplay
      support. Therefore, local online games that are made with
      imported engines are more or less the same with restricted
      gameplay.

      But since Xiao Nai is developing his own engine, he can of
      course, step outside of this restriction and come up with his own
      ideas freely.

      Nonetheless, these new gameplays are only a small part of game,
      the truly innovative part of Dream Voyage 2 is actually its daily
      life simulations; it has both C\S (client-server, download and
      install game) and B\S (browser-server, online browser
      game) integrated.

      To explain it simply, the game will function between those who
      have installed the game on their computers and those who access it
      online via the website.

      Here’s a good scenario.

      For example, you plant a pot of flower in your home garden in
      Dream Voyage 2, but when the flower blooms, you are at work and
      cannot access the game, so what should you do? You simply
      just need to open the online website version of Dream Voyage 2, and
      you’ll be able to sit in your office and watch your flowers
      bloom.

      Another example would be if you have a son who needs to eat
      three meals a day and you don’t want to leave him with the system’s
      daycare, what should you do? You can feed him via the online
      website version while you’re at work.

      It will only be a matter of time before these functions also
      extend to a mobile version.

      All the gaming companies are putting in their best efforts to
      transport their games to an online website version so that it can
      be played by people in the workforce, as well as the few who
      install it onto their computers. However, at this time, there
      is no online 3D game that has been able to combine the gaming
      worlds between installed games and games played in browsers.

      Dream Voyage 2 will be the first of its class.

      It is definitely a genius innovation.

      “Not only so, you can reverse your thought.” Xiao Nai says
      calmly, or at least looks very calm while speaking as he listens to
      Wei Wei’s complements after work one day.

      “Mm!”

      “Before the complete testing is done, Dream Voyage 2’s daily
      life simulation game will be available on the website version.”

      Eh? That is really news, but what is the motive for doing
      this?

      Wei Wei starts to think.

      Seeing how she is stuck on the thought, Xiao Nai gives her the
      hint, “And then we will play a promotional video of the 3D game on
      the website.”

      Wei Wei understands immediately.

      After the web players see their delicate and beautiful home
      gardens in 3D, it’ll definitely spark their interest to take a
      look, and then……

      The outcome can be expected.

      The Great Master’s tactic is truly ambitious; he wants to
      capture all kinds of players without a doubt.

      Wei Wei can feel her blood rushing as she continues to
      think.

      What about players who don’t like to hack and slash? They
      of course don’t need to fight monsters and upgrade their skill
      levels; they can plant vegetables and harvest them, raise pigs and
      ducks, weave and sew clothes, or study cooking……but, if you feel
      being a farmer is too boring, you can find a master to learn how to
      fight and travel in the rivers and lakes; there is no stopping you.
