For that reason, assuming if

their name will be like ‘Sora’ or ‘Jikan’, it didn’t really have a visual from

the name theme.

The humans might try to put some obstacles in the way, but that’s not a

problem.

There is an entire ogre clan numbering around 1500 and 5000 youma

followers in this large forest anyway.

all of his followers.

Take all of your forces and charge toward the human nest immediately!!

right man for the job?). After that, he spread out a biggish paper (Unlike

the game, the paper spread rate is pretty high. Some kind of parchment

which was kinda beyond looking like a relic) that was placed on top of the

official desk.

It looked like the laid out paper was a map of the surrounding

environment which played an important role for this town.

It was quite a simplification and on top of that the terrain scale and the

location was a bit off. Maybe the measurement technique was

underdeveloped, or it was on purpose because the real details were a

military secret, I don’t really know about those circumstances but well, as

an outline, the map wasn’t wrong.

Although for me, I have the player essential skill ‘Automatic Mapping’

(The skill draws in a 500m radius centering at the spot the player was at.

The skill couldn’t be used on some dungeons and the like), before I came



to Arra city Ten’gai easily flew me around the area, the map was built up

in my head almost like a GPS.

Nonetheless, it is unnecessary to reveal what my hand is, so I pretended

to view that map with great interest.

“By the way, does the young lady know a phenomenon called a

‘stampede’?”

Ah… I don’t know any stampede other than a pro wrestling technique.

Perhaps he already anticipated me, who tilted my head in confusion.

“Once in a while in this big forest, on average in an interval of every 15



years, something happens for a short time over several months, the

massive monsters movement phenomenon.”

“Leader? In short something like a field boss is it?”

“What’s that? The one who is the leader is not simply leading a bunch of

followers, it’s a demon that evolved to the extent of uniting the whole

forest together, in other words that fellow is the ‘King’. In that situation

there would be various kinds of monsters, but every last of them is still the

same; they possess a monstrous strength.

Actually when I was young, the reason the stampede occurred was

because of the ‘Treant King’. That bastard grew roots from underground

and sucked 100 adventurers of their blood at the same time.” Gald

reminiscing his past.

“Hee? You defeated that? That’s a great kill.”



“To be fair the basis of that one is a tree monster after all. Its main

body’s movement is slow, it’s also weak to fire, so with all gunpowder and

fire magicians, and something like elementaler whom also cooperating, we

can shave off the roots little by little from a long distance. In the end all

the A ranks struck together at its main body and burnt it and, that’s all.”

“Hmm, well that’s the proper way of defeating it. At any rate since there

is something like a field boss class, I think maybe you should leave it to

someone like a warrior who could defeat it solo, or the legendary S rank

adventurer.”

“You mention something like an S rank, but how many S ranks do you

think exist in this world?! Just to merely summon them, how much time

and money do you think it would take!?” Frank angrily rebuke me.

Oh, the S rank really exists! Look like this will be a bit more fun.

“However, the opponent right now doesn’t have such a weakness, on top

of that they have mobility, making this the worst trouble.”

Really irritatedly, Collard clicked his tongue.

Ah~ so it was like that.

From the flow of this conversation, the ‘stampede’ would be occur when

a new ‘King’ is born.

“This problem began about 1 week ago, it started when contact from the

pioneering village adjacent to the forest completely stopped.”

To say it bluntly, I don’t have anything to do with this discussion. Even

today I was planning to leave this town.

My words made both these 2 guild higher ups cross their gazes

uncomfortably.

Hmmmm, they were communicating with me even though I’m a

vampire princess though. I doubt these guys have already given up before

they try it.

Or perhaps, let’s just try to simulate it first.

My followers (monsters) will attack the human town.

An envoy comes along with a white flag raised.

It’s the human beings.

Then, I’ll try tasting them a bit.

…Sorry, discussion is impossible. It’s edible just by the sampling taste.

“Well numbers against numbers, there are military forces for times like

this after all, what about calling the forces to defeat them?”

“Of course, we called for aid from the country, but something like an

army can’t move from one area to another so easily. It happens through

parliament approval, gathering the unit that’s scattered in various places,

and then organizing it till its departure. At worst it takes several weeks, so

it’s not the best for a time like this, is it?”

Uwaah~, so troublesome~. Shouldn’t a voice from the king be enough to

move them since this is a kingdom?

In my own place I don’t need to give a shout, let alone rally the army,

even a certain ramen shopkeeper is always fully motivated to go into a

battle.



“Then, there is no choice but to hold out in siege until those armed

forces come, right?”

“That’s also impossible, like how the town was named a free city, it has

nothing but a miserable amount of wall.”

“In that case shouldn’t everyone just abandon this city and escape?”

“―You bitch, all this time you’re just messing around! How many of our

As for your sacrifice, our own bodies became the alarm, warning you

that danger is aproaching. Their reply would be kind of like that right?”

“…It just as you say, everything that happened is my own

incompetentness. However, as the Arra City adventurer guild leader, it’s

my duty and responsibility to protect this town. To speak honestly, just

this once, please lend us your power.”

As an important traffic point, various main roads run through the flat

terrain. Travelers would be very grateful for it, but the open area has no

shelter or detour routes and the view range is wide, so other than clashing

with an enemy head on, almost no tricks could be used in fights.

“…A trench is the best we could do huh? But it would be nice if we had

the chance to dig up the trench.”

While viewing the enemy rider who rode on the top of a beast type

monster, Vice Guild Leader Gald muttered to himself with a bitter face.

It doesn’t matter what way the opponent is being lead by the ogre king,

it’s still a monster after all. Not using their mind and trusting only their

instinct, the monsters should be rushing headlong towards the city, but

contrary to expectations, the enemy movement is so surprisingly well

organized that the first part of the plan is beginning to fall apart.

The plan was to dig the trench and lie in wait to ambush, forming

groups to target the masses of enemies that come to attack. First, the

initial strike would be conducted by archers and catapults from a long

distance. Next, when the enemy gets disorderly, magicians and

elementalists who hid in the trench would conduct the attack from a

middle distance.

At that time, from the same trench several adventurers who were

escorting and standing by will leap out, scatter individually, and attack the

enemies.

With the situation fully in chaos, the military troops would be the main

hammer joining in and in one fell swoop, aim for the ogre king head.

That’s how was the plan on the human side, but it appears on the

monster’s side, they are going to use the riders to reach the humans

quickly and seal off this side’s archers and magicians. Then with that, the

main force would come surging in. It seems they plan to bring themselves



close to get into hand to hand combat and have an overwhelming

position.

“―I hope they were brought down by the archers and magicians before

getting closer.”

I don’t have field experience, so for that reason I left all the rights to

command this battle to you and with me as the best magician here, I am

going to the front lines. Thinking about Collard, Gald gulps down his

bitter saliva.

While gazing aimlessly at the front of the battle operation command

post, a pavilion which extended atop the grasslands, there was a face

among the armed adventurers that he recognized, reflexively he called out

to that person to halt.

But why is it that, inside of my chest, there is a swirling of mist?

I don’t think it’s that I want to help human beings because I was

originally a human.

In the first place, my impression of the monsters that I have met ever



since I resurrected here was that their behaviors are all similar to human

beings, if I leave out their brutish appearances. There’s no need for me to

distinguish them.

That is like one having a height of 3m, green skin, 8 eyes, 3 fangs in its

mouth which breaths fire, and having 7 arms in total. You will realize they

are different when seeing them for a bit ―By the way, the time when I

unexpectedly met him on my way back returning from the restroom at

midnight, I made a soundless scream. “~~~~~~?!?” I think I would have

completely wet myself if I had met him before I got to the bathroom ―But,

they show anger, they show laughter, they grieve, and they show their

actions, the like of which humans keep a secret since they tie it very to

profit and loss. The monsters are very honest, and I like that.

Therefore the scene below, for me, it’s like watching a war in a distant

country.

…However, something is making me not fully satisfied.

“Rose of War Fire (Anne of Geierstein)!”

In an instant, the dress I wore disappeared, and changed into a dress

with a black rose attached. (it had the same design since the crafter is the

same) It was a bustier dress with more exposure around the collarbone.

Even my socks changed into short line that cover until above my knees.

This is fencer equipment which was created from the highest level

defensive equipment with eight successful reinforcements (I got cold feet

in the middle though). It’s exclusive equipment with a supplementation

effect on AGI (agility) for nimbleness, and CRT (critical) to increased hit

ratio, “Rose of War Fire (Anne of Geierstein)!”

"Blessing of Rose (la Vie en Rose)"

The black pouch on my waist disappeared, in exchange jet black wings

growing from my back.

It's not a transformation; this "Blessing of Rose (la Vie en Rose)" is

originally a boss drop "Mattle of the Blue King." In the hands of a crafter

its appearance changed into that of a paid gacha item “The Wings of a



Fallen Angel” a back equipment item. It’s a convenient item that increases

AGI (agility), DEX (dexterity), plus MAG.A (Magic Attack) for attack

power with magic.

“Iron Rose (Eiserne Jungfrau)!”

A black long glove appeared, the half fingers type, which covered my left

hand till my upper left arm plus a fresh rose with a crawling ivy design

appeared on one side.

Even though the appearance was like that, it is a shield. It increased AGI

and VIT (vitality) by a huge amount, an exclusive equipment that was just

for me “Iron Rose (Eiserne Jungfrau)”

Moreover as my headdress, earrings, necklace, and shoes all changed

into serious equipment, Ten’gai who followed after me let out a growl and

also changed to human form with sparkling radiance.

However, different from his usual tuxedo appearance, now he is in his

knight form wearing golden armour and carrying a great sword. (Demon

subordinate’s (pet) best equipment, “Supreme Ruler” series) He can

almost can be mistaken as a king from somewhere.

Then, at the same time, three figures fall from the sky, together with

Ten’gai surround me from 4 directions and kneel toward me.

“You’re late, Mikoto, Kokuyou, Utsuho!”

Hearing Ten’gai’s dissatisfied voice, the three of them bowed deeper.

Mikoto—who as I thought didn’t wear her maid uniform but combat

equipment which let a silver shine, an armour which was more like a

leotard with no additional cloth nor metal, a long boot of the same

material, long gloves that cover half of her arms, iron alice band, and a

sacred cane that taller even than herself—answer as their representative.

“It’s truly inexcusable for us being late, princess.”

“Nevertheless this is the first battle together with the princess after 100

years. The demon generals from round table, and those who heard about

this matter in the castle, nominated themselves one after another and

made the discussions take longer.”



Utsuho who is in human form like usual (if she was serious she could

grow more than 50m into a nine tailed fox) wearing shrine maiden outfit—

though in her head there’re two white fox ears, and from the cuff of her

kimono nine pure white tails poked out—answered Ten’gai with a dull

atmosphere while covering her mouth with her beloved folding fan.

“Humph. How much is the damage?”

Ten’gai threw a confirming glance toward Kokuyou who was equipped

with black armour and a spear like always, added with a large shield

(Pavis) of the same colour.

Wait, damage…?

“Worry not, I held back so no one died.”

“In exchange, the banquet hall and all rooms attached to it and the

corridor walls, all collapsed.”

Wait a sec---!! What do you guys mean discussing has exchanging fists

first as a default?!

“I see. If it’s only that much then it’s not a problem.”

Nonono, I think that’s a big problem!

I want to shout with all my might, I want to shout but…thinking about

what I’ll do, I’m afraid they’ll rebut me with ‘You’ve no right to say that!’, I

have no choice but endure.

By the way we seemed to talk leisurely but actually during this time the

subordinates of the Orge King plunged forward, attacking. Even so, the

four of them kill them with ease—even without looking—as if swatting a

fly.

Ten’gai has the greatest firepower among all of my demon subordinates

(pets).

Mikoto has the strongest healing ability (even so demon subordinates

(pet) can’t use resurrection).

Kokuyou, the strongest wall, has HP second only to Ten’gai, with

outstanding vitality and superior resistance in all elements except light (as



he is the dark element).

And Utsuho is proficient in all elements except light and darkness.

Serious equipment, the four heavenly kings, actually these are things to

be used in a level 90+ field, so this might be overkill…

Well, it’s better being too strong than too weak. Let’s not mind it.

“—well then, the long awaited talk (battle) is here. It’s a bit unsatisfying

but let’s go inspect our opponent, the Orge King.”

“—Yes!”

The four heavenly beast kings salute and stand.

Well then, where’s our discussion partner~?

“…”

Since l won’t know by just looking, for now let’s go to into the densely

packed monsters randomly.

10 minutes later—

I got lost.

This place is way too wide! I can walk from one side to another (of a

field) when this was a game in five minutes… Or rather perhaps our

discussion partner was also moving?

Even if I have auto mapping, since it didn’t show enemy whereabout it

has no meaning right now.

If I had ranger’s detection skill then I might be able to do something.

…Well there’s no use wishing on something that doesn’t exist. Since it

has become like this then, let’s go with the usual pattern.

“—Ten’gai”

“Yes--!”

“I’m tired of walking. I’ll run so please cover me.”

““!!””



Realizing what I mean the four heavenly kings look tense, but without

waiting for reply I already dashed out and reached top speed in one

breath.

“Those who want to die, come!”





Well then, fundamentally current MMORPGs prohibit PK (Player Kill)

(there’s also server that allows PKing though). For personal battles, either

they need consent of both parties or they need to move to a place that

allows for battles, though it doesn’t really matter for me.

The person in front of the monitor is human, so having grudges or

jealousy is normal.

That’s why most fights are against AI, and even some bosses have

different ways to fight, in the end it’s basically a contest of strength or

frankly “whoever can last longer” will win.

How much damage you can stand, and how much damage you can

inflict.

And in the case where many players work together to beat a powerful

enemy, it’s not an exaggeration to say that whether or not they had

someone to shield the whole party may become the deciding factor of the

battle.

It’s really irrational but having ‘shield’ ‘restoration’ and ‘fire power’

these three types of roles may change the stability on a different level.

Well, some occupations face misfortune because of this though.

And then my job is Sword Master and Saint, at a glance perhaps it’ll be

useful as ‘restoration’ or ‘firepower’, but my race, ‘vampire princess’, has a

special trait that actually reverses this advantage.

This ‘vampire princess’ race basically is a race that is suited for magic

occupations or assassins, with high MAG (magic power), INT

(Intelligence) second only to angels, and having the highest DEX

(dexterity), AGI (agility) among all races. On the other hand, power

related stats like STR (Strength) and ‘toughness’ related stats VIT (vitality)

are lower even than normal humans, in short: paper armor.

That’s why I can’t be used as ‘fire power’. And then since ‘restoration’ is

the most important part of the party because it can heal no matter how

many team mates have died, ultimately it must have ‘toughness’ so they



won’t die before their team mates. In short with ‘vampire princess’

toughness level it also can’t be used.

Then it hit me.

In the end, if the attack doesn’t hit then it’s all ok right?

With that, rather than putting stat points to VIT, I increased the original

strong point of the vampire princess race which was DEX and AGI until I

reach level 99. Added with equipment bonuses, my speed and evasion rate

reach terrifying values.

By the way for monsters, the status only enclosed numerical values of

HP, MP, and depended on ATK (attack) for physical attacks and MAG.A

(magic attack) for magic attack. I haven’t checked everyone’s stats but

perhaps even if they level up it won’t be surprising that I’m still the fastest

in Imperial Crimson.

Nonetheless, no matter how fast numerically I am, if I can’t use it then it

has no meaning--.

In front of me a group of orges stand in my way. From Ten’gai’s and

Mikoto’s hands who chased after me right away fly ‘lightning’ and ‘holy

halo’ respectively—but it’s too slow.

Before their magic reached I had already jumped into the middle of that

group, waving “Sinner of Rose (Gilles de Rais)” in a flash, cutting

numerous heads nearby while unleash Sword Master skill “Nanaten

Kouha (Sword of Seven Heavens Descend) (The tip of the word splits into

seven and kills several enemies in one hit). After I ran through them

finally the ‘lightning’ and ‘holy halo’ hit their targets.

“Ooh! That’s our princess! In the olden days, even among 150 heaven

people, she is the only one who could dodge all of my lightning!”

Ten’gai raised a voice of admiration.

Uh huh, originally in EHO (Eternal Horizon Online) hit decisions and

weak point destruction chances were quite severe. However it seems this

way of fighting suits me the best. At the event of the Golden Dragon

(Naga Raja) invasion, among 150 people who had reached counter stop



and reincarnated 3 times, I was the only one who was able to evade all the

rain of lightning from the sky that was released.

Well I received terrible remarks like ‘Are you a human from the cosmic

era?’ or ‘Your movement is impossibly abnormal’ or ‘This is the second

formal cheat’ though…

That’s why if there’s a marathon match I think I’ll be able to win against

almost ordinary boss level monsters (Ten’gai is impossible though. Also

the attack and restoration amount of ‘Sinner of Rose (Gilles de Rais) is

quite balanced, so my centralization is not wasteful). Nevertheless my

defense hasn’t changed and is still paper-like, that’s why if I receive an

attack from a boss level monster it’ll only take one or two hits before I die.

That’s why when I’m at the castle I can’t let my guard down, seriously.

Then, with this—after I beat them all, there are some proud looking orges

—err when I checked their status window it’s Orge Lord, are they Orge

King’s close aides? They were surrounding an Orge who was twice as big

“—Wha-what’s wrong, princess?!”

The flustered Ten’gai hugged me and stopped my shaking and

staggering body.
