「As I thought, there wasn’t enough bronze.」 

「Eh?」

especially having the upper body be tougher. But Arrow had the same appearance as 

Marcia.

rear. The boat started proceeding ahead with the recoil. 

「Ooh! It moved!」 

The boat then exited the swimming area and gradually picked up speed. 

「Yep, this is quite alright.」

「No, this much is fine. Reiko, how much is your Ether Converter outputting right

「Then can I also give it a ride?」

「Sure. But before that, the owner, Marcia, should give the boat a name.」 

「Hm? R-right. Then… how about 『Cygnus』?」 

「Sounds fine doesn’t it? Well then, to match the name 『Cygnus』…… 《Surface 

Treatment》.」

a white, worthy of the name Cygnus.

In short, bleaching. Although he had actually applied a water proof coating too. Next

「Arrow, come over here for a moment. Okay, 《Plating》」 

He plated Arrow’s surface using the nickel he got when separating the impurities from 

the bronze. And so Arrow became silvery grey and resistant to corrosion. 

「A-amazing! Jin, is it okay already? It okay right?」 

Seeing Marcia who seemed like she could no longer hold on and wanted to ride, 

「Yeah. Be careful.」 

「Great! I’ll be going! I’m counting on you Arrow!」 

「Yes, please leave it to me.」 

「Launching 『Cygnus』!」 

Because Marcia has the highest command priority, the cooperation between Marcia 

and Arrow was smooth at first. Then the boat abruptly started hopping. 

There was a splash of water from the stern as it sailed across the water. Jin having 

seen that, 

「Ah, as I thought, the efficiency of the water wheel still isn’t good.」

knowledge from modern Earth, he wanted to make a screw propulsion system.

A little more manoeuvrability would be great.」 

Even though the catamaran can move straight ahead well because it has a long hull, 

it’s difficult to manoeuvre with sharper turns. 

「Right, but I don’t think we need that manoeuvrability for the competition do we?」 

「Well, that’s true. It’s simply out the harbour, turn and go around the island and 

return to the goal.」 

However, Marcia had one more thing to add. 

「It’s not a bad thing to aim for a better hull though, right?」 

To Marcia who laughed and said that, 

「You’re right. Since progress halts when you become satisfied.」 

Jin also agreed. 

It was nearing evening and the wind was also dying down. Jin and the others decided 

to call it a day. 
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The Cygnus was completed the next day. 

The same day, Marcia went to her part-time fishing job while Jin went back to Hourai 

Island. 

「Well, I wonder if my thinking is correct.」 

Last night, an idea came to his head while he was in bed at the Sea Pavillion 

「《Blower》」 

Jin used basic wind magic. Normally it’s a magic used to blow away rubbish. A strong 

wind was generated which ceased after around 5 seconds. 

「Hmm, as I thought, there’s no recoil.」 

Jin noticed that there was no recoil with most magic. The commonly referred to “law 

of action and reaction” was valid even in a different world.

「Ah. There’s no doubt. Air flow, magic energy flow and magic structure, it’s all as a 

result of examining them.」 

But, Jin let out his breath, 
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「From the operation of Blower and Wind, it’s only good at cancelling part of the 

recoil.」 

From Jin’s extent of understanding, magic is the recorded procedure of invoking the 

(flow) in the world, it starts with the soul of language in the presence of chanting and 

continued by the imposition of mana. 

In a magic item, a “Plate” is used to record and store the “World” procedure (flow)

「This is Reinhardt who I met yesterday, he’s a Magic Engineer in the Shyoro 

Kingdom. He helped me put the fire out. I didn’t put it out by myself.」 

「Oh, I’m Marcia, a shipwright, nice to meet you.」 

After Reinhardt makes a bow lightly to Marcia who said so, 

「Well, well. As Jin introduced me, I am Reinhardt Randall, a magic engineer of the

「I’m Marcia, who rented this dock.」 

「Similarly, Jin.」

「So you know? I’m a person of the Shyoro Kingdom who was invited to participate 

in the golem boat race.」 

Then, the leader salutes.

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Then the leader saluted again, 

「Is that so? Thank you for your work.」 

Then, toward Marcia and Jin, 

「I’d like you to come to the station so we can hear your circumstances.」 

Reinhardt was clearly received with a different attitude. 

In a low voice, Jin said to Reiko, 

「I’ll tell you later, make sure nothing more happens to the ship.」 

Jin gave instructions and went out of the harbor to the office on the outskirts of the 

city block.

Arrow, the golem who’s leg strength was reinforced in particular, the fighting power 

isn’t also so (even by this worlds standards, it’s rather low). So it’s weak to the 

offensive from a foreign enemy. 

「You are the newest younger sister. Well, please rely on me.」 

「YES.」 
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Reiko who made sure of it came back to the hotel. 

 

Reiko does not have to sleep. After Jin went to sleep, she paused quietly while 

investigating the surrounding signs. It should be a condition of it’s state until the 

morning comes. 

「……An intruder?」 

The number of people who forced open the locked back entrance to the Sea Pavilion 

was 2.If Jin who is the absolute master is not in danger, there is no reason to do 

anything.

「Please, do not touch me with such a thing.」 

Reiko had the knife in her hand before anyone noticed it. She folded the knife in two 

with her fingers and then folded it again. (TL: This could be translated as she broke it, 

but I always picture bending in a more humorous light, so I chose that translation 

instead) 

「Hii……」 

As expected, the man who was astonished gave out a small cry. The other one is 

breaking open the lock to the door to enter the Heron room. 

Reiko judged that as time was a priority she would have to change her power output 

to 20% from the standard 10%. 

「Geh!」 

Her fist struck the pit of the stomach of the man in front of her and her knife-hand 

blow struck the neck of the man trying to open the lock instantly knocking them out. 

「Gah!」 

The two intruders collapsed. 

「……fuu」 
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Reiko sighs out of character. Not killing is difficult at 20% power. 

Reiko carries the 2 men under her arm. If a person saw this, it would be very surreal 

to them. 

Without making any noise, Reiko comes down the stairs and out theback entrance 

that the men opened. She inspected her surroundings once more, but there wasn’t 

anything suspicious within 1 kilometer. 

She determined that safety had been secured for a while. 

「Shall I throw them away somewhere?」 

Reiko says as she kicks off the ground.

and dropped the 2 unconscious people there. She didn’t know where it was, but it was

Reiko explained what happened last night to Jin. After Jin heard the story, he folded 

his arms. 
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「Uuun, it’s too early to say.」 

And the affair which showed signs of a series of interference will be linked. 

 

The Magi Craftsman wasn’t found in the end. 

All the Magi Stones had been bought up. 

The quality of bronze he bought was bad. 

The arson at the dock. 

And the intruder last night. 

 

He didn’t notice the magic interference formation at the town hall and the guard 

captain aimed at himself. 

「…..Marcia is being targeted? No, the method of doing so is strange.」 

The interference is meant to prevent Marcia from participating in the competition. 

The reasons for such a thing can’t be thought of though. 

She isn’t a particular favorite an she also isn’t a famous shipwright. 

Reiko did catch the intruder, and if interrogated they could reveal something, but it’s 

too early to say. 

It’s bad to ask Reiko to consider something like that. 

「Oh well, at any rate, I can’t yield to interference.」 

Jin who concluded so for now was preparing and is now coming down to the 1st floor 

slowly. After washing his face, he goes to the dining room and Marcia is already there. 

「Good morning, Marcia.」 
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「Oh, Jin. Good morning. What are we going to do today?」 

After the 2 people quickly ate their breakfasts and fixed their outfits, they hurried to 

the harbor together. 

 

Marcia arrived at the dock where Cygnus floated. Because Luna left a little earlier, 

there was no unnecessary trouble. 

「Well, Jin, please go from here to that harbor, because my boat is there.」 

As she said so and Arrow started to row, Marcia slowly left the port. 

「Well, Reiko, let’s go.」 

「Yes father.」 

Jin gave Reiko the lump of bronze that was about to melt that laid on the rental dock, 

and went to the harbor the fishermen used. 
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「Hey, Jin！」 

Marcia’s voice sounded through the deserted fishermen’s harbor. 

「Not there, a little more to the other side.」 

It’s moved according to the directions. 

A small 2 seater boat was moored at the pier that was becoming misty. 

「Okay, that’s it, you can get in now.」 

Marcia was saying from the shore, so Jin untied the rope and boarded the ship 

followed by Reiko, too. Because it was used to help with fishing ,it smelled of young 

dried fish. 

「You go first, and I’ll go slowly later.」 

Jin calls out to Marcia,

The smell was killed by 1 and <<deodorant>> of engineering magic. (TLFalin: I would 

have thought it would be craftsman magic, but the dictionaries I looked at said 

engineering) 

Then Jin processed a lump of bronze which he gave to Reiko. 

「|Transformation 《Forming》, 《Hardening》」 

He then began forming the bronze by hand as though he were kneading clay. 

He had completed 2 water wheels and a crank like steering wheel. 
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「Later, a bearing huh?」 

Because the ball bearing was impossible now, it was completed immediately with a 

plain bearing. 

「Ok, attach this, and, tto.」 (TLFalin: For those unfamiliar with it, tto is basically a 

grunt made when lifting or moving something.) 

In brief, Jin made a side-wheel steamer. He attached the waterwheels to both sides of 

the hull. The steering wheels operate the right and left separately. 

It’s been driven by Jin of course, so far Reiko hadn’t though. 

「Ok, Reiko, please turn this and move the ship.」 

Jin then explains to Reiko, the reason the waterwheels on the right and left were made 

independent was to omit the rudder. The ship can be controlled at will by changing 

the rotary speed of the waterwheels.

First, she familiarizes herself with it. She starts slow and gradually gets faster. Reiko 

handled the small boat freely and went out to the shore. 

There were several areas of the sea for practice, and Marcia and others were to the 

east of the harbor. 

 

During this season, the local sea is calm. This is why the competition is carried out 

now. 
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On the sea which had calmed down, several ships were sailing around. One ship was 

the Cygnus. 

「Oh, Jin came…. what’s that?」 

Marcia saw the side-wheel steamer and asked in surprise. 

「Yes, this is better than an oar. To row it, the legs have worse efficiency, but Reiko 

can handle it.」

specialized types, well, it’s a poor idea, isn’t it?」

Reinhardt who spoke out with sexual harassment accidentally fell into the sea after 

Elsa paid out a kick in silence. 

「Good grief, Rai-nii should learn some delicacy.」 

As they are talking, another person approaches them. 

「Hi, Mr. Reinhardt and Ms. Elsa. This must be Marcia, and this is?」 

It was the pompous man, Valentino. 

「This is Mr. Valentino. He’s Mr. Jin.」 

Reinhardt who has climbed up from the sea calls out to Jin while he is still dripping 

wet. 

「Ah, so he had such a name, excuse me. Well, Ms. Elsa, Marcia, how’s your condition 

today?」 

As though he couldn’t care about a man, Valentino focuses his attention only on Elsa 

and Marcia. Reiko is too young and doesn’t seem to have caught his eyes. 

Marcia seems depressed to be looked at in such a manner. 

「I am excellent. It’s pleasant weather so it would be fun to start the qualifier early.」 
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And, as if Elsa doesn’t feel his eyes, 

「A decent finish, …. for Mr. Valentino.」 

After Valentino bows with his thin chest that has no muscle, 

「Perfect! I will take first in the preliminary.」 

He talked big, and then someone appeared from behind Valentino. 

「Mr. Valentino, the preliminaries will start soon.」 

It was a small beauty who put on a red one-piece swimsuit. She was glamorous. 

「Is it Riche? I see, I will go now.」 

And with a pompous bow, 

「Well then, I wish you luck.」 

And then walked out as he said so. 

「As usual, Mr. Valentino.」 

Elsa who was half disgusted. 

「Yes, but that confidence also isn’t groundless.」 

Unusually, Reinhardt said this with a serious tone. 

And voice by <<loudspeaker>> sounds through harbor. 

「Now then, we will soon start the 10th Golem Boat race preliminaries, participants 

board promptly and get ready.」 

「Well then, I’m off」 

Marcia calls out to Jin. 
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「Let’s each do our best.」 

Reinhardt said as he left together with Elsa. 

Jin saw the three of them off. 

「When the competition starts, there will be nothing for me to do anymore. I believe 

Marcia is an arrow that can only be watched.」  

「Yes, and I am your arm Father.」 

And Jin and Reiko went to the dedicated staff seating. 

◊ – ◊ – ◊ 

「Now, the 10th annual golem boat race will begin, and we have a record high number 

of participants and even many from out of town too, it’s an unprecedented upsurge.

」 

The live coverage uses 《loudspeaker》, so the voice sounds to every corner of the 

harbor that is the meeting place. 

「We have invited a young Magic Craftsman, Bernardo, whom is the pride of our 

country for commentary.」 

「I’m Bernard and it’s a pleasure to be here today and see so many different golem 

boats.」 

「Now, Bernard, could you explain the competition in a way that a visitor who came 

sightseeing from a foreign territory could understand?」 

Of the spectators, who were in the pay seats in the harbor, more than half were 

tourists and the rest were of the local populace. 

 

「Let me see, to put it briefly, it is a competition of speed, but the special parts are 

where a golem propels the ship and a woman steers it.」 
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「In this case it means that performance of the golem means a lot.」 

「Yes, that’s also true, but the operations also cannot be ignored. Today’s preliminary 

is just a competition of simple speed, but for tomorrow’s competition they will have 

to go through several checkpoints which also requires navigation.」 

「I see, then cooperation between the ship operator and the golem is important?」 

「That’s right, just as it’s important for a coachman and a horse the ship operator also 

needs to control the golem.」 

「Thank you very much. Now, the participants and their ships seem ready to start 

soon in the harbor.」 

 

As this was said, the ships were lining up in their participation application order and 

slowly went around the harbor following the guide ship. 

Before the chairman floats a large magic screen so the audience can get a good look at 

it. 

「This year, ship operators are wearing a customized swimsuit showing off their 

limbs to the audience without regret.」 

「The swimsuit has a very unique design, right?」 

Jin didn’t think that the figurine he made for the test would be this popular, either. 

「Bernard, can you tell us about some of the teams?」 

「Well, first, the team that stands at number one “Elias’s Glory”. This is the team of 

Mr. Valentino who is one of the 3 aides of Marquis Hudson, he has Miss Riche who was 

a runner up last time as a ship operator, and the golem is a product of Sir Valerio. It 

can be said it has cornered the position of favorite.」 

「That’s right, I can imagine the strength just by seeing the huge upper body of that 

golem. If an oar is used by that arm, it should be able to achieve terrible speeds.」 
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The picture reflected in the 《magic screen》 changes. 

「In the third is the Blue Marine team which is an invitation team and Reinhardt’s 

team of four men of the Randall count family and are also excellent magic craftsmen 

so they can’t be overlooked can they?」 

The ship fills a large part of the magic screen. 

「Are you promoting the mermaid type golem “Lorelei” and the boat with a shallow 

hull?」 

The emcee explains while examining the documents on hand. 

「The ship operator is Elsa, Reinhardts cousin and the daughter of the viscount. Elsa 

is also a mage like you.」 

An especially big shout of joy broke out when I explained so it. 

 

「Really, Reinhardt was from a count family.」 

「You have a relation to the status with a count, huh?」 

Then the introduction of the player continues, but there is not the thing which is 

particularly new for Jin either. But, 

「Oh? What is that?」 

It is athlete’s number 27. What are those huge wings that grow at the back of the 

golem? 

 

「Bernard, it’s an interesting golem, isn’t it?」 

「Let me see. When a waterfowl flies out, it flies on the surface of the water, did you 

reference that?」 
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「The width of the ship was defined as four meters or less, but there’s no limits on the 

golem.」 

「Yes, but with those wings the weight will be considerable.」 

When seeing the golem and the whole metal ship, it sank fairly well into the water and 

its weight could be imagined. 

 

「Hm? What’s that?」 

Jin looked slightly interesting. 

Athlete number 28, team “Sea Bird”. The hull was a slim canoe type, but a supporting 

hull called the outrigger was attached to both sids. 

「It’s the fascinating shape, isn’t it?」 

Reiko says 

「No, if a wave is calm, that is good, but the weight of the hull of the middle hangs 

over the roof truss and may compromise when a large enough wave lifts one of the 

outriggers.」 

Jin explains. 

「I see, you don’t have the worry by a catamaran of my team, right? 」 

Reiko says as she consents. 

「Oh. But it will be effective in this calm sea. In addition, that golem…」 

Jin was worried about the golem that had four arms. Naturally, it has four oars. The 

pattern of the short oar was seen clearly. 

「It may be the desperate plan in which you can’t have a long oar by the one with an 

outrigger, but it isn’t bad.」 
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「Now then, the dark horse, a unique team who’s athlete number is 35, “MJR”.」 

Jin’s and others team is introduced at the end. 

「The shape of the ship is different, isn’t it?」 

「That’s right. The shape is that of 2 thin ships that were lined up. It can be said that 

this emphasized stability. And what you should pay attention to is the propulsion 

system.」 

「What is it? It seems to be a water mill.」 

It greatly resembles <<Cygnus>>. With it’s strange shape it puts the audience in a 

buzz. 

「It’s a water mill that water flows around, but this is the reverse, isn’t it? The reason 

which is turning a water mill and is kicking water. This seems fascinating.」 

The introduction of the participating teams ended with the 35th Cygnus team at the 

end. The preliminaries are starting shortly. 
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「For the qualifiers, you have to sail out the harbour, around the distant rock and 

return to the harbour. This will done in groups of five boats, the top two boats can 

proceed to the race tomorrow.」 

The explanation of the competition continued. 

「Since there are 35 teams participating this year, teams 1, 8, 15, 22 and 29 will be in 

the first set.」 

Jin’s Team 『ＭＪＲ』 is team 35 and is in the last set. 

「Well then, it is qualifying round one!」 

It is the set where Glory of Elias, team 1, belonging to the snobbish man Valentino is 

in.  

Everyone in this set wore red swimsuits. Each qualifying block seems to have a 

different colour swimsuit. 

 

From what Jin saw, the hulls of the five teams are thin like a canoe. The 5 boats were 

all using oars to row the boat, all five looked natural but the golem on Glory of Elias 

stood out as the strongest one. 

「He must have employed an excellent Magi Craftsman with his status and money.」 

His imagination was right on target. However, every team is more or less doing this 

and it isn’t a particularly bad thing.

「Hmm, as expected, power doesn’t mean everything.」 

Jin murmured. The golem on Glory of Elias was equipped with an oar twice as big as 

the others.

「Team 1, Glory of Elias, has reached the end and turned back!」 

Because a ship with a Magic Eye was acting as a broadcast relay, images could be sent 

to a magic Screen, from there, the audience could also see clearly.

The power is also included in the commentary. 

「Un, it doesn’t have to match the shape of the hull. but even in a catamaran, it can 

still be propelled between the two.」 

Jin analysed the disadvantages and vulnerable points of the golem Lorelei. 

In the meantime, set 3 ended quickly for the number 1 position. This was also a big 

victory with a 500m difference between second place. 

Qualifying rounds 4 and 5 progressed but there were no teams catching Jin’s eye. 

 

In round 6 the is a group with Feather Golems. The colour of the swimsuit is light blue. 

「3, 2, 1, start!」 

「Oooo、team 27, its wings have expanded! The wings are flapping!」 

「There is a considerable force. The ship lifted slightly.」 

As well as producing a driving force by flapping its wings, the feather golems also lift 

the ship up slightly, reducing resistance. 

 

「However, the efficiency is too bad.」 

Murmured Jin, team 27 had been in second place right after the start, but whether it 

was due to the unreasonable golem or magical power shortage it increasingly slowed 

down and ended up at the rear. 

「However, the idea was interesting」 
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After all that, it came to the goal last. 

 

And then the final qualifying round. The operators of our block wore a dark blue 

bathing suit. 

「Now, today’s last race, qualifying round 7 is about to begin!」 

The cheers went up after the commentators voice. Jin payed attention. As well as 

Marcia, team 28 had a golem with four arms. 

「It seems that team 28 has just had a golem change, Bernardo will explain.」 

「That’s right. It is said that a master craftsman Mr. Giordano made it.」 

「Eh? Wasn’t he the person who made the golem of the team that took last year’s 

victory?」 

「That’s right. Because of this attention will be necessary. More than that, I also have 

an interest in team 35.」 

Here, the topic of Cygnus came out. 

「Ha, I had also said that at the time of the parade.」 

「Yes. It’s also interesting that the golem looks just like the operator. Let’s pay 

attention.」 

And the final qualifying round begins. 

「5, 4, 3, 2, 1, Start!」

「Hou, it’s rowing like an ant moving, interesting.」 
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Jin was a little impressed. On the other hand, Marcia was in second place. Jin watched 

the situation. 

「It looked like Marcia had an idea. Arrow was far from expending all it’s energy. She 

probably thought that ones abilities shouldn’t be shown before the finals tomorrow.

」 

「But, Otou-san, she didn’t tell you anything.」

with Marcia in second place.

「That’s right, a race suitable for the final qualifying round.」 

「However, why didn’t No. 35 start with that speed from the beginning?」 

There was the natural question. 

「That’s right, I will guess here, based on the construction, the burden on the 

waterwheel is great when moving at full speed. It is likely they have saved it in 

preparation for tomorrows race.」 

While it is a plausible answer, they have misjudged Jin. After all, the moving parts are 

reinforced with Adamantium, there is no worry that it could be broken with Arrow’s 

energy. 

But in the play by play seat, 

「Indeed, the reason was because of the uneasiness about the durability.」

「Yes, Father.」 

Slower than when they came, Jin and Reiko began to return. 
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「Number 35 has appeared! Fast, very fast! They’ve just caught up with number 3 in 

2nd place!」 

「Yeah, it seems that number 35 is really showing their ability now.」 

The play by play commentary of the rapid advance was a real eye opener.They were 

now aware of the team of a nameless shipwright and magic craftsman that was known 

by no one 

They are competing for the top position. 

「Atto, number 35 finally reached second place! Now they are aiming for the top!」 

Number 1 who was in the lead, Riche of Elias’s Glory began to fret. The golem 

specialized for rowing which a master craftsman and Lord Valerio made. 

Although they are advancing at almost full power, another team is approaching them 

and putting pressure on them. 

「I have my pride too!」 

Riche changed the course of the ship slightly as she muttered. 

「Argh! Clever jerk!」 

Marcia spat out. Riche moved her ship to block Marcia’s course. 

「But, the other side seems flustered too.」

「Big brother Rei, everyone has one or two things they can’t tell others about.」 

When Elsa said so, Reinhardt also thought it was unsuitable to continue so he backed 

down. 

 

「Sorry, but, some day I’ll be able to invite you guys to my home.」 

When Jin said so in a semi-diplomatic manner, Reinhardt took the bait.

It’s normally a topic that people don’t want to talk about, but after winning the 

championship and being in high spirits, drinking wine and becoming slightly 

intoxicated, Marcia began to talk about her problems before her participation.
