“Ah, Duston, sorry but they don’t really have much time either so if you could get the 

materials soon that’d be a great help…”

Although in reality she too wanted to hear more from Jin who was considered the 

inventor of the pump. 

“Mph, ah, I suppose. Is there anything you want? I say, but it’s not like my place has

“Iron will do. After that, if it’s alright please let us watch you work for a while.” 

“Hm? I’ve got plenty of iron so that’s fine. But watching me, well, I don’t mind but is

it in the furnace. 

This time he stared at it carefully and when he estimated that the knife had turned 

orange he took it out and immersed it in water at one go.

“Now then, with this the quenching is complete. Finally comes tempering.” 

Duston muttered an explanation and once again gripped the kitchen knife with the 

pliers. 

This time he warmed it up above the furnace without putting it inside. He kept it like 

that for a while then took it away from the furnace. 

“It’s done.” 

After waiting for the metal to cool and using the file to clean up the surface, he 

sharpened it with a whetstone. Finally he added a handle.

“Hannah, were you watching? Your grandfather made lots of things just like that.”

“Mm. I came to understand just how kitchen knives and other edged tools like that are 

normally used are made. It’ll be useful.” 

“Right. Also, the final quenching and tempering is very important for iron and steel.” 

Jin explained. Of course, Elsa threw back a question. 

“What do you mean?” 

“You see, steel is a variety of iron, and when it’s heated until it’s the color of a Citran 

and rapidly cooled down it becomes harder. That’s quenching.” 

“Mm.” 

“But if you leave it just like that then it’ll be hard and brittle and will soon break. So to 



  

make it more tenacious it has to be tempered. That can be done by warming it up to 

the point that droplets of water spilled on it begin skittering around, then letting it 

slowly cool down.” 

“Mm, I understand.” 

“Whether you know this or not has an effect on the quality of the Magi Craft.” 

Once Jin had explained that far, Duston came nearby with a grim look on his face. 

“H–hey, youngster! Who did you hear that secret from? Normally a master teaches that 

only when you’ve become qualified, right? Even I was taught it only when I had 

reached my thirties!”

“Elsa, come over here for a bit.… Listen, to examine the composition of this iron you 

can use [Analyse], but you won’t be able to understand substances you’re not familiar 

with. So knowledge is important.” 

Jin said and after once again using the [Analyse] magic to confirm the composition for 

himself, he told Elsa to give it a try. 

“Mm. [Analyse].” 

It went well on the first try, but, 

“…I could somehow tell what was iron. But everything else is a mess and I couldn’t tell 

what was what at all…” 

Elsa said with a frown. 

“Haha, that’s natural. Look, [Extraction] copper. [Extraction] silicon. [Extraction] 

sulfur. [Extraction] phosphorus. ” 

Jin used [Extraction] four times on the large ingot. With it, although the amounts were 

small, copper, silicon, sulfur, and phosphorus were separated from it. They all were in 

amounts small enough to fit in the palm of your hand, but considering they were 

impurities it was an amount that couldn’t be disregarded. 

“Look, these are the impurities. Each one of them are pure substances, so give a go at 

using [Analyse] on them.” 

“Mm. [Analyse].… Ah.” 

“How is it?” 

Elsa looked a little surprised so Jin asked. Elsa blushed and, 

“I can kind of recognize copper and sulfur.” 

Since they both were materials she was kind of familiar with, even Elsa became able 

to differentiate between them. 



  

“Alright. Since taking too much time would probably be a bother, let’s stop today’s 

lesson here. Watch me do the rest.” 

“Mm.” 

Jin ended lecturing Elsa and resumed making the kitchen knife. Behind him it seemed 

like Duston’s jaw had become disconnected but he didn’t notice it. At the side, Reiko 

was proudly throwing out her chest. 

“[Separation]. [Forming].” 

Jin separated a necessary amount of iron using Craft Magic. With the next magic he 

changed the shape of the iron in his hand into a kitchen knife. 

“Alright, let’s have the shape like this I suppose. I’d want to use [Heat Treatment] next 

but there’s a bit too little carbon for that, huh.” 

Jin had checked it and the carbon content was about 0.5 percent. The amount of 

carbon was the most important component that determined the hardness when 

quenching, and for a kitchen knife a carbon content of 0.8~1.2 percent was suitable. 

“[Carburising].” 

He then decided to draw carbon from the carbon dioxide in the air and mix it with the 

iron. This magic could only mix the carbon with the surface, so he used the 

[Homogenize] Craft Magic to make the composition uniform. 

He repeated this multiple times until the carbon percentage was one. That was 

suitable. 

“Alright, Elsa, pay attention now. [Heat Treatment].” 

Since he did it slowly, Elsa was able to perceive the kitchen knife Jin held instantly 

heating up, rapidly cooling down, then heating up once more and returning back to 

the normal temperature, all while observing the flow of the Magic Energy. 

“Isn’t it hot?” 

Elsa asked with worry as, although it was for just an instant, she had sensed the 

temperature grow until the iron was Citran-colored (orange). 



  

“Yeah, it’s fine. What you perceived was simply the phase change of iron, it’s not like it 

really went to that temperature. That’s the good thing about Craft Magic.” 

Jin said and handed the kitchen knife to Elsa. She physically felt that it was indeed not 

hot. 

Behind them Hannah was watching with eyes sparkling, and next to her on top of 

having his jaw seem dislocated Duston’s eyes were so wide it seemed like they could 

fall out any moment now. 

“Finally let’s make the blade. [Shaping]. Let’s also clean up the surface. [Finish].”

“Alright, it’s complete. Duston, do you have a handle for this?…?” 

Jin said and turned, and behind him Duston was making an indescribable face. 

“Hello. Anyone there, Duston?” 

Jin called out to him, and gradually Duston rebooted. 

“Y-yes. I was just surprised since this is the first time I’m seeing a Magi Craftsman 

work. B-but, just wait a minute, what did you do to the ingot!?” 

He was apparently talking about the separation of impurities that Jin did. 

“Well. There was a bit too much impurities mixed in so I separated them.” 

“…You can do even that?…” 

Duston gave an impression of slight exhaustion. 

“Anyway, a handle, huh. Here’s one of the standard handles I use.” 

It was a kitchen knife’s handle made out of hard wood. Since the knife Jin made was 

nearly the same size as Duston’s, he attached the knife to the handle and it was 

finished. 

 



  

Gloria who had been similarly watching Jin’s way of working was likewise 

absentminded until now when she also rebooted. 

“Ji–Jin-dono! You’re amazing! What Lithia said really wasn’t a lie! Could you please 

make my sword soon too!?”

“Jin-nii, why did you use [Carburising] fewer times compared to earlier? And you 

didn’t use [Homogenize].” 

“Oh, well spotted. Breaking is the worst case scenario for a sword. An ideal sword 

doesn’t break, bend, and cuts well. To realize this I use composite materials.” 

Jin explained. 

“Composite materials?” 



  

“Yeah. To put it simply, comparatively soft iron is used in the core portions and the 

edge portions use hard steel. The surfaces are then hardened.” 

After Jin told her that, Elsa said she understood and raised her eyes. 

“If the core is soft it doesn’t fracture easily. By using [Carburising] on just the surface 

it becomes difficult to bend. And after hardening it cuts well.” 

“You got it.”

“Y-y-y-you! T-this is the first time I’m hearing about that kind of a manufacturing 

method! Is it alright to thoughtlessly spread a secret like that?”

“How is it? Since the weight can be adjusted a little, please don’t hold back.”

“Got it. You can keep holding to it just like you were.… [Forming].” 

Jin made the sword taper a little more towards the tip. 

“How about now?” 

Gloria tried swinging the short sword once more and, 

“Mh-hm, this is good! Thank you, Jin-dono!”

“Hoho! The Magi Craft Man has such an amazing talent! There is still more to be 

developed in our country.” 

 

Said Elza, who was starting to devise a plan. Jin said, 

 

“Elza, transformation seems easy, but it is actually quite intricate. The simpler the 

shape, the more important the image is. You have to make the mirror flat.”

Reiko, who came in as their conversation ended, showed Jin the material he ordered 

last night. 

 

He put it in his leather bag that looked like one you could get anywhere, and asked 

when she was holding it, to which she replied she had been holding it under her coat 

since the very beginning, giving no signs of unease. 

 

Jin confirmed everything was there, and gave a pleased smile. 

 

“Oniii~ chaan~”

loss for words. 

 

“Tee hee! How do I look?”

“Now then, I’m going to put in my fighting spirit to fix this thing!” 

 

Jin, who was finished with his meal, declared to the princess that was going to start 

repairs. 

 

“Your Highness, would you please summon all the working automata to come here? 

Please also ask for the material requested yesterday.” 

 

At the same time, Jin asked to borrow a room to work in. 

 

The princess nodded, and brought Jin to another room. Inside was space of about 10 

tatami mats, and in a corner, the material Jin had asked for. 

 

“How is this room?” 

 

Because there was a spacious and sturdy table placed inside, Jin agreed to use the 

space.

He used <Face Treatment> on the 

exterior parts and other places that were rusting.

There was no deterioration of the magic skin, and it seemed that it will last long 

enough because of Jin’s <Reinforcement>. 

 

However, since most of the joints were worn down, they had to be repaired and coated 

with adamantite. 

 

Since the skeleton was only made of iron, Jin added nickel and chrome to make 

stainless steel. This caused the nickel and chrome to nearly run out. 

 

“There is no Ether converter…” 

 

Because of the present era, mana tanks are used instead of Ether converters. 

 

When Jin thought of where to refill the mana tank, he remembered that there seemed 



  

to be one behind the washroom. 

 

The automata go there to refill there mana, which Jin can also do for them. 

 

“There is a considerable amount of magic fiber left, so let’s use that to strengthen the 

automata.” 

 

Jin strengthened the automata with the magic fiber. This made the automata 1.5 times 

stronger. 

 

He then replaced the automatas’ degrading voice function with a magic crystal. Jin was 

quickly running out of them, and managed with only one left, which he put in his 

pocket. 

 

“Okay, finished.” 

 

He fixed them one by one, the last automata exiting the room. 

 

“…Phew” 

 

Elza sighed as she watched them depart, her response understandable since she also 

helped Jin work for 2 hours straight. 

 

“The last part is…” 

 

“…we aren’t done yet?” 

 

Elza asked, amazed. 

 

“No, you see, we need to know which mana supplier is available for them to use.” 

 

Oh yeah, Jin thought. Just walk through the corridor. He began to follow the automata. 

 

“Inside the washroom… Is that it?”

Amethyst and Ruby, who were created at the same time, were in charge of the defence. 

Peridot was in charge of the house work and Aqua was in charge of the flood control. 

They had subordinates, who were given numbers from 1 to 100, and they all worked 

diligently everyday. 

 

Soil development is kinda plain but it is important. 

The reason being that it connects to providing their master, Jin, with necessary food. 

The leader of all the Topaz, ‘Topaz leader’, was given all the necessary knowledge from 

Jin and Laojun (which is ultimately Jin’s knowledge anyway) to do the work. 

Most of the unclear points were solved by asking Laojun, so they mostly don’t face any 

hindrance while carrying out everyday work. 

 

“Done with the first stage of the orchards and the field’s maintenance is also complete.” 

 

The Topaz says to herself. It was a habit she got from Jin. One tends to talk to 

themselves more when they live alone for so long. 

In front of Topaz’s eyes, the field and orchard spread into the horizon. 

In the field, there were wheat and barley. Fruit trees grow depending on the four 

seasons, so she tried planting wheat and they kept growing steadily and would soon 

be ripe enough to be harvested. 

There were pelshka, apple and citran. And also maron (chestnut) and ornatt (walnut). 

It also had lamons (lemon). 

 

“Pelshka seems like it would be the most useful.” 

 

What is called ‘peach’ in modern Earth era, that fruit, which resembles it so much, also 

blooms in spring and bears fruit in the summer. But here, in Hourai island, they can be 

harvested all year round. 

After looking into it with Laojun, they found out that it was due to the particular 

geographical aspects of the Hourai island. 

 



  

[Seems like Hourai island has ‘Earth pulses’ passing through it.] Laojun had said. It 

was still being investigated so Jin was not yet informed. 

Laojun’s travel terminal, Laozi, and Topazs from 11 to 30 were investigating it so they 

would probably come to a conclusion in a few days. They can report to Jin after that. 

The reason why the previous Magi Craft Meistar, Adriana, set base here was because 

of the abundance of ore underground. 

[The fact that it has such an abundance of ore hints that there’s a high possibility 

Hourai island has an ether route.] Laojun had speculated as such and begun 

investigation based on that. 

And in reality, Hourai island’s crop growth rate was high as well. 

They were able to confirm that the higher the plant has affinity with magic, the faster 

it grows. 

 

“And the fastest among all them is pelshka, after all.” 

 

Peach, apple and citran, the fruits which had been probably growing naturally since 

long ago, grow during the four seasons without exception. 

 

[I tried comparing the apple I bought at Blue Land the other day with Hourai island’s 

apples.] 

 

Topaz remembered the conversation she had with Laojun the day before yesterday. 

 

“How was it?” 

 

Topaz had asked but in her mind, she could already guess the answer. And then, 

 

[The ether in the Hourai island apple was more. To be specific, it was 10 times more.] 

 

And Laojun replied with the answer she had guessed. 

According to Jin’s theory, ether’s size is even smaller than particles and can easily go 

through materials. 

To stop ether, one must use magic. 

 

“But, ether does stop in pelshka’s seeds, do they…?” 

 

 

[Humans who are called mages, are able to take in the ether in the air and turn that 

into mana inside of their body. 



  

The mana inside of them get used up if they use magic but can be refilled by taking in 

the ether in the air once again. 

This mana can be used to take form of various different energy forms by the human’s 

will and imagination and can be controlled. That is magic.] 

 

 

That is Jin’s interpretation of the theory the previous Magi Craft Meistar had 

constructed. 

Humans who do not have magical power can’t even take in the ether so naturally, they 

are not able to use it either. 

 

“But, ether stops inside of the pelshka seed. Which means, the seed itself has magical 

power, right?” 

 

If the seed possesses magical power, so would the tree. 

The magical power is more in areas where the density of ether is high. 

 

“And because of this, in Hourai island, magical plants’ (temporary name} development 

is faster, right?”

Jessica 

accompanied them. And Gloria was with Hanna and Eliza. 

After walking through a passage for about 5 minutes, they were already inside the 

royal palace territory. 

After walking for a further 5 minutes, Jin and the others had arrived in front of a 

marvelous door. 

 

“This is father’s office. The prime minister is with him now.” 

 

Saying that, Lieschen princess informed them that she had brought Jin and 

instructed Jessica to open the door. 

From inside the room, a voice said ‘Come in’ and the princess urged Jin to enter. Reiko 

was close to Jin like a shadow. 

 

“Father, I have brought the Honorary Magi Craft Man from Egelia kingdom, Jin-dono.” 

 

“Hmm.” 

 

On the other side of a thick wooden office desk was the Kurain kingdom’s king, Alois 

the Third. 

The princess whispered to Jin to introduce himself. 

 

“I am Jin Nidou. This is Reiko, an automata.” 

 

Jin bowed. Reiko was still standing beside. As they weren’t expecting any courtesy 

from an automata, nobody there said anything. 

 

“I am Alois the Third, King of the Kurain kingdom.” 

 



  

The king introduced himself. 

Alois the Third was a man of about 50 years old with a sturdy physique, being about 

75 kgs and 175 cm tall. 

He had dark-brown hair which had resembled those of Lieschen princess. His eyes 

were grey, brimming with strictness. 

On his right hand side, a skinny middle aged man was standing. On his left was a big 

muscular man. 

 

“I am the prime minister, Powell. He is the Imperial Guard Leader, Gren Dabrode.” 

 

The prime minister did give a slight bow but the man called Gren Dabrode just stood 

there. 

But Jin wasn’t someone who would be mindful of such trivial matters. Rather, he didn’t 

even care about the leader. 

And then, the place was silent for a while. 

Standing in the middle, just when the princess was about to say something, Alois the 

Third opened his mouth. 

 

“…Just when I thought we would finally meet… to think you had become Egelia 

kingdom’s property.” 

 

“Ha?” 

 

“Firstly, sorry. Although it was because of a misunderstanding, I ended up chasing you 

away from the Kaina village. I apologize for that.” 

 

Saying that, even though it was just a little, Alois the Third bowed his head. Seeing 

that, the prime minister and the imperial guard leader were a little flustered. 

A king of a country, bowing his head out of apology to a normal citizen– 

 

“You have created the pump, developed the gas burner and repelled the golems which 

were a hindrance to tax collecting — that much is certain, yes?” 

 

“…Yes.” 

 

Jin couldn’t help but nod. 

 

“As I thought. I heard about you from Lishia Farheight. I wanted to welcome you as the 

Honorary Magi Craft Man but due to an unfortunate blunder — no, because of our 



  

ineptitude, we ended up bothering you.” 

 

He was probably talking about that time when Count Walter came to arrest Jin as if he 

was a criminal. 

 

“Because of that, you had gone to Egelia, eh… I heard that there was an incident of 

golems going berserk, right? I have heard that there the Magi craft man and his golem 

played a very active part in stopping it.” 

 

And there Lieschen princess complemented, 

 

“Father, I have heard from Jin. That the one who did a lot of the work there was also 

that automata over there, Reiko.” 

 

“Oho? As I thought. Her appearance is like a charming lady but she’s hiding absurd 

amount of strength, eh?” 

 

The king gazed at Reiko with admiration. Even receiving that gaze, Reiko was as calm 

as ever. 

 

“You have my gratitude, Reiko. I have heard from Lies just now. That you had 

neutralized 50 bandits and a golem who were about to attack the city.” 

 

Being told that, Reiko opened her mouth for the first time after entering, 

 

“I just followed my father’s order, that’s all.” 

 

“Hmm, I am also grateful to you too, Jin.” 

 

And so the king finally moved onto the main topic, 

 

“Jin-dono, I want you to use your abilities to make high efficiency golems for our 

country. You might have already noticed but, we are lacking both labour and talented 

people. Just that day, our strife with the neighboring country, Francis kingdom, ended 

but still, as expected, we couldn’t fill that hole.” 

 

And then he exchanged looks with the minister. The minister slightly nodded and 

looked over the memo in his hand and said, 

 



  

“According to the reports, 100 tons of steel and bronze, 25 tons of aluminium, few tons 

of adamantine and misril, etc, are being transported from Tetrada to here. It will 

probably arrive tomorrow or the day after.” 

 

There, he looked at Jin and said, 

 

“In other words, even if you use that much material, it wouldn’t hurt the country’s 

reserves.” 

 

He paused. However, Jin also knew that that wasn’t the exact value. Because a part of 

the transported materials were the Kurain kingdoms’ soldiers’ arsenal. 

And then, the king continued again, 

 

“And so, Jin, I want to ask you to make 100 steel swords and 20 general purpose golems 

which can also endure battles.” 

 



  

100 silver swords and 20 all-purpose golems which can even endure battles. 

 

“Do you want the swords to be long swords? Also, what about the specification of the 

golems?” 

 

It was an obvious question. He couldn’t give his answer unless he is properly aware of 

what to make. The prime minister, Powell, answered to that question, 

 

“Yes, I would like the swords to be long swords. There are also samples, so please take 

a look afterwards.” 

 

But the problem were the golems. 

 

“What would be the main use and size of the golems?” 

 

“To be bodyguards. The miscreants you repelled today–against raids like that, we have 

far too few soldiers. In the first place, our country is…” 

 

And so the brief explanation went on. Kurain kingdom’s knights and imperial soldiers 

are career soldiers and they would be about 700 in total. Their army as a whole would 

have around 4000 units. Kurain kingdom’s population is about 100,000 so this should 

be their limit. Jin deemed the information they provided to be true. Just that they are 

still probably hiding the existence of their spies. Laojun was already aware of about 

50 spies. 

 

“Considering our forces, we don’t have the scope to attack other countries.” 

 

And so the prime minister brought his talk to a finish. 

If it were for defense, Jin wouldn’t resist much either. 

 

“I would like it a bit big… hmm, let’s see… about 2 meters I would say. It would really 

help if they are also able to work as combat engineers as well.”

remuneration for his labor. When thought like that, it is about just the market price. 

Although, Jin only knew the market price of the Egelia kingdom.

He had his own thoughts about it but Jin decided to accept those conditions. 

 

“Ohh, that’s a relief.” 

 

The king gave a broad smile. The princess, and even Jessica, couldn’t hide their joy that 

the negotiations went well. The knight squad leader Gren was relieved, even though 

he didn’t show it. The order details were written on two different papers and the 

parchments were handed to the prime minister and Jin. Jin let Reiko hold his one. He 

could rest easy that way.

It seems this was normally used to make weapons and armors for the soldiers. 

Although, naturally, it couldn’t be used to make weapons for all the soldiers so it was 

mainly used to make particular weapons but there was no one in charge now. 

Even at a place like this, their lack of human resource could be seen. 

 

“Yes, as I mentioned earlier, the materials will reach here shortly but there is also no 

problem in using the ones in stock. The inventory is underground. Just show the 

official in charge this license and they will let you pass.” 

 

Thinking that he would take about a month to finish either way, the minister wanted 

to show his generosity and so handed Jin the permit.

It has quite a lot of 

impurities but can still be used.” 

 

Even though it really looked like the copper could be extracted from the deep red 

arsenic nickel ore, it couldn’t be extracted. Instead, it would just leave arsenic and an 

unidentified gold. 

It is an ore which was also mined in the Hourai island and it was unidentified for quite 

a long time period. It is not weird for the Kurain kingdom to have a lot of it. 

 

“I guess they are worthy of praise even for not throwing it away.” 

 

Saying that, Jin added it to the material list. 

 

“So next is magi crystal, eh?” 

 

He 

had guessed what it was upon seeing it but still used analyze just to be sure. It was the 

dragon eel’s hide. 

The dragon eel is a herbivorous with a dragon-like head and a huge eel body. The big 

ones even reach 3 meters. It can be collected from the Manuze Lake east of the capital 



  

Alban or from Sedoria lake which is south from the capital. 

The meat has too much oil but depending on the preparation, it can be tasty. More 

importantly, it’s hide is weak but carries mana so can be used in weapons or magic 

tools. 

It was stocked in Hourai Island as well so Jin recognized it. 

It is a bit more better for magical muscle than sand worm’s hide but really low in 

quality compared to the grand spider’s threads. 

Lastly, he prepared the materials needed for the swords’ sheathe, guard and pattern. 

For the sheathe, he got strongly tanned hide. For the guard, brass, and for the pattern, 

he got hardwood. 

 

“Alright, this wraps it up.” 

 

It would be bulky and impossible if they tried to carry it all at once but if it’s Reiko, 

she can carry it all with just a few round-trips. The officer in charge was astonished 

with his eyes wide open. 

The time was around 4 PM. 

 

“Well then, let’s start.” 

 

Jin started by separating the nickel from the deep red arsenic nickel ore. By the way, 

the ore was too big and bulky so he was doing the separation at the inventory and not 

the workshop. He had also taken the officer’s permission. 

 

“‘Smelting’.” 

 

He was able to separate about 350 kgs of nickel from the 20 ton ore. Arsenic is 

dangerous so he just left it in ore form in the inventory. 

When 5.5% of nickel is mixed with steel, it is called 5 half nickel steel and with its 

characteristics, the resistance to corrosion and abrasion increases. 

Jin took 233 kgs of nickel. (Of course, making Reiko do the carrying.) 

 

“‘Alloying'” 

 

His ingot and nickel quickly unified and became homogeneous. With this, he was done 

preparing 233 tons of 5 half nickel steel. 

Using this, Jin first built up the frame of the golem. 

He based the template on the SP adult male of Hourai island. He was quickly done 

finishing the first one. 



  

 

“Hmmm, so I used about 122 kgs, eh? I guess that’s enough.” 

 

After confirming the amount he had used, with that momentum, he finished making 

the remaining 19 golems as well. The workshop was off limits for the time being so 

fortunately, there was no one who could witness this. No, maybe it was unfortunate 

that he couldn’t see how they would react. 

If there was someone watching, they might have questioned their sanity. That was how 

abnormally fast Jin’s production rate was. 

Of course, he also made the joints with adamantite coating. 

It was also kinda unfortunate that no one was able to witness the phenomenon of the 

transformation of the adamantite. 

 

But even still, it had taken some time to prepare the materials so by the time he 

finished up frames for 20 golems, it was past 5 PM. 

 

“I guess I will do the rest tomorrow.” 

 

Saying that, Jin locked the workshop and returned to the villa. The automata waiting 

at the entrance guided him in. It was an automata Jin had fixed. 

} 

At the royal villa, Hanna, Elsa and Lieschen princess were playing together. No, there 

was one more person — Gloria. 

 

“Ah, welcome baack!” 

 

“Welcome back, Jin-dono. Thank you for your work.” 

 

“Ohh, Jin, you’re back. This ‘sugoroku’ game thingie is pretty interesting!” 

 

“So you’re back, Jin-dono.” 

 

That was certainly sugoroku. They had played it to pass time in Egelia kingdom. Looks 

like Elsa still remembered it. 

Looks like Elsa made the pieces and dice with the engineering magic she learnt 

recently. The princess was red, Hanna was yellow and Elsa was green. And Gloria was 

blue. 



  

 

“Many people can play it at once, the course also changes every time which makes it 

even better. Above all else, the rules are really simple too.” 

 

Looks like Lieschen princess was getting pretty passionate about sugoroku. 

 

“Now then, since Jin has returned… Ohh, it is already past 5.” 

 

The princess stood up, saying, ‘It’s almost time for dinner’. 

 

 

 

“Was it okay for me to also join you?” 

 

Gloria said, feeling sorry. 

 

“It’s fine, it’s fine. The menu isn’t that grand either.” 

 

The princess said smiling. Certainly, when seen from the royalty’s perspective, it 

would fall into the simple category, but from the common person’s view, it was quite 

a feast. 

After the meal, warm lemonade was served. 

 

“Wah, tasty!” 

 

Hanna was delighted by its taste. It seemed Elsa had had it before so she wasn’t 

surprised but maybe it was a taste she liked — one could tell she was happy. 

 

“Mmm, is this honey’s sweetness?” 

 

Drinking one mouthful, Jin expressed his thoughts. ‘Yes’, replied the princess and 

looked at Tia. Comprehending the meaning behind the glance, Tia started explaining, 

 

“Yes, this drink was made from lemon fruit’s juice and honey. I am surprised you 

realized.” 

 

But Jin didn’t say that it was because the taste was exactly like honey-lemon. 

 

“Honey is Lenard kingdom’s specialty and is mostly not sold in the marketplace but 



  

you had it before, didn’t you?” 

 

Having finished saying that, the princess also drank a mouthful and faced Gloria and 

urged her to explain what happened afterwards with the bandits. 

 



  

“They were all underlings of the Unifiers.” 

 

Gloria had started briefing them about the details she acquired by interrogating the 

thugs Jin (or rather Reiko) had suppressed. 

They were unrelated to the people who caused the golem uproar the previous day. 

 

“It seems they had only received orders to attack Alban during the afternoon that day.” 

 

She continued explaining, saying that they had received quite the half-baked orders, 

that they could just do as they please if they went berserk. 

 

“No matter how I think about it, I come to the conclusion that their aim was to create 

chaos.” 

 

She brought the briefing to a finish. 

 

“The guy who tried to kidnap Hanna… well, I would say he was the more logical one 

out of the rest. He probably thought he wouldn’t go unscathed after attacking Alban. 

He confessed everything during the interrogation.” 

 

She also added that they didn’t really know all the details themselves. Although, Jin 

probably knew more than anyone in the room about what was actually going on 

behind the scenes. 

 

“I don’t know how much you know, Jin-dono, but from the information we received, it 

seems that the battle which broke out in Tetrada was brought to an end by a 

mysterious force. The Frantz kingdom’s army withdrew. You could call it one sort of a 

cease-fire.” 

 

Jin also knew well about that. It was he who did it, after all. 

 

“To summarize, I think it is okay to say that the small countries have become stable. 



  

Although the post-war conference with the Frantz kingdom has not been held yet.” 

 

Although Jin was somewhat curious, he really just wanted to leave the political 

problems to the countries. However, there was one point he could not yield. 

 

“Did the Frantz kingdom not do the recruitment?” 

 

Jin had known that the order of recruitment had reached village Kaina. 

 

“Hmm, the nobles who control territory have probably received instructions to send 

out soldiers in response to the population.” 

 

It was princess Lieschen who answered. She seems to possess a good deal of 

knowledge, considering her age, which just goes to show her brilliance. 

 

“Won’t it get withdrawn?” 

 

That was what Jin was most curious about. 

Gloria answered that question, 

 

“It will probably get withdrawn within a day or two. I say that ’cause the knights will 

be returning from Tetrada around that time.”

It was dimly 

lit with a magic lamp. 

Or rather, they just changed 

to night-clothes.

Jin thought that there would be trouble but as the gate guard was the vice leader of 



  

the imperial knight guards and the princess was there as well, they were all able to get 

into the workshop. 

 

“Oohh! So this is the golem you’ve been making, Jin!”

Upon seeing the frames of 20 golems, the princess got excited. Hanna was also having 

fun. Elsa had seen it a few times so she didn’t show any reaction. 

And Gloria went, 

 

“Hmmm, so this is the framework of a golem. It will be helpful as a reference.” 

 

But there was no one there who would inform her that taking that as a reference was 

not going to do her any good. 

 

“First, we will add the muscles.” 

 

Saying that, Jin started processing the leather of the dragonic eel. 

 

“Elsa, look closely. In separation engineering magic, it is most important to be aware 

of the amount.” 

 

As he explained, Jin went on separating the leather into needed proportions 

 

“We could also separate it by cutting but there’s a chance of cutting the fibre and the 

construction of the leather that way so we will go with engineering magic here.”

Reiko had helped Jin on countless occasions and as such, her skills were easily better 

than most magi craftsman except Jin. 

Even the complicated and bothersome work of adding magical muscle to 20 golems 

were only a matter of 20 mins for Jin and Reiko. 

 

“Mmm, it is somewhat a little creepy…” 

 

“You think so? I think it is fun.” 

 

Princess Leischen was taken aback a little but Hanna was fine as she saw dressings of 

mountain deers in the village. 

 

“We will now make the essential magi device. I would like you to help with this as well, 

Elsa.” 

 

Saying that, Jin took the magi crystal and mythril. 

He asked Elsa to make the mythril-made casing. Of course, they also added anti-

servitude-renewal magic. 

He created a sample and told her to make it like that. During that time, Jin went on 

creating the mana tank, mana driver and the control core. 

 

Looking at the magi crystal Jin had in his hand, the princess said, 

 

“Hmm, such a pretty all element magi crystal.” 

 

As expected, she did have the general knowledge on magi crystals. 

 

“‘Writing.'” 

 

A dim light emitted from the magi crystal and just when the magi language emerged 

into the surroundings it went back into the crystal and disappeared. 

 

“That’s one done.” 

 



  

“Ooohhh?! So that is engineering magic…” 

 

Witnessing the magic which falls into the showy region out of all the engineering 

magic Jin had used, the princess was quite pleased. She eagerly watched Jin carve in 

all the magi formula into the magi crystal. 

To create the total 120 magi crystals, it only took him about half an hour. Even then, 

Jin was still restraining. If he was serious, he could be 3 times as fast. 

 

“Elsa, how is it coming along on your end?” 

 

He asked Elsa, who was making the mithril casing with ‘forming’. 

 

“I will be done with another 3.” 

 

Taking Jin’s training, although their processing method was very specific, Elsa had 

already gotten above the standards. Even though she herself didn’t realize it yet. After 

all, she hadn’t really watched her cousin making them and her only comparison target 

was Jin. 

Jin also helped so they were quickly done with 20 casings.

“Into the chest portion, was it?” 

 

Seems like Elsa was starting to learn the procedure. 

Jin intentionally worked slowly to let Elsa understand and put in the magi device into 

the chest portion. 

 

“Um, mana tank, mana driver and control core, right?” 

 

“Right. Good job remembering the mana tank.” 

 

Jin didn’t really make many golems with the mana tank so he was impressed that Elsa 

was able to recall. 

 

“At count Kuzuma’s place.” 

 

Right, the golem, Lotte, which they had created at Blueland’s count Kuzuma’s place 

was also made with mana tank. Elsa might have started to want to become a magi 



  

craftsman since then. 

A thin line of mythril to the control core–meaning, connecting the magic nerves with 

engineering magic to the head, limbs and trunk. 

He loaded the surrounding of the control core with ‘glutton sponge’ to cushion it. 

And went on installing the eyeballs and speaking device into the head. This time, he 

fixated the mouth. In other words, it would not be able to change expressions. 

It took about two and a half hours. 

The princess and Gloria were watching with overflowing enthusiasm as Jin worked. 

Hanna looked restless, though. 

 

“Alright, now we add the armor.” 

 

Seeing about 50 kgs of 5 half nickel steel which were extended on a board turned into 

armor and equipped into the golems was quite fascinating. 

Even Hanna was watching this without saying anything. 

Reiko was in charge of separating the 5 half nickel steel into 60 kg clumps and 

extending them.

participate? If possible, a male guard, please.”

Although 5.5 nickel steel is very tough, it is not quite suited for blades. 

This is because of the excess nickel which leaves quite a bit of austenite and therefore 

reduces the hardness. 

And as such, Jin started by separating the nickel from the remaining ingots. It takes 

two times the effort but he still has to do it. 

 

“‘Extraction’: nickel.” 

 

Out of the 1.79 tons of 5.5 nickel steel, 98 kgs of nickel was separated. The remaining 

pure carbon steel was more than enough to make 100 swords. 

 

“Okay then, Elsa. How about practicing ‘separation’?” 

 

Jin told Elsa to come closer. And then he began explaining. 

 

“Listen well, Elsa. The trick to ‘separation’ is to properly grasp the amount. And you 

do that by feeling the weight.

In short, depending on how much you are used to it, you can reach a certain level. The 

higher that level, the closer they can get to magi craft meisters. 

 

“‘Separation’…how was it this time?” 

 

After doing it for a few dozen times, Elsa was getting much better at it. 

 

“Yep, it’s pretty good. Now then, let’s try taking out 2.2 kgs this time. Reiko, handle the 

adjustments.” 

 

“Yes, father… Elsa-san, let’s do it.” 

 

“Hmm.” 

 

And so, Reiko inspected the parts Elsa separated and did the more minute adjustments 

to the amount. 

At first, she was making it too big or too small but after doing about 30 times, the 

difference gradually kept decreasing. 

 

“Hmm, Elsa-dono is quite amazing as well.” 

 



  

Said Gloria,impressed with Elsa’s growth. She too didn’t know any normal magi 

craftsman and so didn’t comprehend how extraordinary this was. 

Princess Lieschen was deeply interested in magi crafts and was eagerly watching. 

Hanna too liked to see Jin work and so was watching quietly but as one would expect, 

seeing them make 2.2 kilo portions over and over again did seem to make her lose 

interest.

As the king finished saying that, the minister also suggested his proposal. 

 

“Apart from that, we could even give you a specific land and give you the right of 

control or perhaps even autonomy in it.” 

 

Hearing that, Jin just said, 

 

“That sounds nice.”

A leasehold land is an ownership of a temporary right to hold land or property in 

which a lessee or a tenant holds rights of real property by some form of title from a 

lessor or landlord. Although a tenant does hold rights to real property, a leasehold 

estate is typically considered personal property. And so the one who is given the land 

holds more authority over it. 

In this case, the Kurain kingdom will be lending a plot of land to Jin personally. 



  

It’s power to keep him there was less compared to a territory but it was a good enough 

condition for the Kurain kingdom.

With four-wheeled, self-support suspension system, ‘Active suspension’. 

Fully furnished air-conditioning. 

Floodlight projector. 

And, of course, the horse would be a golem horse.
