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Chapter 6: Sold!

Diamonds are graded by four Cs. Carat Weight, Clarity, Color, and Cut. Of
course, out of the four Cs, only two are important. One the weight. The so called
carat is a unit for 200 milligrams, such that five carats is a gram. Then it is clarity,
also known as transmittance. The remaining properties: colour refers to
reflectiveness of the gem and cut is basically workmanship on the gem. These
two are not as important since they can be changed, but the size of gem and it’s
clarity cannot.

The diamond which Jiang Hai possesses weighs roughly six grams. This gem
really is a priceless find. After confirming the legitimacy of the diamond, Jiang Hai
had to take almost half an hour before he recovered from the shock.

Half a month of
cramming, plus listening and participating in conversations after coming to
America, he is now able to comprehend most of what is being said to him. Of
course, Jiang Hai would never admit that Will had helped in any way whatsoever.

The unit used to measure plots of land in Europe, America, Canada and
Australia is acres (2). Thus all land is priced around acres. Different areas have
different prices. Places like Texas or Montana, have very cheap land prices. An
acre costs around a thousand to two thousand USD. If it’s New Mexico then an
acre cost less than a grand USD. Sometimes, it’s even possible to purchase land
there for around 550 USD an acre. Don’t even think about these prices on the
east coast. You’d be lucky to get an acre for ten thousand.

According to the research done by Jiang Hai, an acre in Winthrop cost roughly



12,700 USD. At this price, you can get more than 6 acres of land in Montana.
According to the estate data, the total land is 11,200 acres. Of those 11,200
acres, 9,200 acres is taken up by the ranch, plus a 1000 acres of forests (3). The
trees here are all at least a decade old. Of course, if Jiang Hai wanted them gone,
it can be done. But when he suffers losses due to blizzards or hurricanes he can’t
go crying to the insurance companies. They won’t compensate you if you have
removed or not created natural (trees) or man-made (walls), barriers of
protection. The last 1000 acres is for the winery. Three types of grapes are
planted here, but noone is taking care of them at the moment.

Just the land value alone is 142.24 million. The original owner of this place is
the general director of Lehman Brothers Holdings Inc. At the peak of its time the
company was worth 691 billion USD, but sadly when the mortgage bubble burst
in 2008, the company filed for bankruptcy. In order to recover, this major
shareholder can only liquidate his assets which included this estate. At that time,
he sold this piece of property to Philips for 150 million, but now they’re selling it
to Jiang Hai for 280 million. The amount of scamming these people do is
definitely next level (4). Of course, Jiang Hai doesn’t know.

He only knows that this estate has 11,200 acres of land with 720 square
kilometers of maritime space. The estate boundaries is defined by his ranch. By
following the ranch’s coastal line, it encompases a total of 4.2km. But this is very
little when compared to the estate’s holding in the sea. On paper the estate has
an effective range of 170 kilometers, that’s roughly 92 nautical miles. If going by
a boat with a top cruising speed of 30 knots, then from coast to edge would take
3 hours, a round trip around the whole perimeter would take roughly the whole
day.

There are also a lot of underground water sources, so there are no
worries about any water shortages. The previous owner set up four springs to
provide enough water for irrigation and everyday usage.” Robins explained as
they prepared to enter the estate with the already prepared ATVs.

Generally, these vehicles are not allowed on the road, but it is one of the best



modes of transportation in a ranch. Jiang Hai has a driver’s licence, but never
had the chance to drive.

Before 2008, there used to be a
100 tonnage fishing trawler here. I don’t know the specifics, but I heard this
place makes at least 20 million USD per annum. Due to the lack of activities in
recent of years, the stocks have probably already recovered.” Past the forest, is
the beach. As soon as they took a rest here, they felt the comforting sea breeze
and heard Robins continuing his explanation.

“Sir, I know I’m not the first one to say this, but this is definitely a great place



to settle. Great grassland, high levels of stocks in the fishing grounds, and only
an hour’s drive away from Boston.

With the extra kick from cayenne pepper, Jiang
Hai excitedly wolfed down a piece and reached out for more.

A half-inch piece of roast beef, was demolished in around two to three bites.
Table manners like this would definitely breach upper echelon etiquette, and
result in snide comments. However,
it made Robins very happy that Jiang was enjoying his cooking. To be completely
honest, Robins’ cooking skills can only said to be average and nothing special.

The beef this time had lost much of its taste and elasticity due to being slightly
overcooked. Chinese people tend to like their meat well done, not like the
westerners with their medium rare. Thus adding on some very primitive
seasoning (1), it can only be said to be very average. At least the meat prices in
America is almost dirt cheap compared to the expensive vegetables.

Since Jiang Hai is coming to America to invest in ranches and such, he had of
course done some basic research into these areas. The beef in America is graded
on both it’s age and it’s marbling (2). There are 8 different marbling grades:
prime, choice, select, standard, commercial, utility, cutter and canner. The age
of the cow when it was slaughtered is also graded from A to E. Where A grade
beef is between 9 and 30 months old. B grade ranges from 30 to 42 months, C
grade ranges from 42 to 72 months, D grade ranges from 72 to 96 months,
While E grade is from 96 months and onward. Pretty much all the meat sold in
supermarkets in the USA are all A grade.

No one is willing to keep their cattle past 30 months since they lose too much
profits this way. The only possible reason of why they would keep their cows is if
the beef prices are substantially lower this year. But ever since America started
to export to countries such as China, Korea, and Japan in Asia, people rarely keep



their beef, the most they do is only cap the prices.

The beef that Jiang Hai is currently eating is of the standard grade. Prime and
choice cuts never show up in supermarkets since they have their own specialized
stores or it’s provided to high-end restaurants. The best grade beef available in
supermarkets is the select cuts, but it is also the most expensive. A pound of
select grade beef costs around 50 USD, but standard, commercial and utility cuts
are much cheaper.

Standard cuts cost around $8 a pound, $5 for commercial and only $3 for
utility cuts. Cutter and canned cuts can’t be sold straight away; they need to be
processed first. Cutter cuts generally tend to be processed into ground meats,
costing around $1 for a kilo (3). Canned grade cuts are used to make canned
beef. Except being specially used in military, no ordinary citizen will eat them.
Their only used as special pet food. When on sale, these cans cost around 30 to
50 cents, otherwise it usually cost a buck or two for a kilogram of canned beef
(4).

Beef in America is seriously cheap. The standard cut that Jiang Hai is currently
consuming is much tastier than the ones in China. This is not him idolizing
foreign things, but it’s mainly because of the quality of meat of the cows when
slaughtered. The cows in China only have an average of 50% saleable meat while
the ones here average around 80%. This 30% gap is seriously big.

This kind of meat in China is generally reserved for the steakhouses, while the
ones available in markets tend to only be commercial grade. The tough cuts, like
the chuck and the brisket, tend to only be of utility grade. Although Boston has a
high cost of living, but the cost of utility grade beef when converted to Yuan is
not even 20 Yuan for a catty, but in China it costs more than 40 Yuan (5). The
$40-50 standard cuts when sold in steakhouses in China would cost at least 200
to 300 Yuan. This is the difference, as long as you cook the meat thoroughly and
remove any odours it might have, then of course it will taste delicious.

Now onto that piece of fish. From the first taste, Jiang Hai can only be
surprised at how delicious it is. It even has a subtle sweet taste to it.

“This is atlantic cod, one of the most sought after fish in the Atlantic. There use
to be some here, but if we’re going to have to farm fish, then this species is a



must have.” Seeing Jiang Hai’s satisfaction, Robins explained.

“En, If this was sold in China then it would probably be very welcoming.” Jiang
Hai agreed.

This type of fish is very delicate. Since this is a cold water fish thus it has a
subtle sweet flavour with no random bones throughout it’s body. After just one
bite, Jiang Hai is already in love with the taste. Thinking about his abilities, the
resulting beef and fish from his farm will definitely be better than the average
ones on market, so it will definitely take less than 10 years to get returns on his
investments.

“Haha, that’s your problem now boss. We don’t have these connections, so we
generally always sell it to the livestock cooperations.” Robins laughed at Jiang
Hai’s remark.

In America, when selling livestock, they don’t go looking around for outlets,
but directly sell to government at their predefined prices. Of course there are
some private buyers, but these prices will never be more the set prices and there
is also no guarantee on how low it might drop to. Thus most products are all sold
directly to the government, where they then distribute it all over the country at a
set price. Products like corn, wheat, beef, lamb, fish and other livestocks are all
like this. There are fluctuations in prices everywhere but it is never too much.

Since there is no way to transport vegetables over long distances while keeping
them fresh, thus the price of a good lettuce can be comparable to standard cuts
of beef. A lot of people probably won’t understand the underlying meaning here,
but selling vegetables is definitely a great way to make money. For example, the
vegetables currently on the table is from Robins’ gardens. He doesn’t have the
extra income to buy these vegetables.

The two continued chatting as they ate, and without knowing, they had
already finished everything. Seeing the invigorated Jiang Hai, Robins can’t help
but ask, “So, Mr. Jiang, what do you plan to do now with the estate?”

Hearing Robins’ question, Jiang Hai thought a bit before replying, “Probably
return it back to what it was. Ranching cattle and lamb, farming fishes on the
fishery. Brewing some wine is also a possibility.”

“You decision is very sensible. The ranch is great and very suitable for raising



cattles. There is also a modernized shed for the cows left behind by the previous
owner. Just some small fixes and it’s good for usage. Other stuff like the ride-on
lawn mower is all there. On the dock side, there is already a 150 meter long
wharf in place. So docking thousand tonnage ships is not a problem. At the very
least there is no need to fix or upgrade it for the next decade or so….” Robins
ranted on about how to develop the estate. At the end he carefully asked, “then
to develop, you’ll need manpower. So can I continue working here?” (6)

“Mr. Jiang, I am a veteran cowboy. Here in the Boston region, my skills can
speak for themselves. I’ve previously won awards in Massachusetts, Maine as
well as Texas. I’ve been in this field for more than 20 years, so I can be a real help
here.” Robins bragged. They all say Americans are all unsophisticated and
straightforward, guess that’s all lies. Cause there’s a scheming one here (7).

Hearing all of this, Jiang Hai can’t help it but laugh. But he still agrees with
everything Robins said. He really need workers. It doesn’t matter if it’s cowboys,
fishermen, or even brewers. He need them all (8). If he was to go look for them
himself, he’ll probably get cheated, but if he bring Robins then everything is
solved. At the very least Robins was trusted to take care of this place by Philips,
so he definitely can be trusted. Strength can be developed later on, but a
person’s personality is the most important.

Don’t think American citizens have better living standards Yes, they get paid in
USD, but they also spend USD. Except for some specialized dishes which are
cheaper than the ones in China, everything else is a lot more expensive. Their
income really isn’t much when compared to the current situation in China.

Other than businessmen and capitalists, everyone else works for their wages. A
study of 200 common occupations in America showed that people who are in
the oil sector, mathematicians, pharmacists, IT workers, doctors, space
engineers, lawyers and air traffic controllers earn the most on average. These
people earn at least 100,000 USD annually. Doctors especially can earn more
than 180,000 USD a year. This is mainly because doctors charge much higher per
hour and see many more patients or ‘clients’ than others.

This is also the same in China. The normal wages for doctors really isn’t a lot,
but the job comes with tons of bonuses, and money from medical supplements,
drug supplements, and other medical equipment makes the majority of the
population envious. Jiang Hai has a friend who is working at a 3rd tier hospital as
a nurse, first at the surgery ward and then the emergency ward. In 5 years, his
family went from having nothing to having 3 different houses, 2 new cars, one of
which is worth more than 300,000 Yuan. And according to him, he is only getting
the leftovers. As long as doctors or head nurses want to, then earning a few
million yuan is definitely not out of the question. For example, a steel plate used
in orthopedic operations, originally costs 5000, but the hospital sells it for
25,000. This 20,000 is pure profits (1). Deducting the section that belongs to the
hospital, doctors can easily receive 6 to 7 thousand. Then there is the follow-up
medication. This is where all the money is. If some medicare drug is said to have
bad effects as well as side effects, but you still want to use it, then they will
prescribe it for you. Under these conditions, who would still use these drugs?
Yet, these people constantly call themselves poor. Towards these people Jiang
Hai can only say ‘f you’ and that is about it.



This type of grey income is drastically reduced in America since as long as you
pay your taxes then you’re pretty much covered by the state healthcare system.
But if you don’t have any medical insurance, then you’re royally screwed. If they
do not charge you a couple thousand for a simple cold, then it’s because they
pity you. Also, all of the doctors incomes in America are open to the public, but
they still earn a lot. On average they earn 180,000 annually, they rank number
one in annual incomes in America. The difference is pretty obvious. For example
a lawyer only earns an average of 110,000 yearly.

Naturally, this has no connections to Jiang Hai and Robins since a farmer only
earns 69,000 USD annually, but a cowboy earns much less than that. A cowboy
is basically a labourer. They’re very similar to those lumberjacks, dock workers
and construction workers, with an annual salary of somewhere between 20 to
30 thousand. Robins has a weekly salary of $616 which is 32,000 annually. To
cowboys this much salary is already pretty good since the middle class in
America annual salary doesn’t go beyond 50,000.

If you do the calculations then sailors earn a bit more. Those fishermen
working on internationals fishing trawlers earn 50,000 annually, making them
the middle class, but those working in coastal areas pretty much earn the same
as cowboys. Hearing this, Jiang Hai calculated a bit before hiring him with a
weekly wage of 800 USD. That is roughly 40,000 a year. Hearing this Robins
automatically became excited and explained what they need to get the ranch
running.

Hearing about everything that needed to be done, Jiang Hai finally understood
why managing a ranch is so much more difficult than described in those novels
(2). First, they need to replace all the missing equipment in the ranch as well as
renovate the whole residential area. This will have to be decided by Jiang Hai as
to how complex and luxurious he wants the place to be. Next is to hire more
workers. A ranch and a fishery can’t be operated by just Jiang Hai and Robins,
they require more hands.

The amount of people being hired is proportional to how many heads of cows
he is going to raise. With some calculation, the 1200 acres can easily raise 40
thousand heads of cows. However, Jiang Hai is only going to raise 10 thousand
first for testing purposes. Especially because the cattle he wants to raise is of



premium grade, not like those average ones. 10 thousand cattles require at least
5 cowboys with some additional shepherd dogs for support, thus increasing the
workers required count by 5.

Next, the fishery also need some manpower. A 100 tonnage fishing trawler
require at least 3 people, as well as teams on routine patrol duty. Generally 2
people a team is enough, thus requiring at least 5 fishermen. Then there is the
winery. Since it is currently winter and there exists unfavorable conditions for
growing grapes, thus hiring brewers can wait until next year. Nevertheless, he
still requires at least 3 brewers to operate the winery. Like this Jiang Hai needs to
employ at least 12 additional workers.

After hiring the required manpower, he needs to solve the transportation
problem. Which means buying trucks. Once they have the trucks then they’re on
the right track. They can go buy cattles, lambs, horses, boats, nets, cages and
anything else they might need. Hearing all of this, Jiang Hai kind of regretted
buying this place. He generally isn’t interested in these types of things, but now
he found this much work to do.

“Don’t worry boss, I’ll help you with all of these things. Half a month is more
than enough time to finish all of it.” Seeing how Jiang Hai understand none of
these things, Robins can only offer his support.

“Well, it can only go like this.” Muttered Jiang Hai embarrassingly.

The next day, he had Robins drive him to Philips headquarters in Boston to
finish the paperwork of buying this estate as well as to apply for a green card.

Currently, there can be said to be a lot of stuff in the estate, but not really. A
total of 4 ATVs, which have been in operation for more than 10 years. The fact
that it can still be ridden makes it quite a miracle. Hence they need to be
replaced. At current market price of 20 to 30 thousand USD, it isn’t that bad. A
lawn mower, that still can be used but need spare parts.

That is, the amount of taxes the government takes. In China, the amount of
people who know that there is a tax collecting system is very little. The maximum
amount of tax the government can take away from someone in China is only
20%. Compared to western powers this is nothing. Jiang Hai knew nothing of
this. But now that he has a green card, he knows some of the taxes.

For example, the federal tax and state tax. The Massachusetts state tax is
actually very little when compared to the other states. Even if Jiang Hai’s ranch
made the highest profit margin, he needs to give the state only 5%. But the
amount of federal taxes he has to pay is insurmountable.

Normally his super high tax rate is at around 39.6%. Counting in all the
subsidies, that is still around 35%. Basically he has to pay 40% of his profits as
taxes to America. At the same time he has to pay social security 6.2% annually
(retirement fund). There is also the 1.45% medicare insurance fee. Of course
there are several different ranks for this, but no matter what, almost half of
what he earns goes to the government. Now the question is, he hasn’t earned
any money so what taxes does he have to pay? Unfortunately, he is just to naive.

In America, everything costs money, including the air you breath. The piece of
land Jiang Hai bought has an annual land tax. This tax does not care whether you



earned anything or not. Especially since Jiang Hai owns a large piece of real
estate thus the amount of land tax he has to pay is also at the top rank, 3.6%
land tax. He also need to pay an average of 1.2% usage tax for the grassland and
the fishery annually.

Since this piece of property is worth 280 million, then under normal conditions
the land usage tax would be 3.36 million. This also does not take into account
medicare insurance, education fees for his future kid(s) which is bound to be
expensive as heck. Although the schools here are separated into public and
private, but you really can’t get a good education out of the public ones (3).
Instead private academies will provide great education, but their prices are just
too damn high (4).

“Oh my god, my head!” Hearing Robins’ explanation, Jiang Hai can’t help but
massage his solar plexus. He felt as if his head is about to explode. Why is there
so much work?! There was never any mention of all these problems in America in
all of those novels! Right now he seriously feels like he got lied to, he was to
naive to believe them.

“If i knew this earlier then I definitely would’ve bought a piece of forest and
lived there instead.” Jiang Hai muttered in chinese so Robins couldn’t
understand what he just said.

It is truly difficult to live in America. According to the stats released in 2011 by
the US government, a middle class family earns an average of 50,000 a year.
Because the family has a house, 2 adults, 2 kids, a dog and 2 cars, when you
subtract all the taxes from that 50,000 then they can only live under the help of
subsidies. Don’t mention America, even in China, a yearly income of 50,000 yuan
is enough for a single person. But if it’s a family then, hehe, if the kid needs to go
to school? hehehe…. need to support the grandparents as well? ……

When Jiang Hai got back he didn’t go to sleep directly, but rather took a
shower before sitting down to calculate his balance on his laptop. He specifically
brought this laptop over from China because of the chinese operating system.

Furthermore, you don’t have to
worry about water injected meats or viruses in the meat (3). The price of lamb is
almost the same. Sometimes, it might be a bit more expensive, but this is also
the same in China. Finally, there is the literally dirt cheap chicken and sea fish
prices. A bag of chicken bits is only 99 cents, a bag of wings is $1.30, exchange
this to yuan then it is cheaper by at least half. This are also the prices near
Boston. If you keep moving west, with the exception of California, the prices will
only drop.

However, if you think everything is cheaper like this then you’re really in for a
shock. This is because the prices of fruits and vegetables are expensive to the
point of making people have sleepless nights. From Jiang Hai’s examination,
tomatoes are $2 a pound, bell peppers are 99 cents each, 88 cents a pound for
squash and this is just regular vegetables. If we’re talking about organic ones
then you at least have to multiply the normal price by 3.

Although everything here is mechanised, the prices are really expensive
beyond reason. Apart from those city workers, everyone in countryside all farm
their own vegetables. If they have excess then they can also sell them. In
America, you really don’t have to worry about them not selling. Because as long
as you have stock and the quality is ok, people will buy them no matter the price.

This is how Jiang Hai felt as soon as he walked into the fruit section
of the supermarket. Apart from vegetables, the fruits here are expensive to the
point of nightmares.

Watermelons, $0.99 a pound. Kiwi $1.30 each. Oranges, around 1.2kg each,

but think about the cheap prices in China. Of course this is the price of only
regular fruits. The better quality ones are of course more expensive.

Moreover, estate owners like him definitely need to provide food
for his workers.

The beef is usually marinated and then roasted,
while the fishes are generally pan fried. You can certainly also make a big bonfire
and cook it there. Hence the only thing Jiang Hai, Edward and Robins have to do
is just marinate the meats and skewer them.

Apart from these, there are also fruits and vegetables. Basically, there is only
one recipe: salads. As long as it’s not too salty and can be eaten, then it’s good.
As such, prep time takes very little time. In under an hour, they have already
finished preparing everything and went to light the bonfire from the wood
Robins had previously cut down during his usual patrols. After that rode their
ATVs and drove towards the sea.



Currently, they have already finished preparing beef, chicken and salads. The
entree will be pizza ordered from a local pizzeria.

But this is
completely different out at sea. Due to the oceans being too deep apart from
using floats, there is also bottom fishing, boat fishing, and sports fishing. We
can’t go boat fishing since we don’t have boats right now, float fishing can only
catch fish at around 1 meter depth, which isn’t deep enough, thus we can only
fish using sport tricks or do bottom fishing.” Edward explained, but Jiang Hai
right now clearly wants to show off his skills.

“Sports fishing requires many tricks, thus beginners on the beach usually all
use bottom fishing. You can try it out.” Edward said as he handed Jiang Hai a
fishing rod.



This fishing rod is completely different from those rods with very thin top that
are used in freshwater bodies. This particular rod’s top is very thick, it also has a
very thick line on the wheel. At the very top is a medium sized weight plus a
couple of hooks, but there is no sign of any floats. Seeing this set of equipment,
Jiang Hai is extremely excited. Having tried out the rod, Jiang Hai confirmed
roughly how far he can throw out the hook.

Afterwards, Robins brought out some of his specially prepared baits. These
baits are made up of tiny shrimps, but they really aren’t small in size. These were
caught from the ocean and specially prepared to use as baits when Robins was
bored previously.

Although the price of seafood
in Harbin isn’t as low as those coastal areas, but it can still be considered cheap
compared to other inland areas. Ordinary live shrimp cost around 20 yuan for
500 grams. Any frozen shrimp that can be sold for several dozen a catty is not a
common sight; especially when these shrimp have a large size.

However right now these shrimps are being used as bait, then Jiang Hai has
really nothing left to say except curse them for being prodigal. Since Robins
explained, there are tons of these shrimps here. Normally they live on sea beds
150 meters below the surface, but during those days with overcast skies, when it
rains or when there is a hurricane, the bottom of the ocean lacks oxygen thus
these shrimp will float up for oxygen rich water. During these times you can
easily cast out a couple nets from the shore and catch several kilos of these. To
most fishermen here, these shrimp and those clams on the seabed are all just
fishing baits.

In America and European countries, clams, sea cucumbers, sea urchin and the
likes generally have very few followers. Even if it is the best quality abalones, they
won’t even touch it if it is not super big. To them the words ‘to waste natural
resources recklessly’ carries no value. Anyway, by following the so called local
customs, Jiang Hai is indifferent to using these as bait since they are pretty easy
to catch.

When all three have hooked on their baits, Robins was the first to cast out his
line. Since they were boat fishing, Edward prepared 2.7m long rods with a wheel
of a 100m line. With Robins’ strength, his line was cast out about 50 meters. This

There is the buying power of the American dollar which is more than 6
times stronger than the Chinese yuan. Basically, Toyota’s pickup sales have never
been bad, but Jiang Hai will not support anything Japan (2).

Apart from the above 3, there is the high end truck maker GMC. GMC
dominates the commercial truck market, but has expanded their sights on to the
pickup market. According to Durufle, any of these 4 brands will do.

After thinking a bit, Jiang Hai decided to follow the masses by sticking with
Ford. Although he wants to buy some weird cars, but since none of the ones
here have good performance thus it can only wait. Now is to choose which
model of the F series. In total there are 7, from smallest to biggest, 150, 250,
350, 450, 550, 650 and 750.

The most common is of course the F150, commonly referred to as the Raptor.
In China, a Ford F150 cost roughly 500,000 yuan. If you take away the ~40%
customs tax, then exchange the remaining into USD then you get a price of
around $60,000. Adding on license plate fees, insurance, and sales tax, it would
come to a total of around $80,000. Since Jiang Hai is buying these for
agricultural purposes, then he get some subsidies from the government. After all



the subsidies are counted in then a 6.2L F150, which can do basically everything
on the farm, will only cost $58,000.

As soon as Jiang Hai hear this price he was moved, but was firmly rejected by
Robins. Generally for a family farm a F150 is more than enough. However, the
farm Jiang Hai owns is just too big. Without even mentioning the need to pull
boats and fish later, just pulling cows around is next to impossible for the F150.

“Indeed, your farm is just too big. If you want to transport cows then this
model of pickups can move at most 50 heads, anymore then it won’t be able to
move.

According
to Robins, if a 550 is used for transporting cows, then it can pull a trailer plus
300 heads at once.

This is already the standards for most large scale farms. In the west, the
majority of farms all use either 450s or 550. However from the very beginning
Jiang Hai didn’t pay them much attention.

Gentle nature, daily weight gain of roughly 1kg,
nice marbling in all the cuts, with a high meat output of around 60-65% results in
being well-received in America. Apart from this breed, Brahman, Charolais,
Hereford and Piedmontese are also well received in America. These cows tend to
have a very high butcher rate. Compared to these fine breeds, the cows in China
falls miles behind.

The most famous in China should be the Luxi cattle, Qinchuan cattle, and
Nanyang cattle. But these breeds have a very low butcher rate. If it can reach
50% meat output with all the bits and pieces then you just got lucky. These cows
originally weren’t raised for eating but be used as oxens in the field. If you’re
talking about strength or attacking power then these breeds completely outclass
the one in America and Europe, but if it’s quality and quantity then they lack far



behind.

The key lies with the near 15% difference. Meat quantity from 100 heads in
America can match if not surpass 115 heads from China. The other key factor is
the population density of America. The 9.8 million square kilometers for less
than 325 million people, there are tons of land that can be used for ranching,
but this is not possible in China.

High population level leads to low concentration of ranches. Add on the poor
breeds and obstructions of fence construction, if prices for beef are still low,
then something is really wrong. Although people have thought about importing
in breeds, but this was banned by the central government. Those already
imported in limousin and simmental cattle has a really hard time breeding,
resulting in hard expansion of the industry. Currently China much more prefer to
raise milk cows for the same reason.

“Next up are the bulls.” Robins said after a quick introduction. Currently the
first round of auction is already over. In the wake of the auctioneer’s words, the
first bull walked up. This one is clearly bigger and stronger than the ones Jiang
Hai is thinking of.

In the animal world, everything follows the laws of nature. Therefore to be a
bull, the first criteria they have to meet is their size must be big. These bulls put
up for auction are all the best of the best. Hence their size is way bigger than the
norms.

This is a charolais weighing in at 1211kg. Seeing this strong frame and limbs,
you need at least 3-5 people to handle him when he goes mad. But charolais are
well known for their gentle temper. “Just like their french ancestors, gentle till
the end.” The auctioneer joked and was received by a round of laughter from the
cowboys.

What he is talking about is during WWII when the French got defeated by the
Germans, they kept on their romantic and comfortable living instead of resisting.
This was really an awkward situation for the allies, but to say this in America is
also not a smart idea. Because most of the Americans are all descendants of
French and English colonists.

Normally, a head of cattle
is worth around $1000 when sold in herds.

The next couple of bulls are of charolais, hereford and piedmontese breeds.
When it was the piedmontese turn up, Robins clearly is agitated because
piedmontese is a very well off breed. They are not known their their meat, since
they produce very average meat both in quality as well as in quantity. They are
really famous for their hides. A whole sheet of mature cow’s hide can fetch
$1000 easily. Of course the leather market is very limiting. This breed is also well
known for their wild nature.

If it’s only a small group then it is easier to control, but if a large group of them
go mad, then have fun and good luck, because you are going to need it. Hence,
after some thinking, he quickly gave up on the idea.

Auctions like this are not just made up of bulls. After auctioning these bulls,
there is the auction of small herds. This time on stage is not just a single head of
cattle but 30 heads. All of these cattle are tagged but they are not hard to
identify with their completely black hide.

“These are angus cattle, we can start joining in now.” Said Robins.

“Alright next up for sale is the herd belonging to Par’s ranch. We all know old
Par is almost 70 and that he wants to retire. His only daughter will not succeed
his ranch so these cows also must go. We all know how old Par raises his cattles,
so there is definitely no problems with them. In total 30 heads. 1 bull, 23 cows
with 5 already pregnant, and 6 calves under 1 year old. Now let us start the



auction with the sale of the whole herd. If the resulting price does not meet Par’s
expectations then we’ll auction them off separately.” Explained the Auctioneer.

Everyone who are in this line of business all know something about everyone.
They clearly know of the old man’s skills so these cows definitely will sell. As such
people are calling prices as soon as the auction began. Very quickly this herd of
30 is worth $30,000, but not even a minute passed before it grew to $42,000.
Robins is also interested in them but suppressed he urges and waited for the
right moment.

“$45,000” When someone called $44,900, Robins joined in by adding on
another hundred.

“These cows are definitely in good condition. Those pregnant cows are
probably going to give birth soon. In a year those calves can also hit the market.
It doesn’t matter what the quality of this herd is since you are actually paying for
35 of them.” Burke commented.

“Of course, the main reason is Par’s raising skills. For these cows, it doesn’t
matter if it’s male or female, they all have some nice marbling on them. Without
incidents, it is very likely for them to produce top-notch beef. When the time
comes, those beef profits will skyrocket for sure.” Philemon joined in after being
quiet for the whole time.

Beef is separated into 8 grades in America, but the price for top-notch beef is
expensive to the point of being cringe worthy. A pound of the finest beef is
generally between 3 to 500 dollars. A head of cow, on average, weighs 800 kg or
2000 lbs. After removing the bones and what not, you are left with 1300 lbs of
pure meat. Using the ratio of only 10% as prime grade beef, a pound of raw beef
for $375, then 10% of a single head of cow is worth almost $50,000.

Once you add on all the other meats, choice at $100 plus a pound, select at
$50 a pound, and standard for $6-8 a pound, then that is almost $100,000 for a
good head of cow. Of course half of the profit is taken up by it’s best quality
meat, but Robins really expect old Par’s cows to live up to this expectation.

However Jiang Hai is clearly in awe upon doing the math, but quickly
recovered. Others can doubt him, whether his cows are going to lose money. But
he himself is clearly confident. With the cooperation of his blood, these cows will



have the best meat when slaughtered. Furthermore the quantity of the best
quality meat available will most likely cause a small war.

“Alright, please come this way for the form. I’m also going to need your IDs.”

Normally, the most commonly used type of ID in America is the driver’s license.
However, since Jiang Hai doesn’t have an American licence right now, he can
only present the the green card as his ID. Having examined Jiang Hai’s green
card, he picked up the phone for confirmation, received $500 for the license and
registration fees and the completed form. Jiang Hai was surprised that this was
all he had to do.

Getting a gun license in America is actually pretty easy. All you need is a
confirmation from the FBI saying that you are an American citizen, a permanent
resident, or a green card holder, a clear history and without any mental disorder.
For the rich like Jiang Hai, who is a holder of the black centurion, they have
special services for stuff like these and everything would be sorted out for them.
However Jiang Hai hasn’t touched these stuff yet and Robins and the others
don’t understand so it came down to the basic applications. However the
application process went without a hitch, he completed the form, registered in
the computer database and everything is done.

Lastly comes the buying part of the process. Of course there are also
restrictions here as well. For one, Jiang Hai can’t buy automatics. Although
ordinary citizens have the right to bear arms, but they are all semiautomatics. By
law, anybody over the age of 18 can own rifles, but you need to be at least 21
before you can own handguns. Other restrictions also apply.

Jiang Hai only bought the basic gun license. This license allows you to own
guns, but normally you must store them unloaded at home. You can also store it
in the trunk of the car, but then the gun must be cased and in a hard to reach
place. The gun must also be empty and bullets stored separately. If you want to



carry then you must apply for the license to carry, but this requires you receive
special police training first. This is very troublesome to get, and Jiang Hai doesn’t
have the need to carry his guns everywhere.

Originally apart from the license to carry there is also a license to carry hidden
weapons. However, due to an increase in shootings in recent years, most state
government have stopped issuing these licenses.

It was a good thing that Jiang Hai had settled in Boston, if he chose to settle in
the neighboring New York, where gun control is almost on par with California,
then he can have fun waiting for his applications to come through. However in
Boston, everything is pretty much done after filling out the state forms, so as
soon as the young man finished processing the forms he began to introduce all
kinds of guns to Jiang Hai.

In America buying guns is very easy. Not only can you buy them online, there
are also specialized stores that sell them. Like the store they are in right now.
They have almost every type of gun, such as the hunting rifles, assault rifle, pistol
and so on. Nearly everything that has hit the market is here. Of course stuff like
sniper rifles and machine guns is also available, but Jiang Hai has no need for
them. As a side note, the prices for these guns is completely different from what
Jiang Hai originally thought. It’s not that it’s too expensive, rather it’s way too
cheap.

In all specialized gun stores, all guns are separately priced from a couple
hundred to a few thousand. For example the 9mm competition guns from SIG
Sauer cost $929, the .45 M1911 cost $1015 and the P238 for $689. The
famously well known Glock cost almost nothing. The Glock 19, 22 and 27 model
only cost $429, Glock .45 models cost $499, and the luger 380 only cost $349.

Of course you can’t just buy the gun and bullets since you’ll be hunted down
by the police, so you also need to other stuff as well. Such as gun cases, gun
covers, additional magazines, care kits and so on. However the whole set is
actually pretty cheap. A Smith & Wesson M&P cost $549, but the whole set,
which includes a gun case, a gun sleeve, 2 magazines and a cleaning kit, costs
$649, only $100 more.

Of course, apart from these, there are also lots of personalization options



available. Such as different types of grips; just think about it, now any girl can
change the gun’s grip to match her bag, heels and so on (1). Silencers are also up
for sale, but the cost is kind of expensive now, ranging from $700 to more than
$6000. The ones for pistols are pretty cheap in comparison to the ones for rifles.
However silencers for hunting rifles are just too much.

“If you have any interest in any of these, we have a small shooting range in the
back where you can try it out. Of course the price of the bullets are not included,
but it’s pretty cheap.” Seeing the dazzled look Jiang Hai is having, this attendant
stated.

“Yo Robins, any suggestions?” After some hesitation, Jiang Hai turned to
Robins for his advice.

“To be honest it isn’t that hard to pick, the main thing is the caliber of the
guns. All you need to do is pick a caliber and choose guns from there.
Performance and such are all pretty much the same. I suggest you to get two
guns. A pistol for personal defence and a hunting rifle, well a semiautomatic
assault rifle also works.” Robins replied.

Hearing Robins’ suggestion, Jiang Hai thought for a bit before tell the
attendant: “Show me the most powerful guns.

to a gun shop for a first time and not even touch the famous deagle is out of the
question.

“Um alright…. This counter here contains only desert eagles. The normal ones
use .357, a more powerful version uses .44 and the most powerful uses .50.
However this gun’s recoil is beyond imagination. Which one you want?” Seeing
Jiang Hai’s perseverance, the attendant can only satisfy his wishes. He already
said what needs to be said, everything else rests with Jiang Hai.

“How about that one?” Seeing the guns displayed in the counter, Jiang Hai’s
eyes suddenly lit up as he pointed to the biggest gun in the case.

“Um, this is also a deagle, .50 caliber, but special edition.” The attendant
replied.

A normal .50 caliber desert eagle has a full body length of 270mm, with a
barrel length of 250mm. However this special versions barrel is extended, almost
like those super large pistols in films. That awe-inspiring feeling when you hold it
is incomprehensible. Of course, with increased barrel length comes increased
muzzle velocity, which leads to extra recoil; but Jiang Hai pays it no mind.

“Yes, now let me try this baby out in the back!” Jiang Hai said full of excitement
as he held the gun in his hands.

“Uhhhh, alright…..” Seeing Jiang Hai’s excitement, the attendant nodded after
some hesitation, he can always wear some protective gear if needed.

However Jiang Hai clearly has no interest in continuing this line of
conversation, as having finished selecting his pistol, he went on to pick out his
rifle.

However you still have to pay to use it; $2 for target sheets, 100 pistol rounds for
$30, $10 to $20 for 100 rifle rounds though you can change guns anytime. Apart
from these, you also need to rent the target slot. The store they are in right now
is somewhat expensive with $30 per hour, in total with tips and everything, it
comes down to $100 to test out the guns.

This is the first time Jiang Hai has ever fired any weapon, so first on the list is
the AUG. As to not lose too much face by shooting wide, he decided to aim with
the built in scope. Under the attendant’s careful instructions, he took at a very
basic stance and aimed.

This is
really a small chinese supermarket. There is even some vegetables here, oh even
northeastern rice as well.

There really is a lot of stuff here, on top of that, most of the stuff are all
authentic imports. After being here for almost a month, Jiang Hai is somewhat



sick of eating sweet and sour stuff day in and day out. Sometimes he really
wanted to have some mixed noodles, old Beijing style, but he has no clue how to
make the sauce. It’s not like you can replace it with tomato sauce and hope it
tastes authentic.

These were his thoughts in the morning, but now it turned into reality; this is
really something to be happy about. Although the market has almost everything
any chinese person might ask for, but the prices here were higher than expected.
Almost every bottle here is worth a box back in China, but you can’t actually mail
these stuff over. Hence without much thinking, Jiang Hai took a basket and filled
it up with everything he needs. First 2 bottles of Lao gan ma, then 4 bottles of
spicy garlic sauce, 4 bottles of black bean sauce, some hard to find soy sauce,
vinegar and also a 5kg bag of good quality rice.

Originally, Northeast China didn’t produce rice, but beans and sorghum.
However this all changed with the occupation by the Japanese Empire. They
brought over rice and forced the people to farm them. After they lost and left,
the northeast people kept the habit of farming rice. Due to the bitter coldness in
winter, the ground here is not as overused as some areas in China. The soil here
is fertile to the point where you can almost squeeze out oil from it. As a result,
the rice there has high yields and a great taste. Originally, there were two
regions that produced rice in the northeast, Liao province and Heilong province;
but due to high levels of pollution in Liao province, Heilong province’s rice quickly
overtook the sector of the market.

Among them is one of the best tasting rice in the world, it’s also what most
people in Heilong province eat, the paddy flower rice. This type of rice is
particularly fragrant with a unique texture and hence is extraordinarily delicious.
This type of rice costs only 3 to 4 yuan a catty in Heilong province, but once
transported south, it’s prices skyrocket. In Sichuan province this rice costs
around 80 yuan for a 5 kg bag. If we go even further south, then it’s not rare to
find a dozen yuan for a catty of this.

In America, the rice is also expensive. A 5 kg sack of rice cost $110. This isn’t
selling rice anymore, but gold.

Adding on the fact that these
mushrooms have anti cancer and diabetes properties, with their originally high
prices and the fact that they can’t be farmed, it’s no wonder that their prices
skyrocket each year.

Although
they were dried, and had a ridiculous price tag, Jiang Hai still decided to empty
the shop of them.

This restaurant, Italian gourmet, is a very well known italian restaurant in the
area. Of course, Jiang Hai and the group have been here before so they are
pretty familiar with the menu here.

“Let’s first have 8 cheddar chowders, a whole fried squid, oh right it’s fried
cuttlefish, fried clams, 8 crab stuffed mushrooms, 2 Milanese veal shoulders, 2
veal scallopini, and 8 ham cheese steak. What do you guys want for the main
course?” Looking at the menu in front of him, Jiang Hai immediately ordered a
bunch. Most of these stuff are all either italian signature dishes or it’s what the
restaurant is famous for.

“We’ll have some black pasta.” Answered Robins after confirming with
everyone else.

“Then 8 servings of black pasta.” Jiang Hai stated to the waiter beside him.

Having finished ordering everything for now, the waiter left respectfully with
the menus. Not long later, Philemon’s wife arrived and everyone finally got
together, before long their dishes are ready. First up is the appetizer soup,
cheddar chowder. This type of soup is generally prepared in batches, hence
unlimited refills. In the Boston region, you can find these types of chowders
everywhere. However instead of cheddar, it’s made with potatoes, fresh clams
and some seasonal vegetables. Combining the flavours of the deep sea and the
sweetness from the seasonal vegetables; you get the world renown Boston clam
chowder.



After that came the appetizers and sides. The fried clams are just simply deep
fried fresh clams with a crust. Add on a bit of sweet and sour sauce and it makes
for a great appetizer.

Carb stuffed mushrooms is a side dish, but it is served on large individual
plates. A large mushroom stuffed to the brim with crab meat and cheese. After
baking, the cheese melts and mixes with the crab meat; making it a wonderful
side to enjoy.

Fried cuttlefish is just fried squid rings, except it’s just named differently in
different areas. This is just like using different cuts of beef to make roast beef.
The end product is all the same, but it’s just named differently. Squeeze on a bit
of lemon juice and it brings out the wonderful flavours that were hidden away.

Veal scallopini is this stores specialty; a dish that came from the store’s boss’s
home town of Milan. First take some veal with celery, onions, bay leaves and
spices, and cook until it becomes soft with white wine. After letting it cool off, it
is served with a paste made of mashed squid and other types of fishes. The
combination of beef and seafood is simply amazing.

Veal shoulders is prepared by cutting a veal shoulder into chunks, then letting
it slowly cook with wine, tomatoes, and spices. Of course, the best part of this
dish in Jiang Hai’s opinion isn’t the meat itself. Rather it is the marrows within
the bones.

Ham cheese steak is just what it sounds like. Ham, cheese, and steak seared
together. This is a dish solely made up of meat. This is also the dish that Jiang Hai
was looking forward to the most; mainly due to its huge portions.

Lastly but not least came the main course, the black pasta. The dish itself is
pretty good; it is most comparable with the buckwheat noodle dishes in China.
The only difference is that it is bit bitter and you choose the sauce; but still taste
great.

Most Americans love their sauces. Seafood sauce, ketchup, Mexican barbecue
sauce, sweet and spicy sauces, and so on. If you can name them, they probably
will have it. However, having eaten sweet and sour stuff day in and day out, Jiang
Hai has had enough. Although he liked the sweet and sour taste when in China
with food such as twice cooked pork, stir fried pepper and pork and so on. But



now all he wants is something that isn’t sweet or sour, as such he had his pasta
with only some butter, lemon juice and mexican hot sauce.

To be fair, when someone mentions hot peppers, most chinese will probably
refuse to accept the truth. This is because people from the Sichuan area, Hunan
province, and the South China area live off of hot peppers. However, in the
international scene, the hottest pepper in China, the yellow lantern, isn’t even
ranked on the world’s spiciest pepper chart.

First on the chart is a british chili. It is called the naga viper, where a bite will
send you to the hospital. Previously, Jiang Hai heard of a story where someone
who grew up in the Sichuan region decided to take the naga challenge. However
after a single bite, he was sent to the hospital. A seriously deadly chilli.

Second on the chart is also a british chili. The trinidad scorpion butch T, a
breed of the trinidad moruga scorpion.

Third on the list is India’s bhut jolokia, also commonly known as ghost pepper.
This pepper was originally used as a fence against animals in rural communities.

Fourth is Mexico’s habanero. This is 3 times as spicy as the China’s yellow
lantern, and 20 times that of the facing heaven pepper. This species of pepper is
only available dried and is banned from selling fresh because it is just too spicy.
The hot sauce Jiang Hai is currently using has a bit of habanero, although it is just
less than 5%, but it is still spicy enough.
