Anyways, it seems you were
possessed by something unusual before right? You must have had a hard time」
(Kousuke)

「Mm.. Even if I’m told that I don’t remember what happened. I just
remember doing things normally」(Viare)

 

Hearing her cheerful response, Kousuke knew that she didn’t suffer.

 

「I see. I wonder if the other people are like that too」(Kousuke)

「Most likely」(Viare)

「The rest of us will become insane soon though」(Borudosu)

「Really?」(Kousuke)

「Besides you, Viare and the Tato with the “Demon Eye”, the rest of us only
have two or three days left. We figured this out from seeing the others’
personality changing. It’s a guarantee, no doubt about it. Since this is the case



only you and Viare can solve this. Unless someone comes in from outside again.
When I become a victim please take my journal, I wrote down various methods
to fix this」(Borudosu)

「I want to solve this before that if possible. It’s better to have more
manpower for this. We can’t take too long since I’ll eventually fall victim too」
(Kousuke)

『Was that a miss?』Kousuke thought as he began to feel more and more
embarrassed. He hurriedly tried to think of another method to cover up his
embarrassment.

Another two minutes passed and Viare suddenly shouted.





「Umm.. Ahh.. REALLY?! I um.. umm I know we’ve taken care of each other a
lot… bu.. bu.. but… it’s too soon to get married, RIGHT!? So.. so.. um… is
something in between.. a friend and a lo. lo.. lover oーoーoーkay instead!?」
(Viare)

 

Her face was flushed red, Viare’s body was releasing smoke as she flailed her
arms around.

The smoke was gathering into one ball above her.

Each group
was given a reward for their assistance by the town’s nobles, though it was a bit

With this the cleanup for this incident was mostly done.

 

There was just one thing left so the Guild branch’s head, Kousuke, Borudosu
and Viare were currently in a meeting.

On the table, for the purpose of this meeting, the sealing knife was laid.

 

「So.. how should we deal with this」(Branch head)

 

The branch head was at a loss with what to do. Seeing him like that Viare was
giving an apologetic look.

Their head is
the hardest part of their body and they use it to attack by jumping high and
using the force of the fall to crash into their targets.

There was a case where a mercenary company was devastated by a group of
around 100 Dive Hoppers in the past. Such a record was left behind.

Needle Bushes are bush shaped monsters that camouflages in with other
greeneries. They stay still until a prey comes into range and stabs out cogon
grass-like needles to impale their preys.

【TL: Imperata cylindrica, also known as blady grass, cogon grass, kunai grass
or Japanese bloodgrass】



The area around this monster tends to have slightly withered grasses so it’s
not difficult to spot despite it blending in well with the other bushes.

 

In addition to the monsters’ detail, Kousuke was also told about some of the
hazardous zones along the way. A brief summary of the hired adventurers were
provided as well.

While the two were talking, the people who were having lunch arrived and
the preparation for departure began.

The battles they had on their way to the ruin gave each other a good idea of
the each other’s capabilities.

Except for Kousuke who’s never using his full power. Despite that though, Lyle
would glance at Kousuke enviously since he was nowhere as strong as Kousuke.

The only ones that had no trouble during the fights were Kousuke and Tony.
Those two were never troubled by the fights and would kill each monster with
one swing.

「Seems so. I’m just glad there weren’t any real issues so far」(Kousuke)

「I agree」(Tony)

 

Kousuke and Tony were chatting while standing guard for the evening. Since
everyone else was asleep they were whispering.

Originally, Horton was supposed to stand guard as well, but doing an escort
job he was unfamiliar with left him physically and mentally drained. At the
urgings of Kousuke and Tony, he hasn’t done any night watches since yesterday.

 

「The fact that you’re strong is one of the reasons for the safe travel. It
allowed me to watch over Horton more, thanks. You’re already that strong at
such a young age, I’m sure it’s possible you’ll become world famous in no time」
(Tony)



「Not really interested in that though」(Kousuke)

「If you’re a man you should at least do one big thing, don’t you want to
become famous?」(Tony)

「I’ve thought of that before, but…」(Kousuke)

 

When he was back on Earth he has thought of doing something big and
becoming famous. That was mostly a delusion with no clear vision though.

But here, he coincidently attained something amazing and has the ability to
become extremely famous.

Thinking of that actually happening, it made him incredibly nervous. It
wouldn’t be fame through his efforts so he would feel guilty. It’s to the point
that he has no pride in his current strength. For as long as he stays stuck with
this mindset, he will most likely continue living on a peaceful lifestyle.

Kousuke has no complaints about living peacefully either.

 

「For now, I’ll just go with the flow」(Kousuke)

「Quite the peaceful one huh. I don’t see anything wrong with being a bit



more ambitious. Like Lyle」(Tony)

「About that, it’s just a difference in preference. Let’s leave it at that」
(Kousuke)

「I guess I’ll just go with that then」(Tony)

「Since we have some time, mind teaching me some magic? Like that blast of
wind, looked very useful」(Kousuke)

 

During one of their fights, Tony used a strong blast of wind to change the
trajectory of a Dive Hopper’s attack. With just that, the Dive Hopper’s attack
became useless.

A magic that could disable an opponent without harming them, it was ideal
and Kousuke wanted to learn it.

 

「Sure. I also want to learn some of the magic spells that you know. What can
you use so far?」(Tony)

「Flight magic, teleportation magic, a penetrating beam magic, barrier magic,
and healing magic. The others I know are mostly for day-to-day conveniences」
(Kousuke)



「Is your magical aptitude very high?」(Tony)

 

Tony had an astonished face hearing the list of magic Kousuke could use.

Not just ordinary people, but fledgling and third rate adventurers would not
be able to use some of the magic Kousuke could use, being astonished was a
given.

 

「My magical aptitude is definitely not ordinary」(Kousuke)

「You could already do so much.. I still think you should aim to become
famous. Just why are you doing odd-job requests only?」(Tony)

「I get asked that question a lot. I always answer that with “Safety is number
one”. I don’t have to do anything dangerous to survive anyways」(Kousuke)

 

It’s something Kousuke noticed a bit too. He would unconsciously try to avoid
any situation that would possibly threaten his life. He doesn’t understand why
he’s like that, but he has no intention of stifling it. He felt that it’s for the best.

 



「Then why become an adventurer? Wouldn’t taking up a craft and working be
a better idea?」(Tony)

「St. Beria isn’t my permanent resident」(Kousuke)

「I see, it wouldn’t make sense to do that if you’re constantly traveling. Still,
becoming a traveling merchant or something similar would have worked
though」(Tony)

「Well, the odd-job requests was the easiest thing to do for me. Even if you
tell me I could become a merchant I wouldn’t be able to make heads or tails out
of that profession」(Kousuke)

「With your abilities, making a living while travelling should be no problem,
just hunt some stuff and sell the meat. There are some birds and deer that
might be rejected in trades, but rare species like the bird “Yewel” could be sold
at a high price. When I had no money I did that. There are some requests to
hunt for them too. I’m sure the butchers would be happy if they can refill their
stocks from time to time」(Tony)

 

The butchers Kousuke knew never gave him similar personal requests
because they didn’t know that he could do it. If they knew he was this strong
and dextrous they wouldn’t have hesitated to ask.

 



「I see, so there were requests like that around. I’ve been too focused on
doing requests that I could do without leaving town so I never noticed」
(Kousuke)

 

The night watch ended as the two discussed other similar jobs and requests
that could be done.

The two never realized that Lyle was listening to a portion of their
conversation.

 

The next day, the group arrived at the ruin in the afternoon. Weeds blanketed
the entire area and the buildings looked decayed.

There’s a chance
a monster may appear so Kousuke, Lyle, and Iris accompanied the scholars. The
other two stood guard near the base.

「Wa.. Wahii!」(Horton)

 

Kousuke and Tony laughed lightly seeing how stiff Horton was.

As they descended, Kousuke, with permission, casted《Light》to brighten up
the immediate area. Ten meter radius brightened up, as if bathed in sunlight.
Seeing how much light was being given off, Tony asked if Kousuke will be alright
with using so much mana.

(Tony)



「This magic is supposed to be mana efficient right?」(Kousuke)

「I’m terrible with mana control so I end up using more than necessary」(Tony)

「I see. It’s like the saying “Even dust, if piled, can become a mountain”」
(Kousuke) 【TL: Japanese proverb – Chiri mo tsumoreba yama to naru. “Small
things add up” would be the English equivalent】

「Those two are about to move forward」(Horton)

 

While Kousuke and Tony were talking, Horton spoke up.

 

「Ah, sorry」(Kousuke)

「Thank you for letting us know」(Tony)

「It’s nothing」(Horton)

 

Tony and Horton took the vanguard and Kousuke was the rearguard. Today,



the group once again began their investigation.

Their destination was a large room. It looked like it was used as a wareroom
in the past. The room was littered with broken goods everywhere.

The broken goods looked like trash to Kousuke, Tony and Horton, but the
scholars saw differently.

There might even be abandoned
man-made monsters in here, if so, they are definitely starving for mana」(Tony)

「Well.. There’s no one around to keep them fed」(Kousuke)

 

The two proceeded deeper while disarming traps that Lyle and Horton
avoided and defeating monsters that they couldn’t defeat. This way, when they
escape together no hindrance would appear.

In addition, the two saw signs of break-ins here and there and noticed various
ornaments and decorations, that could be seen as valuable, were broken
recently.

It rolled its
body up and charged at the two like a steel ball. The attack that resembled a
pillbug was something Kousuke expected, but it charged at an incredible speed
and he was unable to avoid it in time and got smashed into a wall.

Tony became worried Kousuke got a heavy injury since he didn’t wear any
heavy armor, but seeing him get up without any problems at all made him feel
that his worries were unfounded.

I forgot
to get it repaired. I kept pushing it off since I didn’t have any need to use it. The
repair would cost some money, but even if I bring it to the smith I won’t get it
back in time so the money’s no longer necessary. Alice-san, would it be alright if
you teach me some attack oriented magic later?」(Kousuke)

 

To replace his sword, he thought to use magic instead.

 

「That’s fine」(Alice)

「If possible could you teach me something that could disable a large amount
of foes instead of killing them?」(Kousuke)

 



To Kousuke’s request, Alice immediately nodded as she recalled quite a few
spells that fit his requirements.

 

「While I’m being taught the new magic, Viare, you can go prepare for the
journey」(Kousuke)

「That sounds good. Ah, but I’ve never gone on a journey like this before so I
have no idea what to bring」(Viare)

「Wouldn’t Wei-san know? Since he used to be an adventurer and it’s
something he needed」(Kousuke)

 

Convinced with that answer, Viare got up.

 

「Since you might need to buy something, please take the money. Alice-san,
please」(Kousuke)

 

Alice reached into her pocket and gave Viare four gold coins.



Viare stared at the gold coins in her hand and opened her mouth.

 

「…… This… I can’t accept this. I’m not doing anything.. So this much is..」
(Viare)

 

When she actually received it, she felt even more reserved and
uncomfortable accepting it.

 

「Then, how about if it’s a loan? You can pay it back whenever you can」
(Kousuke)

「Mm.. if it’s that then.. I’ll borrow four gold coins then. But I don’t need all
four right now so could one of you hold onto the three gold coins for the
meantime? I think I’ll end up dropping them if I have them all」(Viare)

「That does sound likely…」(Kousuke)

 

The convinced Kousuke accepted the three gold coins and placed them on the
table.



Viare left the inn to prepare.

Kousuke gathered his things and separated the things into two groups, one
for traveling and the other to leave behind. He planned to pay Shidi to store the
things he wanted to leave behind. It’s not much so she should accept it.

 

「I’m done preparing so please teach me the magic」(Kousuke)

「Very well. I’ll be teaching you “Shockwave”, “Earthen Spear”, and “Explosive
Fireball”. “Shockwave” is the one that can incapacitate enemies. If you’re
aiming to not kill then don’t use “Earthen Spear” or “Explosive Fireball”」(Alice)

「Fights that involve a lot of bloodshed is a bit…」(Kousuke)

「Just in case it’s a good idea to learn those too. The place I’m asking you to go
have dangerous monsters roaming around too」(Alice)

「Come to think of it, what kind of place is the Domain of the Gods?」(Kousuke)

 

Alice explained that what she learned is from hearsays and books before she
began.



The name of the particular Domain of the Gods is “Columudg” and this
domain has a few gods involved.

It doesn’t have any peculiar terrains. It has forests, plains, rivers, and
mountains. Animals and monsters are everywhere.

It doesn’t have any human settlements. Therefore this domain is an unspoiled
nature. It contains precious plants and ores, as well as near extinct species.

It’s possible to travel from edge to edge of this domain in a week.

Even though there are people that can enter this domain, the reason why it
still contains these precious materials is because the amount they can bring out
is limited. Furthermore, without a god’s permission the materials can’t be
brought out.

 

「Permission?」(Kousuke)

「Every Domain of the Gods have a shrine-like building in them. You need to
go there to get permission」(Alice)

「How do I know I got permission? Will I get some sort of proof?」(Kousuke)

「Apparently you’ll receive a verbal confirmation from a god. Also, you’ll go
through a trial before you’re allowed to enter the shrine. Each trial is different
from person to person. Depending on which god is giving you the trial, the



difficulty will vary as well」(Alice)

「A trial huh. Is it something like a large monster or a storm chasing me?」
(Kousuke)

「Trials like that have appeared before. I haven’t heard of any deaths though.
If you receive a fatal wound inside the domain you’ll get healed and thrown
out」(Alice)

 

These measures were not placed because the gods favored the humans, but
because humans dying inside the domain would be a nuisance. The Domain of
the Gods followed the rule of “Survival of the Fittest”. Since dying is a given
inside the domain, everything inside doesn’t leave resentment when they die.
But human beings, or any creature with a high enough intelligence, would leave
behind the feeling of regret when they die. Negative emotions like that
lingering in the domain would taint it. Gods that want to maintain the natural
order of their domains would throw out human beings if they’re about to die.

Without realizing what the true reason was, Kousuke was simply relieved that
he wouldn’t die inside the domain.

 

「Hearing that I feel a bit better」(Kousuke)

「I’m glad you feel better, but failure means you’ll be barred from entering
again for an entire year. Please keep that in mind. Don’t push yourself, but do



your best」(Alice)

「Got it」(Kousuke)

「Alright, let’s talk about magic again」(Alice)

 

Alice explained the movements and incantations required for each spell one
at a time.

“Shockwave” is emitted out of the hand. By sweeping the hand like a sickle
mowing grass, it’s possible to change the focus from a singular point to a cone
in front of the caster.

For the best effect, casting it at point blank range was recommended.
Ordinary people would be killed by this method though. It becomes weaker the
wider the spray is, about five meter is its limit this way. This method’s strength
at best would trip an adult male. If it’s just tripping something, the magic he
learned from Tony would be enough though.

“Earthen Spear” is just as it sounded, spears made out of the ground spikes
out. It can create one to thirty spears, its amount is up to the caster. The spears
can be created in a range of three meters around the caster. The largest spear
that can be created is about a meter in length with a width of fifty centimeters.

There is also a similar magic that uses ice as a medium instead.



The last magic taught was the “Explosive Fireball”. This summons a fireball
with a diameter of a meter. If it hits something or whenever the caster wishes,
the fireball will explode, spreading fire everywhere. Not only can it cause great
damage, but it can also be used as a smokescreen.

By the way, the strongest spell in Kousuke’s current arsenal is “Beam”. Its
weakness is that it only travels straight and is easily avoided, but it has enough
firepower to pierce through steel.

 

「Well, that’s about it. Just practice a bit to get used to them」(Alice)

「Thank you」(Kousuke)

 

The two confirmed the incantation and movements once more. They cleaned
up the room a bit and began to chat idly as they waited for Viare. When it was
about lunchtime, Viare came into the room lugging a giant backpack.

 

「Sorry for keeping you waiting」(Viare)

「Since Viare arrived, shall we get going?」(Kousuke)



「Before that, let’s get something to eat first. Will it be fine if we dine in this
inn?」(Alice)

「Should be fine」(Kousuke)

「Then please lead the way」(Alice)

 

The three left the room and headed to the dining area.

After they finished lunch, they gave their farewells to Shidi. She requested for
some souvenirs and saw the three off.

Alice began preparing to use her teleportation magic. After ten minutes she
turned around to the other two.

 

「You two, grab my hand. If you’re too far I can’t teleport with you」(Alice)

 

Alice offered her hands to the two. Once the two grabbed a hand each, Alice
casted the spell.

Since it was Viare’s first time teleporting with magic her face was very stiff.



Right when Kousuke tried to calm Viare down the magic was completed and
the three vanished from St. Beria.

Shidi glanced up from the spot the three vanished from and prayed for their
safety. After, she headed back into the inn.
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
