She might be making Lux to think that it was impossible to steal control using
the horn so to lure him into challenging the Abyss with a decisive battle of brief
duration.

(In any case, | need to at least confirm it.)

Lux evaded the attacks of the countless Abyss while buying time by
intentionally taking detours in his escape route.
