    Soul Demise… what an overpowered skill!!


    



    Soul Demise’s highest level was LV30. Given the current scaling with its level, that meant that at max level, it would be able to instantly take away 30% of the target’s HP and MP, as well as have a 3% chance of instantly killing the target!

This Soul Demise was much, much scarier than Soul Sacrifice. When facing weaker opponents, its effects were almost negligible. After cultivating, the user’s body will become incredibly light and nimble, as if they are riding on a gentle breeze. It is said that when cultivated to the peak, the user can use the winds to walk in the sky and even falling from a cliff will not hurt them at all. Effects: Movement Speed+30, Evasion+30%, can decrease falling speed by up to 30% (can be controlled).


            



            [Broken Shadow]: Current level: LV3, Highest level: LV5, SP required to upgrade to LV4: 12,000. One of the Feng Chen Sect’s ultimate escaping techniques. After activating, the user’s body becomes like an illusory shadow, and will be almost impossible to stop or capture. Effects: Movement Speed+900%, Evasion+900%, effects last for 20 seconds. Can be used three times per day.

          
        

      
    


    



    Ling Chen was already incredibly shocked by the Feng Chen Technique- at LV3, it already increased his Movement Speed by 30. That meant at LV10, it would increase his Movement Speed by 100, which was almost what normal players had as their base Movement Speed! Currently, there were only two professions that had passive skills which could raise one’s Movement Speed: one was the Archer profession’s [Gale Steps], which could add 20 Movement Speed at its maximum level, and the Assassin profession’s [Rapid Shadow Technique], which could increase Movement Speed by 40 at its maximum level. However, this Feng Chen Technique was much, much superior to both of these skills.


    



    As for the [Broken Shadow] skill, Ling Chen’s jaw hit the floor when he saw it, and simply couldn’t look away.

            [Profession Bonus Stats]: Spirit +20, Luck +20


            



            [Profession Passive Abilities]: 1 Strength = 1 Attack Power, 1 Constitution = 10HP + 1 Defence, 1 Agility = 1 Accuracy + 1 Evasion, 1 Spirit = 20 Magic + 5 Magic Attack Power. With every increase in level, HP +10, MP +20, +5 AP, bonus Spirit +2.

          
        

      
    


    



    “This special profession was awakened through player Tian Tian Tian Tian’s innate potential…… no previous record regarding this profession was found in China” …… This sentence nearly blinded Ling Chen. In terms of potential, Ling Chen felt that the number of people who could contend with him were very few. Even so, his innate potential did not awaken a hidden profession, yet Tian Tian…… Other than having an extremely big appetite and being extremely playful, she was just a little girl who didn’t have any special traits. Just by relying on her “innate potential”, she obtained a special profession that was far above his strongest professions. Moreover, there were no records of this profession in China……


    



    This defied all logic!


    



    Right now, Ling Chen was extremely sure that the creator behind Mystic Moon was definitely mad!


    



    Additionally, what made Ling Chen astonished was the profession’s bonus stats and passive abilities. In actual fact, in terms of the bonus stats, this profession was not considered a lot as compared to his Ling Tian Battle Soul and Feng Chen Curse Zanni which gave far more stats. However, among the bonus points for the profession bonus, half of it went to Luck…… a surprising total of 20 points!


    



    A normal player would not be able to attain such an amount of Luck in their entire lives!


    



    Even for him, he only had 12 points right now even after equipping his Insignia, bonuses from special missions, and bonuses from Holy Spirit’s Aura.


    



    Furthermore, for the profession’s passive abilities, although the strength value was lower than other professions, but the effect of the Spirit stat was actually more than 2x compared to the other professions: one point of Spirit could have a bonus of a full 20 MP and 5 points of Magic Attack Power. For a normal Mage profession, they would only receive 10 MP and 2 points of Magic Attack Power! At the same time for every increase in level, there would be 2 additional points on the Spirit bonus. So as to speak, with this profession, even if Tian Tian’s Spirit was only half of what a normal Mage profession had, her Magic Attack Power would exceedingly make up for this.


    



    Just the profession description, profession bonus stats and profession passive abilities had already caused Ling Chen to feel secretly astonished. He swallowed a mouth of saliva as he looked towards the profession’s abilities…… With a glance, the profession that had only just awakened was already surprisingly filled with many profession abilities.


    



    
      
        
          	
            [Summon Little White]: Special ability, can’t be levelled up. Summons Little White to concentrate its attack to strike a single target or disperse the attack to strike multiple targets. Little White has very strong attacking power, and is able to blast enemies away. The number of simultaneous summons is equivalent to level/5 (rounding down to the nearest whole number: levels 5-9 can summon 1, levels 10-14 can summon 2, levels 15-19 can summon 3…… level 100 can summon 20…… level 500 can summon 100…… rank 1000…etc…), disappears after one attack. The attack power is directly proportional to the Summoner’s Magic Attack power, the amount of MP consumption is the number of summons x 50, Cooldown time: 10 seconds.

          
        

      
    


    



    
      
        
          	
            [Summon Little Red]: Special ability, can’t be levelled up. Once Little Red appears after the summon, Little Red will start dancing a beautiful dance, and in the process of dancing, a certain amount of HP will be recovered and all abnormal conditions and debuffs will be eliminated. One Little Red can only focus on one target; once the dance finishes or it gets attacked, it will disappear immediately. The number of simultaneous summons is equivalent to level/5, the strength of recovery is directly proportional to the Summoner’s Magic Attack Power. The damage figures that arose from their bodies were not reduced at all, despite the fact that normally, Physical Attacks would be reduced by 90% when hitting them. However, Ling Chen’s Cancer Orb ignored all Defence, Physical Damage Reduction and Absolute Defence.

            Passive Abilities: Reduces 90% of Physical Attack Damage, absorbs all Fire attacks. It can regenerate HP when in a hot environment.

            [Inferno Bullets]: Shoots 5-10 large fireballs. The speed is average, but their power is massive. After hitting the target, the fireballs can explode, causing splash damage with a 30-60% chance to hit enemies around the target. The Inferno Bullets are released from the mouth. When activating, the mouth will open and the head will tilt backwards. Usage frequency: High.


            



            [Inferno Wall]: Shoots a 10 metre long wall of flames, which moves extremely fast and deals a large amount of damage. It is incredibly difficult to dodge. If the target is hit, there is a 30% chance of the target being Burned for 10 seconds. There is no obvious set-up action. Usage frequency: Medium.


            



            [Exploding Flames]: Throws a massive fireball within 20 metres of itself, causing an explosion of flames where it lands, and will spread to 10 metres away from where the fireball landed. Causes massive damage if hit, and there is a 30% chance of the target being Burned for 5-10 seconds, as well as a 10% chance of the target being Stunned for 3 seconds. Requires 2 seconds of gathering flames before activating. Usage frequency: Low.


            



            [Exploding Sea of Flames]: Explodes its own flames, causing the area within 50 metres of itself to become a sea of flames. It requires 3-5 seconds of charging before it can be activated. After activating, its Fire Attack Power will be decreased by 30%. This skill will immediately activate as soon as its HP falls below 10%. Can only be activated once per day.


            



            Weaknesses: Low HP and has extremely low Defence, and is weak against Water attacks.

          
        

      
    


    



    This flame giant was countless times more powerful than all of the Flame Spirits individually combined. It was a pure attack Celestial boss!


    



    The walls of fire around him not only kept him from escaping, but also increased the temperature. Above Ling Chen’s head, terrifying damage figures kept rising up.

    At this rate, the green potions wouldn’t be enough to keep him alive- it seemed Ling Chen had to use the Dew of Dawn.
