When she was
a newborn baby, she was abducted by Li Mochou but was saved by Yang Guo,
whom she has a crush on when she grows up. She is nicknamed “Little Eastern
Heretic” (小東邪) after her maternal grandfather, “Eastern Heretic” Huang
Yaoshi.
